J. E. Wells, again writing from Cald-
well about that Santa Fe change, says:

Yesterday registered the exit of the
passenger service of the Santa Fe from
Caldwell to Wichita. After this Cald-
well, Wellington, Belle Plaine and Mul-vane

will be dealt by entirely. It
knocks Caldwell out of her Sunday
mail. There being no Sunday morn-
ing Rock Island train, the Santa Fe
until the present change, carried itand to say the people axe hot Is ex-
pressing it rather mildly. When the
people of Sumner county voted the
bonds for the Santa Fe there was one
very important clause made and that
clause "was to the effect that two pas
senger trains were to run daily between
Caldwell and Mulvane, this clause has
been grossly violated for the past two
years and now it is entirely disregarded
the company has, in other words, strik-
en It out. But the people of Sumner
county have been ttrifled with ;

they are going to call a halt
in this matter, if they have any rights
they are going to have them enforced.

Tho exit of Bob Loosley's train from
Caldwell was a gay one. .Every man,
woman and child In Caldwell knows
Bob and likes him, and as a conse-
quence nearly 500 people congregated
at the Santa Fe depot yesterday evening
to see him off. The band 'bid the crowd
to the depot where a general leave-takin- g

occurred. "Bob" made a very ap-
propriate little speech to his friends,
regretting his departure, but hoped to
be back with them sometime. Joseph
W. Nyce on behalf of the people an-
swered and eulogized on the Santa Fe
as it used to be and as it now is. I t
was very witty and replete with good,
sound sense. The people along the
line are very sorry for the change and
hope the officials will see their error and
replace this train and old time card.

IKi:D XOHL.KK IX JAIL
Arrested on His Island Under tho Charge

of Insanity.
Sunday morning Deputy Sheriffs Lee

Cone and G. C. Kensler went down to
the Island near Derby to arrest Fred
Kobler on a charge of insanity and were
very successful.

They expected to have a fight with
mlf for he was said to be vary danger-
ous the previous day. With this antici-
pation they were cautious and made
their descent upon his shanty so early
that he was still lying down. When
they entered the dugout he was very
much surprised and "was preparing to
show fight when the two officers put
the handcuffs on him. That done he
was peacable and came with the officers
without a struggle.

Mr. Kobler has been living on the is-

land for some time. He has a dugout
there that is a curiosity. It is not
more than ten feet square and is very
sparsly furnished with one three-legg-

stool, one soap box for a table, a skillet
and a little stove with two holes. There
is not the sign of a bed there and a
hole through the roof was the only sug-
gestion of a window. Spread out near
the stove was a pile of rags without
shape or color, and they were supposed
to have done duty as a bed for many
years.

Kobler, it appears, has lived on corn
all "winter and it made him so sick that
it is given as the basis for his violence
a few days ago. A few neighbors
knew of his condition and procured
him medicine but he would not use it,
and threw it away.

All the clothes he had on when taken
was a tjair of trousers or rather a
specie of bloomers made of gunny sack3
by himself and if there was a spot on
them larger than a man's hand that did
not have a patch on it the sheriff and
his deputies were unable to find it He
was his own shirtmaker too, evidently,
for he wore one of peculiar make and
texture. It was all he had apparent-
ly, and there is no doubt but what he
has worn it for a long- time.

There was a report at the sheriff's
office, but it could not be verified, that
during the past week he had a fire blaz- -
ing on the floor of his dugout and that
he was dancing about it like a Coman-
che Indian and shouting: ''Sacrifice!
Sacrifice!"

The island is his by the rights of a
squatter. It contains about twenty-seve- n

acres, and whatever little tillage
that is there is indifferently done.

It is said that Mr. Kobler has a broth-
er in this county who will provide him
a defense against the charge of Insani-
ty.

CORNER STONE LAID

COLLEGE AT KINGFISHER IS OFFI-

CIALLY ESTABLISHED,

Everybody Makes Holiday Upon tho Iky-

ing of the Corner Stone of the Xew Con-

gregational Institution ImpresilTe
Ceremonies Mark the Occasion, 'Which

is Graced With the Presence of Distin-

guished Orators Representing Pnlplt
and Bar Appropriate Original Foenis
are Bead by Their Authors.

Kingfisher, O. T., May 4. When many
great events in Territorial history shall
have been forgotten as the cycle of
years rolls on, one will stand forth
fresh in the recollection of the many
hundreds who were present at King-
fisher Saturday.

Few institutions of learning have
been successfully founded tinder cir-

cumstances so well calculated to dis-

courage the organizers as that of the
Congressional college of this place. Yet
up to date it has surmounted all diff-
iculties, and has ushered in the second
step in the erection of an edifice which
is destined to be a landmark in the his-
tory of Oklahoma territory, under more
favorable circumstances than have yet
surrounded the enterprise, and witih cer-
emonies befitting the occasion.

On the high elevation east of the city,
at the point where a few weeks ago
ground was broken for the college, amid
solemn and impressive ceremonies, was
today laid the corner stone of a great
institution of learning which is already
the pride of Kingfisher, and shall yet
be a distinguishing feature of this ter-
ritory in its progress and education.

Pursuant to announcement heretofore
made the Congressional association
which has been In session for three days
adjourned at noon to meet at 3 p. m. at
the college grounds, to assist in the lay-
ing of the corner stone of the Congre-
gational college. A large crowd was
on the ground promptly on time, among
whom were hundreds of the citizens of
Kingfisfeer, as well as about 100 of the
delegates to the association meeting.and
visiting officials of the church from the
east, notable among the latter being
Rev. G. A. Hood and Rev. G. M. Boyn-to- n,

D. D., of Boston, and Rev. B. M.
Wright of Orange, Conn.

The meeting was presided over by
Hon. F. L. Boynton, one of the leading
lawyers of the city, who called to order
at 3 15, and the following program was
given:

America was sung by the entire as-
sembly, and this was followed by an
invocation by Rev. Bosworth, after
which Professor R, H. House of the
college, read an original poem appropri-
ate to the occasion.

The chairman, Hon. F. L. Boynton,
then Informed the people of the object
of the gathering in a speech ringing
with enthusiasm, and In eloquent lan-
guage set forth the hopes and ambitions
of the people of the city and of the
Congregationalists of the territory for
the success of the great enterprise. He
was followed in an address by Rev. R.
B. Foster of Perkins, O. T., who in a
hearty and feeling manner presented
his sound views, and expressed his high
hopes for the venture. After a song
by the college student quartette,

A. J. Seay, made one of his
best speeches, wfaich went straight to
the hearts of his hearers, and which
was received with applause.

After another song by the college
quartette, eloquent and witty addresses
were made by Rev. C. W. Queen of
uthrie, Judge Hasler of Enid, Rev. G.
A Hood of Boston, Mass.; Rev. G. M.
Boynton of Boston, Mass., and Rev. B.
M. Wright of Orange, Conn.

An excellent poem composed for the
occasion was read by Miss Alma T.
Wier of Perry, after which Rev. J. H.
Parker, to wfhose untiring zeal and in-
dustry, the credit for so much of the
success of the institution is due, made
an excellent address, and laid the cor-
ner atone of the Congregational college,
encasing and sealing therein many ar
ticles commemorative of the occasion
and contemporary history, including
also the program of the day.

As the last word of benediction fell
from his lips at the closing of this cere-mone- y,

ihundreds of persons looked into
their neighbor's moistened eyes, speech-
less to utter the thoughts that were
In their mind, but all Impressed alike
with the solemnity of the occasion when
the corner stone of a great institution
is laid, the purpose of which Is to be,
under divine guidance, the disseminat-
ing of knowledge, and the effort to ar-
rive at truth. All felt the hand of God
to be in it and that, having His bless-
ing, it could not fail.

EFFECT OK THE MAEEET TO A
GBEAT EXTEffr OFFSET.

What With the Extraordinary Ease In
Money, Partner ImproTeraeats Report-

ed la General Trade, the Profrea la
Crop Planting, a Higher Market for
Americans In London and a Flattering
Exhibit by the Graacers, the Stock
Market CoitiaU Itself With jlervly a
Slight Contraction in Basinets.
