LEFT ABOUT AS IX WAS

Woman Question is Referred Back to the
Annual Conferences,

Cleveland, O., May 7. By a vote of
425 to 98 the iMethodlst general confer-
ence today decided the four women
delegates might retain their seats. This
does not mean that the women have
won a complete victory. The decision
was reached simply as the result of a
compromise and with the understand-
ing that it should not prejudice the
claims of women in the future or es
tablish a precedent for future confer-
ences to follow. But by the same vote
by which the women were given 6eats,
the conference also decided to submit
to the annual conferences a proposed
amendment to the constitution provid-
ing that hereafter all general confer-
ence delegates shall be over 25 years of
age and they shall have been members
of the 'Methodist church for at last five
years prior to their election. It also
provides that no conference shall be de-
barred from at least one ministerial and
one lay delegate. This constitutional
amendment is to be submitted to the
annual conferences, and must receive a
three-fourt- vote to be adopted.

The amendment is construed to mean
that women as well as men will be
eligible as lay delegates, the word "lay-
man" not being used. The members of
the committee on eligibility who signed
the compromise report .were evidently
of the opinion that the question could
be settled by the general conference, as
It was only one which involved the prop-
er interpretation of the constitution.
However, it was deemed better to let
he annual conferences decide the mat-
ter, hence the proposed change in the
constitution was submitted.

The delegates were evidently pleased
when the question was finally disposed
of. Rev. Dr. J. M. Buckley, editor of
the New York Christian Advocate,
speaking of the contest In the commit-
tee on eligibility said the situation in
the conference critical.

"At the close of seven hours' debate,"
he declared, "twenty of the thirty-on- e

members of our committee were as
firmly convinced that women were eligi-
ble and eleven of us that fhey were in-
eligible as we were before we began.
We were all determined men, but you
might have seen a love feast in prayers
at any time during the session. "We were
all honest men. There was only one
coward among us and we had his word
for "his cowardice. All but four of our
minority party signed this compromise
report. "We each yielded something.

A
ferw minutes after midnight Tuesday
night the neighborhood in "the vicinity
of the depot was aroused by the report
of four pistol sho'ts fired in rapid suc-
cession. The report brought several
people to the scene, who soon learned
that a man had been seriously wound-
ed.

It appears that Charlie Tobing had
been missing corn from his crib and
concluded to lay for the intruder. He
placed his hired man, "Willie Gadberry,
in the crib to watch. Shortly after mid-
night, according to Goldberry's version
of the affair, a man came into the crib
and proceeded to fill a sack with corn.
The hired man called to him to throrw
up his (hands, but Instead of obeying
the command he made for Goldberry,
who opened fire on him, two shots tak-
ing effect in the man's abdomen. Gold-berr- y

at once notified his employer of
the facts. Securing a lantern they re-
paired to the corn crib to ascertain who
the intruder was, and soon learned that
it was Mace Morris, an old bachelor
who has lived here a number of years.
He is also an old soldier and draws a
good pension.

Morris' wounds are considered very
serious and it is thought that he can-
not survive. Goldberry surrendered
himself and it now in custody.

Morris claims to have been sitting in
the crib door waiting for the night
train and thought nothing of getting
corn. Th'e real facts in the case will
probably be developed at Goldberry's
preliminary.

SLATE GOES IN NEW JERSET
Democratic Convention Would Hare Nonl

nuted Clerelund for a Cent.
Trenton, N. J.. May 7. The Demo-

cratic convention met here today and
after a struggle elected the four slated
candidates for delegates-at-larg- e to
the national convention at Chicago, as
follows: United States Senator James
Smith, Jr., of Essex county,
States Senator Rufus Blodgett of Mon-
mouth, ex-St- Chairman Allen M.

of Hudson and Al-
bert Tallman of Gloucester. The elec-
tion of sixteen district delegates was
also ratified.

The notable feature of the convention
was an ineffectual effort to stampede
the delegates in favor of
Frederick tMarsh of Union county, as
one of the delegates-at-larg- e, against
Mr. Blodgett, who was one of the four
on the slate agreed upon by the party
leaders in the morning. Allan McDer-mo-tt

was the one leader who stood
against the elate and when the voting
was completed and before the result
was announced he was on the floor
leading the effort to stampede the con-
vention and denouncing Blodgett as a
traitor to his party. MoDermott has
never forgiven Blodgett for having ac-
cepted an election for United States sen-
ator in 1SS7 at the hands of a combina-
tion of Republicans and bolting Demo-
crats, which defeated the late Governor
Abbott, the Democratic caucus nomi-
nee. McDermott was closely affiliated
with Governor Abbott, both by politi-
cally and personally. The effort to
break the slate only resulted in throw-
ing the convention into the wildest con-
fusion for about ten minutes. Marsh
got 431 out of 967 votes. Ex-Jud- Car-ro- w

of Camden was also put forward
by the slate smashers as the represent-
ative of the younger Democracy but he
also fell outside of the breastworks.

The platform adopted declares strong-
ly for a gold money standard and warm-
ly indorses the administration of Presi-
dent Cleveland. The fact that Mr.
Cleveland has not expressed himself as
willing to accept the nomination was
the only thing that prevented an effort
to Instruct the delegates for his

The Cleveland sentiment
was strong and the effort might have
proved successful had It been made.

Noth-
ing of importance was done until about
9 o'clock when a vote on the contested
delegations report showed that the free
silver men proposed to grant no quar-
ter to the handful of "sound money"
delegates.

HAS POLITICS IN IT

STBEF.T GETS PANICKY ABOUT A
GEBTAIB" 0AHDIDATE.

Which Candidate is a Presidential One and
His Views Upon the Monetary Standard
are Called In Question Rertral of
Cabaa Belligerency Agitation and the
Gold Export Situation HaTe a Like Ef-

fect and the Market Is Depressed Ac-

cordingly, Closing at the Lowest Prices
of the Day Bonds Similarly Affected.

New York, May 7. Politics was re-

flected to an- - extent in today's stock
market and prices sold off both for for
eign and domestic account, owing to
appreciation regarding the attitude of
a prominent presidential candidate on
the monetary standard. The specula-
tion was also depressed through reviv-
ed Cuban belligerency agitation and the
probabilities of continued exports of
gold on a fairly large scale. A weak-
ening influence in addition to the fore-
going was a temporary stiffening in
money bringing call funds in the last
hour to 4 per cent. The closing of
money was at 2z per cent. At inter-
vals Che selling pressure was pronounc-
ed. In the industrials the leaders in
point of activity were Sugar and Amer-
ican Tobacco and in the railroad list
St. Paul and Burlington and Quincy
reached the largest total. London pri-
ces for Americans came lower and there
was comparatively liberal selling of
both stocks and bonds for foreign ac-
count. In the domestic market, the
dealings were almost entirely profess-
ional and the motive power was furn-
ished by the'bears. Though relatively
inactive, the Vanderbilt stocks reacted
sharply, despite the favorable annual
exhibits of some of the roads In the
group. Special influences affected
some of the industrial properties and
the less atisfactory condition of the
iron and steel industry was mainly re-
sponsible for declines In Tennessee Coal
Colorado Fuel and Illinois Steel. Sub-

stantial losses were also recorded in
the southwestern shares, Missouri Pa-
cific end St. Louis Southwestern being
specially affected. The 4 per cent for
call money "which was unexpectedly
made In the last hour brought out large
offerings, causing a recession to the fig
ures elsewhere noted. There seems to
be a conflict of opinion as to the extent
of gold shipments to be made to Paris
on Saturday, and estimates range from
$1,000,000 to 52,500,000. Bankers in close
touch with the exchange market condi-
tions express the opinion that heavy
exports of gold will be made to Ger-
many early next week. The low rates
for money prevent the lending of for-

eign capital in this market on satisfac-
tory terms and compels the export of
gold in the natural course of settlement
of international trade balances. The
dealings covered a wide range of stocks
Sugar suffered from Washington and lo-

cal selling for both accounts and re-

acted 1 per cent, to 122"i per cent.
The decline was partly due to reduction
in the prices of the product. Tobacco
moved irregularly, but near the close
broke 14 per cent. The news that the
grand Jury had Indicted President J. Z.
Duke and nine directors of the Ameri-
can Tobacco company was not known
in business hours. Bay State Gas was
less conspicuous and after an early rise
of 1H per cent sold off to 2i per cent
in sympathy with the weakness In the
generalmarket. The grangers, Louis-vill- a

and Nashville. Missouri Pacific
and Tennessee Coal declined ITS per cent
The losses among other less active
shares were severe. The pressure
against the list was continuous and final
prices were at the lowest of the day.

Railway bonds trended downward
and with a few exceptions most of the
changes recorded represented losses.
London was a seller of the speculative
mortgages. The net losses extended
from 1 per cent to 2V per cent, with a
subsequent rally to SSi per cent. The
sales were 51,071,000.

Governments were dull but Irregular,
on sales of 516,500.
