Lakeland, his trainer, was confident of
Victory. They reached the post in
pood time and after one or two slight
breaks and a. general breakaway, they
were sert off to a good start, with
ftorapipe quickest on his feot, but a
bead in front of Sir Walter, he ahead
of Iorian, forming the front division,
while a length away were Huhicon, St.

Bdn't Polish Cut Glas Too MncE.
Great care should be taken with arti-

cles of cut glass, whether for table serv-
ice or toilet use. The greatest mistake
is made in attempting too high a polish,
which, as a rule, many persons consider
one of tho chiei beauties of this ware.
Constant polishing reduces the ex-
quisite finish which make at appear so
bright hea new. lu order to retain
this brilliancy, let the article, when
quickiy cleaned, be allowed to dry alone
after being properly rinsed. A soft
linen towel should be used but little in
the care of cut glass, and it will be al-
ways bright and sparkling. There is
almost no Eussian cut glass brought to
tthis country, and it differs greatly from
other makes in being dull and heavy.
English and American glass is highly
wrought, and new features are con-
stantly in the market. Americanmsn-uf3cturer- s

frequently copy Russian
patterns. A beautiful loTing cup. rich-
ly cut, is among the newer importations
of English glass.

Cape Town, May 12. In the house of
assembly today, Mr. iMerriman, in mov-

ing a resolution" in favor of revoking
the charter of the British South Africa
company, maintained that the chief cul-

prit ought to be dealt with, namely the
Chartered company, which had been
guilty of corruption. Rutherford Har-
ris (the secretary in South Africa, of the
Chartered company) ought to take his
place. sjid Mr. Merriman, alongside
of Mr. Gardner "Williams, the manager
of the de Beers mine, tried for supply-
ing arms to Johannesburg in the dock.
It was a scandal, he went on, to pros-
ecute the agents and not the princi
pals. He denounced the way in which
Rhodesia had been denuded of ttroops
to take part in the Johannesburg raid,
leaving the people there at the mercy
of the Matabeles.

London, May 13. The Standard's par-
liamentary correspondence reports a
rumor that Colonial Secretary Cham-
berlain has cabled to President Kruger
an expostulation at his delay in an-
nouncing the final sentences of the con-
victed reformers.

BULTJ7WAYO FIGHTING.
Buluwayo, May 12. Beale's column

Inflicted a defeat upon the Matabeles
at QIavino on Saturday without them-
selves suffering any loss.

Gwelo, May 11. In an engagement
at Maven on Saturday, half a mile from
QTavin's main kraal, the Matabeles
maintained a hot fire fifteen minutes.
Cecil Rhodes and Captain Metcalfe
were well to the front throughout. The

It is impossible to estimate the number
of the enemy killed, owing to the thick
brush and the high gjnss there was In
the locality of the fight. Desultory fir-
ing continued as the enemy retired.

FIGHTING MOTHS IN CARPETS.
lqulds Which Are llepngnant to the De--

stroyer of Woven Goods.
Carpets were never cheaper nor "be-

tter than now, but until times are better
Iwo shall have to take care of our old car-
pets. The moth is tho great enemy to
lbs fought and defeated. There are ef-

ficacious remedies. One is to steep one-four- th

of a pound of cayenne pepper in
one gallon of water, then adding two
drachms of strychnia powder. Strain
and pour this into a shallow vessel,
.such, as a largo tinned-iro- n milk pan.
jRoll tho carpet up and set each end al-

ternately in this mixture for ten min-oite- s,

or long enough to insure the
of its edges for about an inch.

,Do this after beating the carpet. The
ends should likewise bo treated. Be
sure the carpet is dry before tacking
down, as the wet poison might injure
tho fingers while tacking. When dona
with the liquid throw where it possibly
.cannot harm anybody, or bottle and
'label for future uee, marking it "Carpet
pnoth poison." This preparation, will
(not stain the carpet nor corrode metals
in contact with the carpet.
' Another mixture calls for one pound
iof quassia chips, one-four- of a pound,
(of cayenne pepper, steeped in two gal
lons of water, strained and used as.

above.
When the carpet to be treated is not

(to be taken up, spray ends, edges mar
gins and corners with the atomizer.
Perhaps two- or three applications
might be better than one with the atom-lize- r.

Tho carpet moth Joves the bindings
and margins of a carpet. Ingrains or
three-ply- s may be treated successfully
while down by wringing a cloth out of
hot water, laying it over the bindings
and edges and ironing with a hot iron.
iThis will destroy both moth and eggs.
This method is not effectual with es

or other heavy carpets, as the
heat will not sufficiently penetrate
jthem, besides which, ironing injures
the pile of velvets; still, the tacks can
be drawn occasionally and the carpet
laid over on its edge, one side at a time,
land steamed on the wrong side. Then
'wipe the floor under the carpet as far
as the arm can reach with hot cayenne
(tea. Also wipe the edge and bindings
of carpet with a hot rag, rubbing hard
ibeiore renailing. Some recommend
sprinkling salt around the sides of the
room before nailing down the sides of
the carpet, but this seems wrong, be-

cause tho salt will surely attract too
much moisture-B- e

on the lookout for tho Buffalo car-pe-t
beetle as early in the year as Feb-,ruar- y

and March. Look out for them'on
the windows and window sills, and over
all oolen clothing not in frequent usa.
The moth has a special liking for red.
'carpeu But the pest comes also later
fin the year, being sometimes brought
into the house in flowers. It has a par-
ticular love for the blossoms of the
epirea. It is a good plan, where the
,moths are unusually bad to saturate
the floor with benzine, or preferably,
we think, with spirits of turpentine,
which is not so inflamable nor volatile,
and then lay newspapers down under
ithe carpet. This prevents an attack
from the underside. It is important to
remember that the moth always abhors
the light, which is death to the eggs
and larvae, and 5s really the best thing
with which to circumvent them

The moths deposit their eggs in th
(early spring. This, therefore, is the sea-
son to put away furs and woolen goods
for the summer. It is not tho moth, but
the larvae, that does the harm,
Thoroughly beat the goods with a rat
tan and air them for several hours in
the sunlight if possible. Wrap up in a,

newspaper perfectly tight. If this work
(is done properly there will be no need
!of an ait-tig- ht chest or cedar .chest,
.Moths do not have any fear of cedar or
moth balls, but they will not go through
paper or cottqn textiles. Indeed, a cot-to- n

bag or other wrapping is just aa
good as paper. Once a month take out
the goods and examine them, in the suni
light and give them a good beating.
"When the moths are not bo bad, as in
some seasons and localitiona, this
"monthly inspection may not be neces-
sary. But this is really the fur dealers
secret of preserving their stock. Cam-
phor is bad for fur, as it impairs their
beauty by turning them light. Camphor
may bo sprinkled among the woolens,
but secure wrapping in paper or cotton,
ps good enough. The above method may
'he used to preserve feathers also. Good
Housekeeping.

In Now York.
A loan office where the only security

.required is honor is surely novel
enough to notice. Such an institution
can be found here. For years it has
carried on business on the theory thai
vast majorities of men are honest in
money matters. A total stranger, b
merely leaving his name and address,cay
borrow from $5 to $25 in cash. No
pledge is taken, no interest is charged.
jA.s proof of the fact that people are hon-
est, it may be stated that this office ha1!

put $00,000 annually into circulation in
small loans during tho last four years.
The books show that but $4SD has been
lost, because people failed to return
what they had borrowed. In many
cases people try to return more than
they have received, but the rules of the
office forbid their making this sacrifice.
Of course, this remarkable loan office ii
'not managed by an individual or a firm,
jits leaders are optimistic Hebrews whe
'fceliet e that the poor are honest. It?
(membership embraces 400 residents oi
jthe lower East Side. About 250 art
proprietors of small East Side business
houses and are in easy circumstances.
The other 150 members are poor work,
ing people push cartmen, tailors
istreet peddlers, etc Their wages wil!
not average $10 a week. The 250 busi
Iness men paid in $10 as dues the first
'year and the 130 working people gav
$3 each. This made a fund of about

'$3,000 with which, to start the loan
.office. The same amount has been paid
!in every year, and the association has
received many donations. To-da- y the
association has about $15,000 loans ouj
and about $3,000 in cash on hand. Th
society puts out its money on an aver-
age of about four times a year. Count-
ing it every time it is put in circulation,
about $60,000 is loaned annually.

This helpful institution which double
discounts the church pawnshop estab
lished here two years ago, bears a He-
braic name which in English meant
that money is loaned according to th
law laid down in the Bible, namely .with
out security, without interest, without
knowledge whether the borrower it
