Frankfort William Does Not Coxet the
America's Cop German News.

Berlin, 3Iay 16. The German clergy,

Protestant and Catholic, are thorough-
ly aroused in consequence of Emperor
"William's telegram to Gehehnrath
Hinzptr, regarding Dr. Stoecker, the
ex-co- chaplain and Christian-sociali- st

leader, which was published with his
majesty's consent.

"The clergy must not meddle with pol-

itics, because it is no concern of theirs."
This angered the clergymen and the

whole clerical press has been express-
ing Indignation. Dr. Stoecker has made
an outspoken reply in Siis organ, the
Evangelical Church Gazette, in which
he says that the emperor, when still
"Prinffl "William, himself characterized
the social activity of the clergy as a
means of vanquishing socialism. Dr.
Stoecker added: "Since Christian-so- -

cial thought was tabooed in Berlin,
cialism reigns politically there. As I
nave begun, so enan l continue. J.

leave the end to God."
Two of the clerical organs, ihe Relchs-bot- e

and the Yolk, severely condemn
Una deplore the publication of ihe tele--
gram, classing it as "inconsiderate"and

unjust" and pointing out that clergy
men, "by the constitution, are granted
the same rights as other citizens.

The Roman Catholis organs, Ger-man- ia

and Cologne Volks Zeitung, pub-
lish articles of a similar tone. The
Socialist press denounces the telegram
as imperial Interference with constitu-
tional rights and in various parts of
Germany clerical synods .have taken
pains to express confidence In Dr. Stoe-
cker and his methods and severely crit-
icize his majesty's telegram.

EirPIRE TABOOED.
(Early dn the week the peace jubilee

was celebrated throughout Germany.
Besides the fetes at Frankfort, there
were elaborate fetes of a semi-milita- ry

character at Dresden, Darmstadt and
Hanover, and a vast festival in this
city, organized by .the veterans of the
wars, of ihom '7,000 marched in pro-
cession. The jubilee was kept gener-
ally in Bavaria, especially at Munich,
Nureniburg and Augsburg. Twenty
thousand school children paraded at
Munich and were reviewew "by Prince
Regent Luitpold. It was remarked,
however, that the fetes in Bavaria
wero strictly of a Bavarian character,
that only Bavarian flags were displayed
that neither the emperor nor Prince
Bismarck were referred to in the ora-
tory and that no reference to Germany
or the German army was permitted,
the official censorship excising every-
thing from ithe submitted speeches

referring to the nation generally.
Several of the persons arrested at

Frankfort on the charge of les majeste
made- incriminating remarks in close,
proximity to and even within hearing
of the emperor during the unveiling
there on Sunffay last, of the monument
erected to the memory of Emperor "Wi-
lliam I.

XOT IN YANKEE "WATERS.
The report that Emperor "William

intended to challenge for the America's
cup if his new yacht Meteor turned out
to be faster than Valkyrie III; was
investigated toy the European manager
of the Associated Press. A dispatch
was sent direct to his majesty at Prim-kena- u.

Silesia, where the emperor and
empress are visiting Prince Guenther
of Schleswig-Holstel- n, his majesty's
brother-in-la- The dispatch read:

Seattle, Lake shore and Eastern Trans-

ferred Under Decree of Court.
Seattle, "Wash., May 16. The Seattle,

Dake Shore and Eastern; railroad was
sold today at auction and was purchas-
ed by Judge O. G. Struve, representing
the bondholders, for $1,000,000.

Coronation FestUItle Krgin Monday, to
Continue Three Week Question of
Precedence, as Between the Kepreaent-atlr- es

of Her 3Iajesty of England and
Ills Majesty of Germany Decided iu

Pavor of the IFormer General McCook,

President Cleveland's Representative
Iiones and Bicycles Interdicted.

Moscow, May 16. This old town is
rapidly filling up with visitors from
all parts of the world, who have come
to witness the ceremonies attending
the coronation of the czar and czarina,
which will extend over a period of
three weeks, beginning, according to
program, with the arrival of their maj-
esties at the Petrovski palace, outside
this city, on Monday and concluding-a-

their departure for St Petersburg
on June 7.

The streets are filled with people of
all nations and whh delegations from
all parts of Russia. The weather up
to the present has been a little cool to
be pleasant, but a change is expected
before the fetes (begin.

A question regarding the precedence
of Prince Henry of Prussia, represent-
ing Emperor "William of Germany, and
the duke of Connaught. representing
Queen Victoria, has been settled in fa-
vor of the latter.

The American legation Is the center
of attraction for the Americans here.
The latter are headed by General A.
McD. McCook, representing President
Cleveland, and the legation Is his head-
quarters. The building is well situated
and affords a fine view of the boulevard
It Is very handsomely decorated inside.

The decorations of the Kremlin are
aout completed, the domes have been
ireshly gilded and the richly tinted
towers are most picturesque. The pub-
lic Is freely admitted and there is a
constant procession of pilgrims to the
Uspenskl cathedral.

A decree has been promulgated pro-
hibiting, during the fetes, riding on
horseback or on bicycles in th streets,
or boating on the river. This step
was taken In view of the immense
crowds of people expected here.
