HOME RUI,K OR EOME RULE
How the "Liberals Tuko Their Recent Black

Eyo From the Irish Party.
(Copyrighted 1S96 by the Associated Press.)

London, May IS. The split between
the Liberals and the Irish mebers in
parliament over the education bill,
which gave the government a majori-
ty of 267, has ibeen the leading feature
of politics during the week. The mat-
ter is warmly discussed in all the news-
papers. The Liberals are very bitter
against the Irish for supporting the
government, especially as the Irish are
apparently prepared to support the
agricultural rating bill if its provisions
are extended to Ireland.

The Liberals in their wrath say that
the action of the Irish members is a
severe blow to home rule, as it has
alienated from them the sympathy of
the Nonconformists, who, it Is alleged,
are now convinced that the Irish vote
is controlled by the priests. Thus the
cry tha t "home rule means Rome rule"
is again raised In some quarters.

The two home rule organs, the Dally
News and Daily Chronicle, claim to re-
gard the situation as very serious. The
paper first named published letters on
"the subject from leading Nonconform-
ists such as the Rev. Guoness Rogers,
the Rev. Price Hughes, and Dr. Berry.
Mr. Rogers declares that the action
of the Irish M. P.'s amounted to
"flouting home rule principles," and
that it has postponed home rule sine ;
die.

The Rev. Hugh Price Hughes writes
that the vote shows that the Irish home
rule party is the Rome rule party, ad-
ding: "And that when the time comes
to the point they will sacrifice home
rule, political gratitude and every other
consideration to the wishes of the
priests."

Though the Liberals and Noncon-
formists undoubtedly exaggerated the
gravity of the situation there is no
doubt that importance must be attach-
ed to these statements, as he Noncon-
formists have been the backbone of
the home rule campaign in England..

The speaker today, referring to the
split says: "We do not wish to use
hard words to the Irish home rulers
who deliberately tbroke Cfhe alliance
with their political friends in England,
but it cannot be denied that the vote
proves that they are under the domina-
tion of the priests and by the vote have
placed themselves in an entirely differ-
ent position in regard to English par-
ties.

The step may lead to "very momen
tous consequences."

On the other hand it is believed in
Kime circles that the Irish have become
convinced that they have nothing but
promises to expect from the Liberals
under any consideration and that there-
fore they are placing their hopes upon
the Conservatives, whose proposed land
legislation for Ireland is undoubtedly
well liked and has been well received.

According to the statement published
a committee representing the ed

Radical party will shortly issue a man-
ifesto significantly omitting all refer-
ence to home rule. Its energies will be
directed to advocating the abolition of
the house of lords.

The remarkable activity in the bicy-
cle trade during the past eix months
is causing en Industrial revolution az
Birmingham and other centers.

The
khalifa, it is added, has sent reinforce-
ments to Dongola from Berber but he is
said to be afraid to dispatch troops
from Omdurman and to be anxiously
awaiting the Bairam festival. Upon
that occasion he expects crowds of
Arabs to pour into Omduraman and ha
proposes to take advantage of this to
to reinforce the frontier posts from their
ranks. Finaflly, it is rumored that th
khalifa is prepared on the first serious
reverse to fbolt for the central Soudan.

Commenting on the Cuban situation
the Saturday Review expresses the op-
inion that It Is inevitable that American
aid and sympathy for the insurgents
will increase and become more general
and important and that it is equally in-

evitable that popular feeling In Spain
against American Interference wMl ere
long reach an intensity which the pre-
mier, Senor Canovas del Castillo, can
only ignore at thc risk of destroying
himself and probably the dynasty as
well. Continuing the Saturday Review
says: "No diplomacy can be of any
lasting use where deep natural grudges
like this sway tihe people."

The Globe expresses the opinion that
if the Laurada succeeds In aiding the
Cubans, the United States will hardly
be able to resist a Spanish claim for
damages, adding that the case of the
Laurada is stronger than that of the
Alabama and by international law thi
United States is unquestionably re-

sponsible for the very Injury the Laura-
da does to Spain.

Two weeks of wedded bliss as
earthly people know it have not altered
the young bride's memories of her first
matrimonial venture in Egypt and to-
day she recounted eome of the recol-
lections of her first meeting with Mr.
Wright

''Memory is merely a matter of the
association of Ideas," she said, "if one's
mind is trained in the philosophy of

it is just as easy to remember
what took place 5,000 years ago as oc-
currences of yesterday.

"I remember that first meeting dis-
tinctly, and we repeated It at our wed-
ding entirely from recollection. Of
course, there exists no written account
of what took place at that time.

"I cannot say that I remember much
before that .time, hut as I progress fur-
ther and further In my studies of the
occult mysteries I have no doubt tihat I
shall become able to do so.

"In every one of my reincarnations
I always have been associated with
Mr. Wright, although not always in the
relation of wife, "We have been married
many times, however.

New York, May 18. Depression was
quite pronounced in the forenoon spec-
ulation, the extreme low points being
reached about midday. In the after-
noon, the trading was dull and final
prices were at the best of the day and
slightly above Saturday's closing fig-

ures. The volume of business was
moderate and the distribution indif-
ferent, the dealings being almost en-

tirely professional, aside from the
transactions for foreign account Per-
sistent selling of the international share
on European orders was a discourag-i- g

influence in the early operations,
St. Paul being chiefly affected, despite
an Increase of 541,700 in the returns for
the second week In May. Louisville
and Nashville, however, scored the
most important decline in this group.
The selling referred to predisposed the
professional dealers toward the bear
6ide and the engagement of $1,100,000
in gold for export to Germany by to-
morrow's steamer caused them to re-
double their efforts, although larger
shipments had been expected to be
made. The chief points of attack wer
the industrials, end material declines in
prices occurred in them on moderate
dealings. In this class the dldest fluc-
tuations were recorded and in most in-

stances the early declines were more
than recovered. Manhattan gave fur-
ther reflection of liquidation and on a
larger scale than usual recently. The
stock declined 2 per cent at the outset
but the subsequent fluctuations trended
upward and a rally of 1 per cent
from the lowest was made. Consoli-
dated Gas covered the most extreme
range. The stock eold off 2i per cent,
to 1534 per cent, and subsequently
made a full recovery. Some comment
has been excited of late over the rather
merciful course of a security that for
a long time previously had been re-
garded as one of the settled invest-
ment securities.
