Governor LeweHlng's frisnfis here are
JJubllan't. They say that every day
brings new assurances of ills nomination
for governor fry the Populists. His
candidacy is no doubt growing. A spec-

ial from Topeka to the Kansas City
Times yesterday says:

The action of the "Wyandotte county
Populists convention in electing dele-pat-es

to the state convention who, while
uninstruoted, are practically unanimous
for the nomination, of Lewelling for gov-

ernor, has aroused considerable Inter-

est among the faithful as to the proba-

ble outcome of the contest now going
on for places on the ticket. If the ef-

fort in behalf of Lewelling should prove
euooessful and hisfriendc secure control
of the AWlene convention, the old crowd
would be strictly In it.

Colonel H. L. Taylor, the "reform"
coal oil inspector, is traveling over the
eastern portion of the state, looking
after the interests of Lewelling and re-

pairing fences where needed. The ex- -
governor Is in active correspondence

his friends throughout the state
and there is a great deal of quiet work
being done in his behalf. This, with
the unrelenting warfare waging against
Chairman Briedenthal, who Is opposed
to Lewelllng, by te Printer Snow,
through the columns of the Ottawa
Journal, has created an intense feel-
ing In the ranks of the party that is
only equalled by the disagreements and
dissensions existing among the Repub-
licans over the case of Governor Jlorrill

It is conceded that LewelHng Is strong
in the river towns, as well as at "Wich-
ita, on account of the liberal policy pur-
sued during his administrator "While
feverything is running smoothly in
these cities at present, considerable an-
noyance and loss of revenue has result-
ed in the past from the vacillating pol-
icy pursued "by the present executive at
nil of these points, with the possible
exception of Leavenworth and Atchison
and there is no assurance tha t the pres-
ent condition, of affairs will be permit-
ted to remain unmolested for any length
of 'time. Consequently there are many
Who belong to what Is known as the
liberal element who would prefer a re
turn of the Le welling regime to the
ent state of things.

For secretary of slate, Charles A. Tay
lor of Pratt, formerly deputy in the

department, has been favor-Abl- y

mentioned. G. E. Hathaway of
"Washington has also ben suggested,
but it is thought that Taylor is the
strongest man.

For auditor Dr. J. B. Dykes of Smith
county, who only lacked a few votes of
carrying off the prize at the Sixth dis-
trict congressional convention, is con-
ceded to be the most available man for
the place.

For treasurer several names have
been considered, but It Is the general
opinion that Dick Chase will have con-
siderable following In the convention
end unless the Fourth district should
demand some other place his chances
for the nomination are considered very
good.

S. S. King of Wyandotte, notwith-
standing his former bitter opposition to
Uewelling, has been-- persuaded to smo-
ther his wrath and again become one of
the family by the promise of the nom-
ination for attorney general, and the
'book he has written showing up rot-
tenness of the Populist administration
will not appear as one of the series
of economic quarterlies published by
this gentleman

For superintendent of Instruction Ben
C. Rich of Trego county, who was. chief
clerk of the Dunsmore House, will have
no opposition.

The question of candidates for chiefjustice and congressman-at-larg- e has
been under consideration, but no results

ing thnt the Democrats should have
these places provided they are select-
ed from districts- not recognized on the
ticket previously.

CA3IP IXOYO 3II"IXG DISTRICT.
Xevr Field or Gold XTIsccvered by a Wichita

Explorer.
Mercur, "Utah, June 12. (Special.

The Camp Floyd mining district lies in
the Oquirrh range of mountains, forty
miles south and ten miles west of Salt
Lake City. A comfortable ride of two
hours on the Eureka branch of the
Union Pacific road takes you to Fairf-
ield, a station within seven miles by
direct line of the great Mercur mine.
There you take the Salt Lake and Mer-
cur road, appropriately called the Rain-
bow route. This little road was built
under the supervision of J. G. Jacobs,
formerly of Kansas, and is-- at once a
practical route, and a novelty in engi-
neering. In traversing the seven miles
of direct distance the summit 2,000 feet
above the starring point was reached
by building twelve miles of road, the
grade at no point being greater than 4
per cent, and all curves being within 40
degrees. The line is now being ex-
tended two miles further, down into
Lewiston canyon, the site of the town
of Mercur. Here, as elsewhere, nature
seems to have provided all the means
for building a city save that of suitable
ground for houses. Grades and angles
of all degrees are provided save that of
level ground and straight Hnes. The
new, unpainted frame house is much
in evidence, rents are high and the real
estate market very dull. Mercur realty
had its boom along with the late ex-
citement in mining stocks, but values
went down with the collapse in these
speculative shares.

Mining in this camp is getting down
to legitimate business. It is but fair

yond what is warranted by the present
state oz development. It has been

as "the Johannesburg of Amer-
ica," while up to date, there are but
five shipping mines in the camp. There
are, no doubt, great possibilities, and
even fair probabilities, but it is prema-
ture to make such comparisons where
so little has been done in development
work. Mr. John Treweek, superinten-
dent of the Mercur mlns-- , ridicules the
comparison with the great camp in
South Africa which is SO miles in length,
and embraces an area four times great
er than the whole Camp Floyd district.
Mr. Treweek Is an old miner, having
had nine years experience in Australia
and New ealand, and some twenty-tw- o

j ears in this country. . He figures that
these over statements work an injury
to the camp, and says the best possible
advertisement now is to turn out the
ore. His estimate of the mineral pro-
ducing area, as far as ascertained, is
about 10 by 20 miles. He claims, how
ever, that the percentage of mineral
producing ground within a given area
is greater in this camp than any place
on the continent. In certain localities
in the camp the mineral zone is so ex-
tensive that pay ore may be es-ti-

matd by acres rather than by feet and
inch a.

The opening of the great Mercur mine
was made at the apex of the gold bear-
ing ledge. The outcropping showed pay-
ing mineral almost at the surface, and
the horizontal drift of but a few feet
developed good shipping ore. This
drift has been continued 12,000 feet,every inch of which has been rich in
mineral. The ledge Is called a contact
vein, and lies beneath a covering of
talcoch shale, and rests in a bed of lime

the vein varying in thickness from
3 to 30 feet. The average value of this
mineral is 512 per ton, and the dailvoutput now Is 250 tons. The sinking of
perpendloular shafts at a higher level
develops a gold bearing vein both
above and below this main ledge, car-
rying good values, though the extent
and thickness is .not fully known as
yet. Underlying the lower gold bear-
ing strata is a silver producing ledge,
said to carry good values.

The Mercur property embraces fif-
teen claims, averaging nearly 600x1,500
feetach. Calculating that these great
'blanket veins" covers oue-four- th of
this area, the figures mount above the
dream of avarice, and it is little won
der that the thrifty American prospec-
tor is attracted to the bleak summits
of these snaw-cla- d mountains. Up to
th's date the Mercur mine has paid
1525,000 in dividends to its stockholders.
The property is capitalized for

shares of a par value of $25
each. The stock, with the exception of
50,000 shares is held by four men
Messrs. John Dem, John Hemrlch, "W.
S. Brown and E. H. Airs, all of Ne-
braska.

Other mines in the camp promise as
great a yield as the notably the
Golden Gate, the Marion, the Geyser,
Sacramento, Sunshine, Gold Dust. Rov-
er, Overland, Brick Yard. Malvern.

,Hela, Gladstone, Wonder and East
Golden Gate. In the Golden Gate mine
developments now show mineral
signt to the value of $17,000,000. This
the property lately purchased by Cap-
tain De Lamar of Nevada for 575,000.
Other mines named are in variousstages of development, but mo?t of
them promise a good yield. It is ascer-
tained that the main ledge dips to-
ward the northeast at an angle of 14
to 2P degrees. Shafts are going down
in the mines above named with the ex-
pectation of striking the ledge at the
lower levels.

A characteristice of all the ores in
this great mineral zoneis that they re-
quire different treatment to that ofany deposit hitherto found in the his-
tory of mining in this country- - In fact
the discovery of gold in the Mercur dis
trict Is not new. Mines were opened
and mills erected more than thirty
jesrs ago. buu In all cases, rebellious
metals prevented the sparation of titore rrom the crude metals containing it.The late discovery is not in locating a
new miniRg camp, but In the new nro- -
cess of this class of ore. It is
known as the McArthur-Fores- L or cy-
anide process. This method was first
employed in Transvaal mining dis-
trict, and consists simply in leaching
the crushed ore in a solution of cyanide
of potassium. In the Golden Gate minea large percentage of arsenic is found.
A small mill for experimental work is
now in operation, and. it Is beheved. bv
roasting this ore It will soon b treated
successfully.

Summed up. the practical miners
agree that this is a camp of great prom-
ise, hut what is needed most Is time,
labor and capital to develop It. It is.
in no sense, a poor man's camp. It is
one thing to scoop out a prospect hole,
organise a company. Issue a flaming
pnpectus and print highly colored
st ck certificates to be sold to the gul-l.b'- le

public for a cash consideration. It
is quite another to open--a mine and
ship out the dirty stuff that makes
men rkh and incearses the circulating
medium. MiniQg Is a lottery at best.
Th vast wealth above narrated is 4n
the hands of less than fifty men. Ther--

uj account ot tne live tnousand orr
more wovwiYe sacrtttced health, bos
and capital ia a vaia search for tfees
hidden treasures. It Is pitiable to vita camp like this and see the number ofgray haired prospectors wbo have noth-
ing to show for years of toil and ex-
posure hut disappointed hopes. The
chance for a crop in Kansas Is, per-
haps, ttn in thr,-- e The lucky pros-
pector for gold :s or.e :n a thousand.

Strange relations exist between the
Kansas Commoner and the government
since yestercay. 'June commoner sent
its weekly Issue to the postoffice as usu
al lor transmission through the mails
with a supplement concerning the ele
vator project enclosed. The papers were
being distributed and sent out when
some one called the attention of As-

sistant Postmaster Locke to the sup-
plement. He then appealed to the post-offi- ce

regulations to ascertain whether
the supplement was forbidden matter
and the conclusion is that it was. The
remainder of papers were then refused
transmission through the postoffice un-
til the supplements were removed.

The rule of the department is of con-
siderable interest if the postmasters
interpretation is correct and he thinks
it Is. He is a friend to the elevator
proposition, was one of Its originators
and hence he would not prevent the
circulation of its literature if he did not
believe it was his duty.

The rules of the department under
late legislation prescribes that the mat-
ter in a supplement must be germain
to the regular issue of the paper and
not be a poster or a circular.

where the weekly Eagle does not reach
all the people, could use the circulars to
advantage. It is necessary to give the
proposition as wide circulation as pos-
sible as the facts contained therein are
cf advantage and interest to every
man in the Arkansas valley who has a
bushel of grain to sell. The great bene- -
ncianes or the elevator will be the pro-
ducers. It will enhance all property
incidentally but the main feature of
its operation will be the enhancement
of the value of the grain.

thing definite. If their proposition isliable to meet with success they wantto have some assurance of it; if thereis no probability that it will be suc-
cessful they want to know it also. Ifthey get the negotiable nhrirtnr,
loan of $20,000 asked for they will buildme eievator at once; if not they willnot build.
