Dennison of El Iorado for judge by ac-

clamation and a rising vote.

The convention tos not a very large
one but it brought a number of promi-

nent Populists to town.
George M. ilunger of Greenwood

county was made temporary chairman
and Harry Landis of Barker county
was made temporary secretary.

While the chairman was making out
a list of the usual committees Judge
Foote of Marion made a. short speech
which was replete with sentiments
pleasing to the heart of a Silverman.

The committee on permanent organ-
ization reported Mr. Lafe Knowles of
BirMer county and Mr. S. S. Smith of
Cowley county for permanent chairman
and seretary, respectively.

The committee on resolutions report-
ed as follows, and on motion of Mayor
Savage of Wellington their report was
adopted by a rising vote:

'The alien money power, which alike
dominates thepresent Democratic

and Republican party con-
fidently relying on the unstinted sup-
port of every trust, combine and syndi-
cate, and every species of corporate mo-
nopoly, w'hich lives and thrives off the
earnings of the producing and working
classes, believing that it has so fortified
itself on the legislative, judicial and adT
minstraitive department of our govern-
ment, and so divides the people and
aroused 'their partisan prejudices as to
prevent its overthrow, has Issued its
challenge to The American people to
contest its supremacy, and declared its
ultimate purpose to establish the exist-
ing gold standard as the permanent
financial system of the republic. It also
at tfhe 6ame time, threatens our people
into still further contraction of the cur-
rency, destruction of credits, financial
panics and ultimate ruin if they do not
tamley submit to its exactions and join
in the worship of its golden calf.

"Wo beHeve that Clio adoption of the
present gold standard as our perma-
nent financial system, means the do-

minance' of the moneyed class, poverty,
degradation, and servitude for all oth-
er classes, the overthrow of republican
institutions and 'the establishment of
European social conditions. Accept the
the challenge of the gold power and
pledge ourselves to make a determined
and relentless fight for the overthrow
of this dangerous and destructive for-
eign money power, and the restoration
of the republic of our fathers.

"To this end we invite &

of all those wtho believe in a better fi-

nancial system, the free and unlimited
coinage of silver at a ratio of 16 to 1,

rather than retarded business, to join us
in this contest.

"The people's note or bonds should
not be issued without their consent
through congress. We censure the Re-
publican party for its inconsistency in
denouncing President Cleveland for
issuing bonds in time of peace, and ac
the same time kilting in the Republican
house a bill passed "by the senate pro-
hibiting such issues without the
consent of congress.

"Flrmiy convinced fhwt the gold pow-
er as embodied in the Republican party,
must be overthrown "before ny other
reforms in our government can be ob-
tained, without abating our loyalty and
allegiance to the cardinal principles of
the People's party, we are iviUing, an
view of the tremedous interests at
p;ake. to make our chief contest in iSiis
campaign the free coinage of silver and
we call upon all those opposed to the
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maintenance of the existing gold stand-
ard to join with us and help preserve
the liberty of our citizens.

"We heartily commend Hon. A. 3L
Dennison as a candidate for the suf-
frage of the people of the central divis-
ion of the southern department of the
court of appeals. He has been tried
and has proved competent, faithful and
worthy. As a judge he stands the peer
of any in the state. His decisions rank
wrth those of our best jurists. Having
proved worthy and faithful to the trust
committed to his care, we invoke the
aid of all good people of this division
in retaining him as the judge of this
division."

After the resolutions were adopted
Mr. I. P. Campbell, in an eloquent
speech that was full of fire crackers,
presented the name of A. W. Dennison
for appellate judge. G. M. Munger and
another gentleman from Greenwood
county seconded the nomination in able
speeches highly eulogistic of the can-

didate.
On motion Judge Dennison wxis then

nominated "by acclamation.
He acknowledged the honor in words

which showed that he had a high ap-

preciation of it. He promised if elected
to aot according to the dictates of the
law and his conscience and would ad-

minister both with honesty end impar-

tiality to all parties.
Mayor Savage of "Wellington, a recent

convert to Populism, followed Mr. Den-

nison and made one of those wonder-

fully happy speeches for which he is
noted. He is a very pleasing talker and
made a great impression. He advised
them all to stand by Levelling for gov-

ernor and Simpson for congress, and
his suggestions took :welL

He was followed by Mr. Bradshaw of
Winfield, who made a neat speech and
in a happy and some times very serious
vein.

BIOGRAPHY OF DENNISON.
Judge Arthur W. Dennison was born

in Courtland County. New- - York, in 1350,
and is now in 'the full development and
vigor of middle life. He Is a gentle-
man of strong physique, of strong mind,
of strong political convictions and of
strong friendships. The only weakness
ahout him is in QUs choice of political
affiliations. In 1851 his parents moved
to Warren county, Pennsylvania, and
he lived there until 1878, when he mov-
ed to El Dorado, Butler county. He
was raised on a farm and after attend-
ing the public schools be received an
academic education in "Union college at
Sugar Grove. After arriving at El
Dorado he was admitted "to the bar af-
ter a thorough and very creditable ex-
amination. He moved to his farm in
1S90, having a. nice tract of land well
stocked and well appointed. In 1892 he
lead the ticket in Butler county and
was elected to the senate of the state of
which body he soon became he leader.
There was never in the senate of Kan-
sas a better equipped member for the
crisis which conditions brought about
than Mr. Dennison. A new political
party had entered the arena of Kansas.
It came with no prestige or parentage
or record. Its record had to be made.
The eyes of the world were upon it. It
must stand or fail on the history it was
about to make in its first effort at legis-
lation. Dennison was about the only
Populist of who thoroughly real-
ized the situation. He sprang to the
front at once and became the Stonewall
Jackson of his side of the senate. He
is a fighter of tact-an- d courage and a
debater of great resources considering
the fact that he never before had any
experience. He could talk on every
question hut never roe from his seat
until the battle became hot and then
he wouid stay on his feet until he had
the last word. O'Bryan of this city was
fond of crossing swords with him, but
if his cause was not an excellent one
Dennison would chew himup. He was
the only man in the "senate that
O'Bry&n was afraid of.

When the appellate court was creat-
ed Governor Morrill appointed Senator
Dennison as one of the Judges, upon
which he resigned from the senate.

At the time of his appointment there
was a great deal said about his incom-
petency to till the place, but after a
decision or two all that talk hushed
and no one is denying today but wha
Mr. Dennison is a very fair judge.

This is a campaign in which hoth
sides promise to be honest, clean and
fair in its conduct. Every man will be
given his due whether he is a Republi-
can, Democrat or Populist. That aeem&
to "be the sentiment. A Republican
Judge will be elected In this district
without doubt. It is to the interest of
the district that he should be elected,
ibut he cannot be Inferior to Dennison in
ability If he wants to succeed.

Mr. Dennison never held an office un-
til he was elected to the senate. In all
fairness to him as a citizen of this dis-
trict it must he said that his record,
both private and public, is straight.

W. 0. PEEET TALKS ON NATIONAL

POLITICAL ISSUES.

'
lie Acknowledges That the Silver Wine or

the Democratic Tarty nave Got Control

and Tblnss are Not as He Wonld Like
to Have ThemUnder the Circum-

stances Hr Believes Bland is the Ixc-Ic-

Candidate Personally, He Wants

Free Silver But Wants No Batio Men-

tioned.

United States District Attorney W. C.

Perry was met last night at the Carey
hotel where he was waiting a for a train
to Topeka. The business in the federal
court is over for the time being and Mr.
Perry consented to talk politics with a
reporter for the Eagle.

Mr. Perry's views on the financial
plank are well known. He is what is
catted a goldbug Democrat, but he was
willing to concede that the silver wing
of his party would control the Chicago
convention. In speaking of the politi-

cal outlook he said:
The Democratic party .never had a

brighter outlook for the past thirty
years than she has today if she could
but consolidate the opposition to the
Republican party.

"I have my views and they are exact-
ly the same as I expressed before the
Democratic editorial meeting four years
ago, namely, that the coinage value and
commerciaa value of silver should be
equal. And with this idea predom-

inating, I advocated the free and un-

limited coinage of silver the same as
gold.

'The free trade men overlook one
Important fact, and that Is that the
production of silver naturally should
control the value of the product, the
same as it does, wheat, corn and other
farm products. Now the output of sil-

ver 6lnce 1870 has been almost double
that prior to that date. Now when
the output of wheat was double that of
other years the price was reduced ac-

cording to the amount produced.
"Prior to 1870 silver was produced in

about the same ratio of 16 to 1 as com-

pared with gold. Since that time
has been produced in about the ratio of
30 to 1. I do not quote the exact ratio,
but anyone can ascertain the exact ra-

tio by referring to the report of the
comptroller of the currency.

"Now I am confident that if the Dem-
ocrats at Chicago will let reason and
not prejudice control their action, and
would adopt a platform declaring for
the free and unlimited coinage of silver,
without saying anything as to the ra-
tio, the party would sweep New York
and other eastern states.

"It must be remembered that the
Democratic party has never won (with
the exception of 1892) without the vote
of the state of New York. This is New
York's year to go Democratic, and if
gh'en a chance will do so.

"Whl5e these are my personal views,
I have no doubt but what the silver
wing will be largely in the majority at
Chicago.The matter was practically set-
tled today in Ohio, Indiana and Illi-

nois, and the gold wing will have to
take their medicine, and it is only right
that the minority should submit to the
will, of the majority."

"Mr. Perry, what is your opinion as to
what will be the action of the gold
wing of the Democratic party after
they are snowed under at Chicago?"
asked the reporter.

"Do? What can they do? They will
squeal a little, make threats, bluster
and blow, and on election day walk up
like little men and vote the Democratic
ticket. That is, if a Democratic is nom-
inated, but if a step is made as the
nomination of Mr. Teller things will be
different. The nomination of Mr. Tel-

ler would be simply political sucide. It
would be the Greeley business over
again, and there would be no such
thing as holding the Democrats in line.
Issues would be different and the gold
wing or sound money element, would
go to McKiniley."

"Who do you favor for the nomina-
tion for president?"

"Under the present state of affairs I
consider Bland as the logical candidate.
He is sound, clean and "would carry
the full vote of the party. He is a
man upon whom the silver men out-
side the party could unite. He can car-
ry every vote in the south on election
day, will hold the party vote of the
east, or nearly so, and should carry the
silver sentiment of the west.

"I 6hould like to see Blackburn or
someofher good Democrat for the sec-

ond place. The two Bs would be the
battle cry and their record for honesty
would do much to heal every wound.

'There is one trouble, and that is the
bullheadedness of the Populist party.
They are in for fusion, but they always
want the Democrats to vote for their
men. They "will want to dictate who
shaM bo nominated and the great Dem-
ocratic party will never consent to
such foolishness. This will be the trou-
ble. With three or more tickets in the
field, MoKinley will be elected.

"I expect to attend the convention at
Chicago and will do all in my power to
work for harmony. Nothing wins &ke
success."

Corn Is Ibree Weeks In Advance for This

Tlinn of the Year.
On account of the late deluges of rain

that have more than saturated the one-

time thirsty earth, the Gentlemen's
Driving Club were obliged to postpone
their moonlight soiree to Thursday at
7:30 p. m. It is believed that by then
the track and grounds will have dried
off, and the lovers of good buggy horses
will be out in force.

er good one this year ought to stimu-- f
late the elevator project to a speeiy
consummation.
