Senator Harris, who, by virture of
his position as chairman of the National
Bimetallic committee, will preside over
the conference, arrived tonight and

took quarters at the Sherman house.

Senator Jones of Arkansas, who will
be a prominent figure in these meetings,
confirmed the statement of Secretary
Towles that the first work of the con-
ference Tvould be to confer with the

of the national commit-
tee as to the selection of a temporary
chairman and as to contests if neces-
sary He said there was no apprehen-
sion that the national! committee would
not "be disposed to deal fairly with the
silver majority, but that it liad been
thought best in the interest of effec-
tiveness and security 'to have an under-
standing.

Senator Jones said also that the ques-
tion of a temporary chairman "had not
been, canvassed and he had no idea- - who
would be selected. He also stated that
he doubted, under the circumstances,
that the contests which had been
threatened from Texas, Colorado and
Nebraska, would materialize, now that
it was so evident that the silver men
would have an unquestioned majority.

XOT WHITNEY'S CONVENTION.
"They may have thought originally

that they could gain something In case
the convention should be close, by pre-
venting- the representation of those

states on the committee on credentials,
but the silver majority is now so patent
to all that they must have surrendered
this Idea if they ever entertained it"

Mr. Jones says that so far as lie has
heard from the silver delegates they
practically agree upon the main fea-
tures of the platform. The 5dea i to
give first place to the financial plank
and to make all other questions, in-

cluding the tariff, subservient to this.
Asked what influence he expected Mr.

Whitney's coming to Chicago 'to have
upon the convention, the senator re-
plied: "None whatever. It will have
no more effect than would a very fine
spray on a duck's back. The peopTe
have made up their minds-- as to what
they want and the delegates they have
sent here will be here to do their bid-
ding and no amount of Influence will
change their purpose of turn the course
of events."

"I see," continued the senator, "that
it is suggested that business influences
can be brought to bear to change the

votes of southern, delegates. Never
was a greater mistake. We of the south
feel that we have already been ground
to powder, and no amount of pulvriz-in-g

will effect us. Mr. Whitney will be
treated courteously, but this is not go-
ing to be Mr. Whitney's convention."

COCKKKCI, LAVGUS AT "WHITNEY
Saya Silver "Will Guln In the West and .Not

Logo in tho East.
Chicago, June 23. Senator Cockrell of

Missouri was among today's arrivals.
He is a delegate to the national Dem-
ocratic convention and is here for the
purpose of attending the Democratic
silver conference.

"We shall nominate a straight silver
man on an unequivocal declaration in
the platform," he said, when asked for
an expression of his views. "I am of
course, for Mr. Bland." he continued,
"and our delegation aits instructed for
him, but if we cannot get him, we shall
get some other man who is sound on the
currency question, and Missouri will
support him at the polls. Mr. Bland is
a safe, practical man and if elected
would be entirely reliable as a presi-
dent. There can be no doubts on that
score. I have not, however, devotd
myself so much to fjnding presidential
material as I have to making sure of a
silver majority in the convention. That
assured, we shall have hut little diff-
iculty in finding an available man for
president."

The.senator thinks the financial ques-
tion will be made the paramount issue
in tho platform, and that there will be
a square declaration for the mintage
of silver on terms of equality with gold
at "the ratio of 16 to 1, and without
awaiting the of other na-
tions. He laughs at Mr. Whitney's
suggestion of a compromise, and says
it will not be entertained. He does not
believe an unequivocal siivr plank will
drive many eastern men out of the par-
ty, and argues that, on the contrary,
it will bring many votes to the party.
that cannot be caught In any otherway.

"We shall gain Immensely in the west
he said, and we shall not lose in the
east. The people hav not yet come to a
full realization of the strength of thesilver movement. It will sweep thecountry at the polls as it has swept
the Democratic party at the primaries."

Senator Cockrell does not consider
that there Is any danger of a bolt hy
the New York or other eastern dele-
gates.

STEWART OOKS TO CHICAGO
Ho Is Certain That Toller Would be Accep-

table to l'ujmlUts.
Washington. D. C, June 29. Senator

Stewart of Nevada, who some time ago
withdrew from the Republican party to
act as an independent silver man, will
start tomorrow for Chicago to attend
the Democratic convention. In exphina
tion of his purpose, he said tonight:

"I go there simply as a private citi
zen to use any Influence I may have to
secure a union of the friends of mone-
tary reform on. the same candidates for
president and If that
can be done there is no question about
the suocess of the Candida tes."

"What men do you think would best
unite the silver forces of the country?"
he was asked.

"The two men who appear to com-
mand the confidence of all parties are
Henry M. Teller and Joseph C. Sibley."

"Would the Populists supporfMr. Tel-
ler?"

"Certainly. Mr. Teller has done re-
cently what the Populists did loac ago.
He has left his party because he believ-
ed his party wasagafcvst the country."

Chicago. I1L, June 29. Comptroller
Ecfcles reached the city today and took
up quarters' at the Palmer house, being
the first prominent opponent of tie sil-
ver idea to reach the city.

HOUSTON WILL RUN

TEXAS ISSUES A CHALLENGE TO

OULD IBELAHD.

Woodward's Picturesque Citizen "Willing,
"Under Certain Conditions, to Contest
tor Congressional Honors With Fljua
He Announces His Position "With Clear-
ness and Dignity to a Correspondent for
the Eagle Chicago, However, Mast
Slake a Platform and a Candidate to
Suit Him Interview in Detail.

Woodward, O. T., June 29. (Special.)
The many references by the press

to the candidacy of Colonel Temple
Houston as delegate to congress from
Oklahoma led an Eagle correspondent
to call on him at his office here today
and learn his intentions in the matter.

Colonel Houston is not a hard man
to approach as his friendly spirit to
e'eryone and his personal popularity
attests. He Is at all times ready to
serve his friends but will not intrude
himself upon any one, an'd it is there-
fore necessary to get him to talk before
his views upon any specified topic may
be known. In other words, unlike some
men, who may be judged in advance as
to their Ideas on any stated subject,
one must have the expression itself
from Senator Houston before he can
vouch for his opinion or his personal
views.

Touching upon the proposed cadida-c- y

offered him by the Democratic press
Colonel Houston distinctly outlines his
views and in no uncertain language as
favorable to the white metal, which he
cosiders the great and important ques-
tion at issue. In relation thereo he
says:

"I am deeply grateful to the many
who have tendered me their support
and full j' appreciate the great responsi-
bility that will rest upon the Democrat-
ic nominee. I will not seek the nomina-
tion. Amid the splendid array of tal-
ent, learning and patriotism that en-
nobles Democratic leadership in this
territory, are men whose claims to this
honor I would never contravene.

"Many reasons obvious, but needless
to name, exist why such preference
should be bestowed upon some one of
them.

"While from its first election, this
territory has always gone Republican,
there is now no good reason why it
should not be safely Democratic, if at
the approaching election the Democrat-
ic party will only be true to its ancient
traditions and 4ts present professions.
If the party at Chicago will adopt a clear
emphatic free silver plank one whose
meaning admits of o question and
nominates men whose past record and
present devotion to free silver is beyond
suspicion, and if this territory adopts
a free silver plank and makes a wise
selection for a congressional delegate,
one in perfect accord with such a plat-
form and nomination, Oklahoma is ours,

"Thre mere fact that the territory
has always gone Republican, should
deter no good Democrat from accepting
a nomination. Precisely the same mo-
tives that ought to restrain one from
being an aspirant, should induce him
to accept a omination tendered by the
deliberate and united wisdom of the
party no matter what dangers and un-
certainties the trust involved. The
very devotion that would nerve him to
face defeat, should animate hhn to
make the struggle of his life against
odds, it matters not how great. Re-
publican papers in this territory, sneer-ingl- y

allude to any Democratic nominee
for congress as a sacrifice, but he will
not be a sacrifice. If we only use the
means which Republican foliy at St.
Louis ha$ placed in our hands and are
true to ourselves and heed the demands
of an outraged and deceived people, our
nominee will not be sacrificed, but if
we palter, temporize and equivocate as
do the Republicans on the financial or
any other question, wo deserve to be
defeated.

Mr. Houston was here shown a copy
of the Eagle containing the New York
state platform concernig finance, adopt
ed on the 24th inst., and asked about It,
he replied.

"I pronounce it an awkward and ver-
bose straddle apparently, 'but really a
sinister and insidious declaration for
gold. Such an expression will never
be endured at Chicago. The time has
long past when the American people
could be caught with fine phrases or
cajoled by refinement and subtleties."

"In the better days of the republic
the mission of political parties was to
enlighten and not deceive the people
and a platform was intended to ex-
press and not conceal the purposes of
parties. In this campaign the people
demand and will be contented with noth
ing but clearness and truth. Unless
the Chicago convention explicitly de-
clares in favor of free and unlimited
coinage of sliver, and chooses as can-
didates having antecedents consistent
witlv such a platform, we invite de-
feat

"In reference to the congressional
nomination, I have only this to say,
those nearest me know that office-holdin- g

has no charm for me, yet if the
Chicago convention should make such
nominations and adopt such a platform
ns I have indicated, and the calm judg-
ment of my party should select me to
lead in the approaching congressional
fight, I would regard it as my duty to
obey the call, and once accepting so
high a trust would endeavor to bear it
worthily, but I repeat, I will not attempt
to influence such a selection. These
words are simply spoken la deference to
the wishes of many whom I esteem, that
I should declare myself regarding the
matter."

The good people of "Woodward, the
home of Colonel Houston, sire enthusi-
astic In their endorsement of his can-
didacy. Every man in town is his
friend and if he is the nominee be will
get an immense vote here.

BOIES KEPI.IES TO WHIT3TET

Latter Gentleman Is ltl,;ht In Somethings
But Dead Wrong In Others. i

Omaha June 29. A special to the Bee
from Waterloo, la., says:

Boles today made public
thi3 letter to a message from a New
York paper concerning the Whitney de-

claration:
"Owing to my absence from home I

did not receive yours by wire until this
morning. Mr. Whitney is entirely right
in his conclusion that there Is no dispo-
sition of the people who will represent
the silver sentiment of the south and
west in the Chicago convention to fur-
ther discuss the matter at issue with
men whose views are diametrically op-

posed to their own on the currency ques-
tion.

He is entirely correct in his conclu- -
4 sion that it is now too late to accom

plish any practical results by a discus-
sion of that character. Throughout the
south and west that discussion has been
extended and thorough, and the views
expressed by Mr. Whitney have been
put forward by many people who en-

tertain them, and they have been fully
considered and weighed, and after all
of this the judgment of an overwhelm-
ing majority of the party in these sec-
tions is evidenced by the class of dele-
gates who have been chosen to repre-
sent it in. the Chicago convention. Not
one of the men can now disregard the
known sentiment of those who selected
him without baraying the trust con-

fided to him and not one of them, in my
judgment, will ever do 60.

"Mr. Whitney is entirely wrong in
assuming that free silver Democrats
are forsaking the fundamental princi-
ples of Democracy or that what he terms
sound money Democrats are defending
those principles in their endeavor to
commit their party to gold monometal-
lism. Until the Republican party met
In St. Douis a few days since there was
never a line written in a. national plat-
form of either of the great parties that
justified the claim that either one or
the other of these parties werecommitt-e- d

to that doctrine. Over and over again
the Democratic party In national con-
vention assembled has put itself on rec-
ord In the clearest and most comprehen-
sive language possible to use, in favor
of bimetallism, in favor of the restora-
tion of silver to its place in- our finan-
cial system as standard money and nev-
er for a moment in of the
United States has a majority or any-
thing like a majority of the representa-
tives of that party wavered in its de-

votion to the principle enunciated in the
party platforms. To assume now that
adherence to that principle is an aban-
donment of an established doctrine of
the party is to defy history and Ignore
the mosc plainly written of clS. the de-

clarations of policy.
"It Is useless to claim that a tender of

the good offices of the party to secure an.
international agreement for the free
coinage of silver is the fulfillment of
its pledge so often made in this respect.
To sincere believers In bimetallism for
the United States an offer of this char-
acter is little, if anything, Jess than un-
qualified violation of a. sacred pledge by
a great political organization. If this
is all Mr. Whitney and those who think
with him can offer, it will be vastly bet-
ter to offer nothing. Mr. Whitney says
the maintenance of our present gold
standard is essential to the preservation
of our national credit and redemption
of our public pledges, he ignores a great
truth of which he cannot be ignorant.
He knows that there is not a single obli-
gation of this government outstanding
today that by its terms te payable in
gold alone and he knows that right upon
the face of the great bulk of the bonds
of the government It Is written in sub-
stance that they are payable in coin of
the United States of standard weight
and fineness of its coins before silver
was demonetized and that, therefore,
by their own express terms they are pay-
able in our present silver dollars if the
government so elects to pay them. It
is since the most of those obligations
were issued that silver has been demon
etized, whereby, if they are to be paid
in gold alone, their value has been
doubled and the burden of the great in-

dustrial! classes who must provide for
their payment has been Increased two-
fold. To talk about a violation of na-
tional honor, when no party in the na-
tion has ever suggested its failure In
the least degree to meet every obliga-
tion it has assumed, according to the
strict letter of the contract it made, has,
to say the least, a strange sound to those
who hear the universal cry of disress,
occasioned, as they believe, by doubling
the purchasing power of money and cut-
ting in twain the market price of the
products of labor. If to undo what law
has done to add to the burdens of those
toiling millions of this nation and dou-
ble the fortunes of the rich within it is
to disrupt the Democratic party, dis-
ruption must come.

"The majority of the party threatens
no one and if those who compose- that
majority can avoid it there will be no
disruption, but the minority may be as-
sured they will submit to no wrong such
as the permanent establishment of a
single gold standard would impose upon
the great mass of the people of this na-
tion."

BOILER IS EMPTY

EXPLOSION I0LL0WS WHEN COLD

WATEB IS LET IN.

larger Number of the Victims are Stricken
by Flying Fragments a Block Away,
While Only One Fatality Is Kenrted in
the Establishment Where the Explosion,

Takes Place Boiler Crashes Into the
Office of the General Manager of the
Southern Pacific and Claims Two Vi-
ctimsHouston, Texa, the Scene.

Houston, Tex., June 29. The explosion
of a boiler in the office of the Evening
Age at 2:45 this iaf teraoon killed three
persons and severely wounded another.
The dead are:

HENRY LYONS, engraver.
EDWIN EMERY, telegraph operator.
MISS MATTIE LOEB, stenographer.
The seriously injured are:
W. G. Van Vleck, general manager of

the Atlantic system of the Southern.
Pacific railway.

Lyons was the engraver for the Age.
The force of the explosion blew off his
leg and arm and tore his breast and
stomach open. He was a married man,
leaving two children. The body of the
boiler was blown nearly a. block, tear-
ing out the front wall of the office of
General Manager Tan Vleck of the
Southern Pacific. Miss Loeb. his sten-
ographer, was writing beside him and
was struck by a portion of the boiler,
under which she 'lay some time, being
crushed to death.

Operator Emery had his finger on the
key when a portion of the boiler struck
him over the heart, killing him instant-
ly.

The accident occurred 6o quick-
ly that no outcry was 'made by the boys.

given.

Red Ash mine at Pittston at 3 o'clock
Sunday morning the roof cavtd In, and
It is believed that all the men perished.
About forty of the men wvre English-speakin- g

miners. The others were for-
eigners. Aside from these, there may
be other miners
among the unfortunates. Thirty rs

and Italians were engaged And it
is thought the total number burled in
the mine will reach 100. The men were
at work propping the roof, when the fall
occurred. Immediately an alarm was
given by ringing the fire bells.and res-
cuers were at work at once. It was 3
o'clock in the afternoon before the first
bodies were foundjn the elope at some
dlstanc from the place where the men
had been working. More than two-thir- ds

of the victims were married men.
Wilkesbarrt. Pa., June 23. The ex-

citement la Pittston where nearly 100
miners are entombed, either dead or
alive, continues today. At the mouth
of the shaft besld the wives and chil-
dren of the entombed rat-zi, there are
hundrds of persons from the surround-
ing towns. Th gnef of thesrrickAa
families is intense. Wives and chll- -
dren,many of whom have not left ths
mouth of the shaft since the accident,
stacd at the open tag of the death cham-
ber and urge the rescuers to greater
effort. The situation i almost the same
as that reported last ahrht- - Practically
nothing ha been accomplished toward
tho recovery of the men.

The supposition that there is water
in the twin shaft is well founded. Both
the Lacawanna and Susquehanna riv-
ers run in close proximity to the shaft.
From the surface of the point where
the rock begins there is at least a river
wash to tho depth of fourteen feet.
From this point down to the bottom ot
he level, where the men are, thre wa,
previous to the faU, 2S0 feet of rock.
So long as this remained intact 'inrewas perhaps more leakage through U
crevices In the mine than In mines which
are not so close to large bodies of watr.

When the fall occurred, the 3S0 feet
of rock mentioned must have been shat-
tered, allowing the water to pour into
the mine in large quantities, until theopen epaco below was filled. The nat-
ural consequence of this is that if the
men did not.hwe their live under the
mass of rock they must have died by
drowning. If this be the case it will
bo impossible to remove the bodies from
the mine. Tho story will bo a repeti-
tion of tho Nanticoke disaster.

Mine Inspector McDonald has issued
the following statement:

"So far as my knowledge of the work-
ing of the mine goes and the manner
in which the work was conducted. I do
not believe tho accident was due to any
criminal carelessness, but I cannot say
definitely that It was not until I mokea thorough investigation. This cannot
be done until we find the men or aban-
don the mine.

There are surface indications tonight
that tho slope and main gangways of
the mine are packed tight wth fallen
coal and rock. In other words. Ja-t- e

"falls" have completely wrecked the
Inside workings of the colliery.

Relatives of the en
tombed men oppoo this proposition.

In an abandoned mine; apart from the
possibility, UH entertained by some,
that the men may bo alive. Practical
mine foremen who are in no way inter-
ested in the Newton Ooal mine, nay
that, since there is no such poestbnky,
public opinion favors the idea of reliev-
ing the living rather than digging for
the dead. The company, however, boa
given no hint of abandoning th work
of rescuo.
