There is a good deal of
foolishness about this irrigation busi
ness. Here is a clear illustration of
some of theprojecc? set on foot la this
country. Many of them, on their face.
show a supply of water so grossly in-

adequate to the amount of laud to be
covered that it seems ridiculous that
anyone should consider an investment
in such ditches seriously. Indeed it
would be a safe precaution for iuvest--
ors to look upon most of these irrigat
ing schemes as mere devices for sell-
ing stock. There is not enough water
in tho channel of the Arknnsaw river
to irrigate a strip of land six inches in
width from Pueblo to Little Rock. All
theories of the amount of underflow
should be thoroughly tested before any
great amount of bonds are floated on
the faith of getting returns from hirge
areas of arid hind. The amount of
thii. underflow is, as yet, udknown. be--

sides the cost of raising the water to
the surface and the probability of its
being utilized at the higher levels,
should be carefully estimated It is
true that a certain amount of waer
would sink to be pumped up and used
at the lower levels, but it would be
small compared to the amount taken
up in the growth of vegetation and
through evaporation by the sun.

Moisture, at the proper time, pro-

duces fabulous yields, but the little
irrigated patches on the plains west of
us, as compared to the great agricul-
tural areas of Kansas is like door-yar- d

culture compared to that of Da-

kota wheat fields. A rye straw would

Want of confidence is loudly proclaimed
as th source of all our ills, hut want of
confidence Is the effect not. tho cause of
industrial stagnation. Confidence is based
oa credit and credit on tho abiQty of debt-
ors to promptly pay their debts. When
the retail trader cannot dispose of. for
cash and at fair prices tho goods he buys
from the wholesaler on credit and as a
consequence is obliged to ask for a re-

newal in whole or part of 'tho note given
fn payment for such goods when due,
then, his credit, is impaired and tho con-

fidence of the wholsaler in tho ability of
all other retailers, similarly placed, to
promptly meet ther indebtedenss is de- -

And so in. turn, when tho(stroyod. unable to collect promptly tor the
goods sold to the retailer, he cannot col--
lect tho necessary funds to pay promptly

' his indebtedness to tho manufactures or
I other producers !from whom ho buys
the goods in the first place, and as a con
sequence his credit is Impaired, and the
confidence born of prompt paymnt of in-

debtedness is destroyed.
Thus want of confidence is horn of tho

inability of debtors to promptly take up
their indebtedness when, due, and tho in-

ability of ciebtors to meet thoir indebted-
ness is born of their inability to realize on.
their property. Hence credit and confi-
dence is based primarily on property.
When property is rising in value, then
tho debtor casn readily find a buyer for
and roadfly realize on "bis property, and
consequently promptly meet his Indebted-
ness. But when property is depreciating,
then credit is impaired and confidence de-
stroyed, for the ability of the debtor to
pay Is dependent upon his ability to rea-
lize on his properly, and while property is
deprecIatinE" it Is unsalablo save at a
sacrifice, for the would-b- e buyer hesttatos,
saying to himself: "Tomorrow I can buy
cheaper."

But it is not only inability to seTI, but
inability to collect promptly for goods
sold, that impairs the ability of debtors to
