braska Democrats that his presence Is
for the purpose of a conference rela-
tive to his presidential candidacy on. the

ticket. A call for the sold
standard Democrats of Nebraska to
ronfer as to the advisability of endors-
ing the plan of putting a hard money
Democratic national ticket into the field
will be issue within a very few days.
This was learned from an old-lin- e Dem-
ocrat, who is high in the councils of the
administration Democrats in this state.

"There Is no question," said he, "that
the prevailing- sentiment anions' the
honest money Democrats of Nebraska
Is strongly in favor of putting up a na-
tional ticket with an ut gold
Democrat as a. candidate for president.

Sedalia, Ha, July 23. All the hotels

are filled tonight with delegates to thePopulist state convention, which con-
venes here tomorrow morning. Sev-
eral prominent Democrats are also con-
spicuous and the principal topic of con-
versation is the proposed fusion with
the Democrats for presidential electors.
Governor Stone, who is here, seems to
be spokesman for the Democrats, and
it is now asserted that the conference
at Jefferson City on Monday last be
tween Governor Stone and Senator
Jones, chairman of the Democratic na-
tional committee, had to deal with this
proposed fusion. It is conceded tonight
that tomorrow's convention will not
name presidential electors but will give
the state central committee full power
to act with the Democratic state central
committee, which meets at Jefferson
City next week.

It Is also understood that the Popu-
lists will demand a division of the con-
gressional districts with the Democrats.

But three candidates for governor axe
in the field. These are Frank Ritchie
of St. Louis, Judge John B. Stone of
Kansas City, a strong A. P. A. man,
and John S. Crosby of Kansas City, a
pronounced advocate of the single tax.It is anybody's fight at the presentstage.

ON THE TTVEIJTH OF AUGUST
Bryan .Announce That He Will be In New

Yorlr, Ready to be Notified.
Lincoln, Neb., July 29. Upon receipt

of the intelligence from New York to
day that the hall at Madison Square

could be secured for that date,
3Ir. Bryan announced that he would re-
ceive the notification committee of the
Democratic national convention thereAugust 12. It is known that Mr. Bryan
is now preparing (his speech of accept-
ance of the nomination. He expects to
lay, in his New Tork speech, the ground
work for the campaign, and It is believ-
ed that up to the date of Its delivery
no man will learn from his lips just
What he may be expected to do in re-
lation to the opulist convention. Possi-
bly he may not even then declare him-
self, but it is believed that he will then
give Eome intimation of (his plans in
relation to the Populist nomination.
Further than the above announcement
there was nothing given out from theBryan home today for publication.
There was an apparent lull in the tide
of visitors. There has also been some-
thing of a decrease In the magnitude
of Mr. Bryan's correspondence. Ever
since his return from Chicago, thegreater portion of each day he hasspent at his desk, dictating responses
to letters and telegrams. A corps of
stenographers was added, and it was
only today that they began to see theirway clear to the bottom of the great
mass of mail before them.

SO THERE NOW, MR. SEWALL
If There's Any Withdrawing Done loa'll

Have to Do It Yonrself.
Atlanta, Ga., July 29. Hon. Thomas

"Watson, si out in a strong- editorial in
his paper stating his grounds for ac-
cepting- the nomination for vice presi-
dent from the Populists. He Tefers
to Mr. Sewall as an individual of stand-
ing, and as a free silver Democrat," butargrues elaborately that the nomination
of a Populist for second place was nec-
essary to preserve the autonomy of the
Populist organization, especially on the I

soutn. xne editorial 13 accepted not
only as a letter of acceptance, but as
an official ultimatum that propositions
for withdrawal will not be considered
by Mr. "Watson or the Populists and that
the case now rests with Mr. Sewall.

This announcement Is made in a sign-
ed editorial. It virtually demands the
withdrawal o fthe Democratic candi-
date for vice president. Throughout
the editorial. Insinuations are made
which develp the fact that Mr. "Watson
is makin? a strong demand for his im
mediate recognition as Bryan's run-
ning mate. In part he says:

"With such a large number of exper-
ienced workers, organized and well
equipped, striving- for the endorsement
of both Bryan and Sewall. the fate of
the party was in the highest degree
critical. The middle of the road men
were the more numerous, but leps unit-
ed. They could not agree upon leaders.
In the vice presidential nomination hey
were divided between several different
candidates, while the Sewall men were
a compact body which thratened to be-
come a majority by the mere failure of
the opposition to concentrate.

"It was this chaotic condition which
I witnessed with anxiety. Upon thatexpress condition I consented and the
object was obtained. Sewall was de-
feated, the Populist factions harmon-
ized and the Democratic program cheek-mate- d.

This condition of things was
not of my seeking. If now the Demo-
cratic managers should refuse to make
any concesion at all it would show
that our efforts toward unity have all
been thrown away. If they continue to
demand that the Populists s"hall go out
of existence a? a party, they will prove
to all the world that the idea in adopt-
ing our platform was not much to get
free silver as it was to bury the Popu-
list party.

"A correspondent of the Atlanta Jour-
nal attempts to make it appear that
there has been a collision between Sen-
ator Butler, chairman of the Populist
national executive committee, and my-
self. This is all wrong. That corres-
pondent, in company with several other
gentlemen, called on me at my resi-
dence and we had a private conversa-
tion. Something was said about the
planning of the campaign and It was
asjced ll I had heard from Butler. Inreply I staed that I had a telegram
from Butler suggestlmr that I ro at
once to Alabama and stating- that a
letter explaining matters would follow.

The friends of Hodges imme-
diately placed hi3 name in nomination
for the chairmanship, the minority pre
senting John W. Loweul of Routt coun-
ty. Mr. Hodges was elected by a vote
of 4S to 27. some dissatisfied members
declining to vote.

DEMOCRATS BETTER GO.
On taking the chair Mr. Hodges cre-

ated a sensation by announcing that
Republican members of the committee
who were in sympathy with the national
Democratic ticket and pho proposed to
work for it. would better resign and
that his rulings would be against them.
The Bryan, and Sewall men refused to
leave and the committee adjourned In
great confusion.

The committee at a night session de-

cided to hold the state convention at Col-
orado Springs on September 30

After the meeting of the committee
the Bryan faction circulated a petition
for a call for another meeting. They
claim that a majority of the actual mem-
bers of the state central committee is
with them and that the meeting today
was packed, alleging that of the S5 dele-
gates represented.

OUTRAGED AND MURDERED
Coroner's Jary Hold .Tones Smith. Colored

for a Most Atrocious Crime.
Washington, D. C. July 23. A coron-

er's Jury today found James Smith, the
negro waiter, guilty of the murder last
night of Marguerite Drown, at Seat
Pleasant, a large country boarding
house about 5ght miles from Washing-
ton, in Prince George county, and late
developments In the case have added
so much horror to the crime that there
are numerous threats of another Mary-
land lynching- as soon as a convenient
opportunity occurs. Smith was arrest-
ed by the Washington police today In
the nortbTn part of the city, and In
view of the excited condition of th
people of Prince Gorge county, proba-
bly will be held until formal requlrftlon
is made, in order to permit the excite-
ment to be partly allayed.
