SPEAKS IX IOWA CITY.
At Jowa City a te stop was

made and 1,000 people were voicing their
enthusiasm through the medium of a
brass bmand. Mr. Bryan spoke as fol-
lows:

Ladies and Gentlemen: I have known
of Iowa City always as a college town
and as.1 have lived.ever since I entered
college, in a college town, I appreciate
the advantages which such downs of-
fer. I have also known of your town
because, very early in my residence In
Nebraska, it was my good fortune to
speak from the same platform with
your townsman, Judge Fairell, and we
have maintained our acquaintance ever
since."

IN A GOLD MAN'S TOWN.
Dsvenport, It., Aug. S. Davenport is

looked upon by Iowa silver men as a
sfonghold of opposition to the free sil-
ver movement but the crowd that filled
the platform and. adjacent streets when
the train arrived must have been 4,000.

It was by far the biggest and most
noisy demonstration witnessed since the
Bryar party left home, with the excep-
tion of the reception at Des Moines.
Mr. and Mrs. Bryan leaned over the
railing of the rear platform njul shook
handd "with all who could fight their
way into reaching distance, while the
crowd was a waving, strggiing mass of
explosive humanity, from the very cen-
ter of interest to the outer limits of the
circle. In response to numerous urgent
invitations, Mr. Bryan fiPoke at follows:

"Ladies and gentlemen: They say
that this Is a town that believes in gold.
If so, I want you to 'tell the people that
we wi'.l do even better, for we believe in

oth gold and silver. I promised my self
that I would not do any talking on the
road, but the presence of so many en-
thusiastic persons is a, temptation which
I cannot withstand. I dont know wheth
er I car- - ccme "back or not, because it is
a large country and it is going to take
a good while to go over it. but if the
hputing that I hear here is an indica-

tion o your feelings, I do not think
it will be necessryrfor me to come back
here. I hav promised that I would not
make ary appointments until election,
but I will break that promise, and ap-
point each one of you a m'sionary to go
and work until election day."

AT ROCK ISLAND.
As the train drew away from the

midst of the crowd, Mrs. Bryan scatter-
ed a number of ross and women and
children vied with the men in the strug-
gle that ensued for the prizes. "When
Rock Inland was reached five or ten
minutes later, the scenes at TKvenport
were and emphasl-- . 1 There
were fully 5,000 people at the depnt. Mr.

He escorted that there was not a
state which they wtre willing to concede
to the "enemv " Mr. Bryan assurtd his
hearers that if Hknois gave to the Dem-
ocratic electoral ticket as large a vote
as the state would give to the Demo-
cratic candidate for governor, John P.
Altgeld, he would be satisfied.

AMONG Tim TVORJC1NGMEN.
It wn a few minutes ride to Mollne,

where the depot platform, railroad yards
and the adjaren streets were literacy
packed with tnrhusiastlc people.

As the train moved slowly through
the yawls, the crowd swayed forward
like a tidal wave. Mr. Bryan left the
train afte- - t le station was passed and,
accompanied bv Mrs. Bryan, was es-

corted t n platform, where he was in
troduced by a member of the commit-
tee and spoke as follows

"Ladles and gentlemen: I am very
much gratified to find so many peopCe
assembled to manifest their interest in
th- - campaign upen which we ore enter-
ing, and I am esPeclsliv gratified to find
thise people assemble J in manufactur-
ing towns, where sc large a proportion
f the pouiatlon are what are known as

laboring men. If our cause does not
benefit thoe who toil, then we have, n
right to ask fr if. adoption by the
American peple. I believe' with all my
heart that the restoration of the free
and unlimited coinage of gGkl and silver
at the present legal ratio of 36 to 1 with-
out waiting for the aid or consent of any
other nation on earth, will be of bene-
fit to all "f the common peore of the
United States.

All I ask o
you is that you study this question and
when you make up your mind what
ought to be done, go and do it. remem-
bering That in the United States the
ballot is given to you for your own use,
for your own protection, and that no
man can tell you how you shall use it"

The crowd was so large and so full
of excited animation, that aX could not
hear the speaker. It was olelmed that
thtre were 5,000 people present. As Mr.
Biyan closed his remarks the whfcstles
of three locomotives joined, but did not
drown, the cheering. A squad of police-
men pried on opening- - through the
crowd to the car .some fifty feet away. I

Resuming 'the journey, a dozen small
stations were passed and at each sta-
tion there were enthusiastic crowds, va-
rying, according to the size of the towns
from fifty or so to 500 or S00.

At La Salle, a thousand people sur-
rounded the train. Mr. Bryan here
manifested a disinclination to continue
the handshaking ordeal, although he
grasped the hands of a few who crowed
around him and Mrs. Bryan, with the
evident intent of lightening the candi-
date's work, also shook hands with a
few.

SPEECH AT OTTA"YTA.
At Ottawa 3,000 citizens were out sur-

ging around the pla'tform. Mr. and
Mrs. Bryan were escorted by a cordon
of police through the crowd to the plat-
form, from which Mr. Bryan spoke. He
discussed the issues of the campaign
with considerable freedom was fre-
quently applauded. The Republican
party, he asserted, did not uphold the
gold standard as a good thing, but sim-
ply declared that 'Uhe American people
must suffer from it until some other
government will help us to get rid of it"
Mr. Bryan addressed, his argument to
"a people capable of governing them-
selves."

The towns of Marseilles, Seneca, Mor-
ris and Minoka turned out a large per-
centage of their citizens andall seem-
ed eager to applaud every utterance of
the candidate.

"When Joliet was reached, at 6:15, there
were 6,000 people shouting and cheering
like mad. Mr. Bryan spoke to them
briefly.

At Joliet, the Chicago reception com-
mittee of 103 members, occupying three
coaches, had their cars put into the
train..

At Monkena, Findlay Park and Blue
Island, the train made short stops and
each of the suburban stations of Chi
cago had its quota of citizens at the de
pot, though they were merely heard
cheering as the train glided past.

At Englewood there was a momentary
stop.

ARRIVAL. IN CHICAGO.
Chicago, Aug ng foefore the

hour arrived which had been announced
for the coming of the Bryan party, the
street in front of the Clifton house from
the balcony of which Mr. Bryan was to
deliver his brief address to the peo-
ple, was crowded with a dense throng.
The open windows of the adjacent buil-
dings were filled and even the super-
structure of the "L," road on the "W-
abash avenue side of the hotel was lined
with rows of spectators. The crowds
below surged and sweltered in the heatand manifested considerable good ma-
tured impatience at the delay in the
proceedings owing to the non-arriv- al

of the guest of the evening.
At last when S:35 had arrived Mr. Bry-

an finally apeared and was greeted with
immense cheering from the multitude.
The party had "been escorted to the ho-
tel by the Cook county Democratic
Marching club, and the police with great
difficulty made way for the carriage
drawn "by four white horses to the en-
trance of the hotel on Madison street.
After a brief Interval, Mr. Bryan ap-
peared upon the balcony.

Mr. "William J. Strong, chairman of
the reception committee appeared with
Mr. Bryan any delivered a brief wel-
coming address. "When the applause
had subsided, Mr. Bryan said:

COUNTS OX THE TEOPIE.
"Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentle-

men: I have no language, fellow-citizen- s,

that will express the emotions
excited by this, the most remarkable
demonstration that I have ever wit-
nessed. In no other country is such a
scene possible. In no other country
can the people take up a private citi-
zen and make him their Instrument to
accomplish their wiW. "When I see this
assemblage tonight, and when I remem-
ber what the newspapers say. I am re-
minded of what one of our friends said:
that there was nobody on our side ex-
cept the people, and as I look into the
faces of these people and remember
that our enemies call them a mob and
say that-the- are a menace to free gov-
ernment, I ask, who shaM save the
people from themselves? I am proud
to have in this campaign the support
of those who are proud to call them-
selves the common people. If I had
behind me the great trusts and combi-
nations I know that I would no sooner
take my seat than they would demand
that I should use my power to rob the
people In their "behalf. But havinc
rather, the support of the great tolling
masses. I know that when they give to
them their ballots. they shall unite in
saying this one thing: 'Do your duty
mnd we are repaid.' These are the
people who ask no favors of the govern-
ment. These are the ones who simply
say, 'let us observe equaSity before the
law. Give equal rights to all and spec-
ial privileges to none.' I am glad to
have the support of these people be-
cause I know that when the nation is
imperiled every able-bodi- ed man of
them will shoulder a musket to save
the country and those who are good
enough to offer their blood on the altar
of their country in time of danger, are
good enough to trust in the quiet hours
of peace. I am simply on my way from
my western home to the great metrop-
olis of the nation, to accept there, at the
Atlantic seaboard, the nomination giv
en in this city but a few week ago. I
as glad that as I o I can take your
greetings so kindly expressed in the
words of your chairman, who, though Is
Republican heretofore, is a patriot to-
day.

The peo-
ple shouted and cheered and blew horns
and made every sort of noise to demon-
strate their approval of what had "been
said. Long after the speaker had left
the balcony the throng lingered in the
street and called for him to come out
again. The speech seemed entirely too
brief and they were hungry for more.

the Clifton house, where for an hour or
more they received the multitude that
had given such enthusiastic attention
to his address. It was near midnight
before they were enabled to get away
from the crowd and retire to their rooms

They
operated their own printing office and
during the past year sent tons of mat-
ter through the Chicago postoffice. Jno.
Hill, Jr., a member of the board of trade
and also chairman of the Civic feder-
ation gambling committee, estimates
that the gang has secured JTjO.000 thro
its operations.

The ring leader is "W. H. McClure,
who was raised at Junction City, Kan.
He was for many years railroad postal
clerk on a line running out from St.
Louis. James H. McClure is his young-
er brother. Thomas was raised in
Cedar Falls. Iowa, and began his life
as a bank cWk in Abingdon. Illinois.
He became cashier of r bank at

Kan., and assisted In the or-
ganization of the Capital Oty bank of
Guthrie; O. T. After receiving $15,000
In deposits, he and the president bor-
rowed the entire deposits and left their
worthless notes as security. The bank
failed and the depositors lost every cent
they had entrusted to the dishonest
concern. John I. Tolman was for fif-
teen years a railway postal clerk and

supposed to have formed the acquain-
tance of the others in Oklahoma. "W. H
McOure blossomed Into prominence as
the proprietor of fake lottery schemes
in Kansas Otv.

, nies the recent report that Prince Hoh- -
enlohe, the Imperial chancellor, has re-

signed, and says the sole object of
his visit to "Wilhelmslohe, where Empe-
ror William is staying, was to make a
report of affairs in the east.

For some time past, the government,
goaded by the Agrarians, has rendered
the import of Russian products, espec-

ially meat, cattle, horses, pigs and ce-

reals, very difficult. Contrary to trea-
ty stipulations, vexatious fees and in-

spectors dues have toeen imposed, am-
ounting in many cases to 15 to 30 per
cent added to the regular tariff rates.
Russian fresh pork has also ex-

cluded, under the pretext of hygienic
precautions. addition, large ship-
ments of Russian rye and --wheat have
been refused entry on. the plea that they
were detrimental to health. Russia
has now made the most vigorous pro
test against this treatment and, the
Novoe Vremya states, threatens repri-
sals.

Austria is adopting the same measure
against Germany especially as to hides
and leather, as Germany has adopted
against Russian products and as a re-

sult the industrial and manufacturing
circles of Germany are alarmed and in-

tend to urge the government to reverse
Ks boomerang policy.

PARSOX AN'D ARTIST.
Emperor William's Norwegian cruise

has been rather a failure this year ow-
ing to bad weather, and the emperor
amused himself with long walks to pla-
ces of interest Inland. Every Sunday
the emperor conducted divine services
on the upper deck of the imperial yacht
HohenzoJlern, upon which occasion he
read a homily freely Interspersed witn
"is own remarks. Th hymn singing
was very line as there was a full band
and a trained choir of one hundred
sailors on board.

The emperor also occupied his leis-
ure moments during the cruise In com
posing a march in honor of the Moscow
coronation, which he has dedicated to
the czar- - and in elaborating the idea, for
a neu Picture as a penuant to nis won
derful yellow plague picture.
