In the quiet of the Sabbath morning

when our thoughts are at leisure to re-

call to memory the past, many in this
community will linger with tender
thoughts on one "who has passed from
our minds, and feel that while his
genial voice and manly arts are only
now in memory, then the recollection of
such brings back to us the pleasures of
our past associations with him. Laid to
rest in Maple Grove cemetery, for from
his native land, are the remains of our
townsman, T. K. McLean, and while
we pursue our daily avocations with
that earestness and push which charac-
terizes the life of the west, we can still
'linger by the way and recall our daily
intercourse with one whom all were
pleased to know, and recognize as part
of the power which has placed us in the
foreground of commercial importance.
Born in the highlands of Scotland, the
characteristics of his race have clung to
him through life, and so prominetly did
they show forth in his every action that
we could not but admire his steadfast
adherence to those principles in incul-
cated in his youth. The place of his
birth was Arggleshire, where he passed
the early part of his life. His-- moved
to Canada in 1S52, where he met and
married Miss Josie Miller. They came
to the United States and located in
Missouri, where they lived for some
years. Afterwards they moved to
eastern Kansas. From- - there he came
to "Wichita with the Missouri Pacific
railway, in the building of which he was
an important factor. He took the con-
tract to build through the Flint Hills
and on to Wichita, where few contrac-
tors cared to bid on the difficult work.
In the building of this road he was
phenonmenally successful and at its
completion found himself a resident of
"Wichita with a handsome fortune at
his command. Since his residence in
"Wichita he was one of the foremost
men in every enterprise of consequence.
He was a devout Presbyterian and per-
mitted nothing to interfere with the ex-
ercise of his religion. He was chief of
the clans here in the days of the Cale-
donian society, and many have rejoiced
to be with him at the banquets given in
honor of Scotland's patron saint, An-

drewsor in honor of her favorite poet,
Robert Burn. He was very modest
and retiring, but on such occasions the
guests would hear to nothing else than
that he should sing some songs in the
Gaelic language with which he was per-
fectly familiar. Xo more fitting tribute
can be paid to the memory of a depart-
ed friend than to state that he lived
true to the principles of his. church and
the many virtues of the Masonic order,
of which he was an active and stearfast
member. He showed by his every day
life that individuality in character and
steadfast adherence to principles of
honesty and integrity are the true

Pagslej Lays Mis Case Before the
Presiding Elder and Xbea Talces a
iV.tcHtion.

"Warrensburg, Mo., Aug. 22. Rev.
Xeill Pugsley, pastor of the Methodist
Episcopal church of this city, and lead-
er of the recent anti-hig- h five crusade,
has been suspended by Presiding Elder
J. M. Boone of Lexington, for immoral-
ity. The charges are made "by a Miss
Mullins of Columbia, Mo., who attend-
ed Pugsley as nurse in a Kansas City
hospital last March while he under-
went a surgical operation. Rev. Pugs-
ley denies the charge and says it is a
case of blackmail. He left this morn-
ing for Independence and from there
will go to Colorado to remain until con-

ference.
After his return home from the hos-

pital about June 1, Mr. Pugsley receiv-
ed a letter from Miss Mullins stating
that he was the only man she had ever
loved and entreating him to marry her.
About a month later another letter
came, stating he had ruined her. Other
letters followed and the matter became
so annoying to Mr. Pugsley that he
turned the woman's correspondence
over to the presiding elder. The latter
referred the letters to a committee con-
sisting of three fellow-minister- s. The
committee met in Kansas City secretly
yesterday, heard the story of each side
and suspended Mr. Pugsley until Sep-
tember 16, when thecase will be pre-
sented to the Missouri conference of the
church.

The Reverend Mr. Pugsley's name
was in the papers of this,state last
April in connection with a fight he led
against the Woman's High Five club of
Warrensburg. Twenty-seve- n of the
very best families of the town compris
ed tne high five .club and Mr. Pugsley
went before the grand Jury and tried to
have them indicted for gambling.

He Kicks Because John Haenschndt If

ConMdrred aa O. M. B. Boss.
Simon Greenspan of Topeka, the man

who married the widow of old man
Sells, the circus man, is sour on John
Hoencheidt. Speaking with a reporter
there he said: "Simon Greenspan is a
member of the O. M. B. and I don't
cere who knows it."

"What makes me tired 1s all this
booming of John Hoenscheidt as the
boss of our organization. Why, he is
no more of a "boss than I am, and I am
just a plain, everyday member. Hoen-
scheidt, however, is a state organizer,
but that doesn't make him a boss. "We
have more than a dozen other organiz-
ers.

"The fact Is the head of our organiza-
tion is a highup city ofilical in "Wichita,
Hoenscheidt has no authority to prom-
ise any candidate the support of our
organization. It it non-politi- and
Democrats, Populist, Prohibitionists
and Republicans are members."

Topeka, Kan., Aug. 22. It has been a
source of considerable surprise and
wonderment to the sound money Demo-
crats of Kansas that Morris Cliggitt,
who is now a fusion nominee for elector,
should have forsaken his sound money
principles and entered the fight for
Bryan and free bllver. The surprise is
natural, as Mr. Cliggitt is one of the

arrested yesterday et Guthrie, O. T..
changed with complicity in, the murder
of her huefband.

Mrs. Manning1 is the oldest daughter of
A. McGregor, lately county Jailor of this
county. She married 'Manning' In Tope-
ka about nine years ago.

The officers at Guthrie otate that they
(have evidence to prove that Mrs. Man-
ning and Grove Huntley, the young
man in jail charged with the murder,
were In love and conspired to put the hus
band out of the way.

Mrs. Manahig, who ia a handsome wo-
man of 22, was accompanied to the Jai?
by her father, "Mr. A. McGregor, who
has been in Guthrie several days, and
other relatives who declare her Inno-
cent. She wil ldemand an immediate
hearing.

Miss Minnie McGregor and J. A. Man-
ning were married in Topeka nine years
ago. They lived at 714 "West Fifth
street until four years ago, wnen they
removed to a farm fourteen miles from
Guthrie, where they have resided since.
Last Sunday night Manning was shot
twice and Hilled, while out investigat-
ing a noise in the hen house.

From the evidence obtained It is cer-

tain that the murderer was not after
chickens, but raid down in the grass
with a gun at his side, and making a
noise !to decoy Manning from house,
murdered him in cold blood as he passed
alonff toward the hen house. Huntley
was at Manning's early the morning af-
ter the killing-- went 'to Guthrie to send
a telegram for Airs. Manning, and was
chiefly Instrumental in securing the ar-
rest of the two colored men against
whom there does not seem to be any
tangible evidence.

Huatley is a man about 25 years old.
living near Manning, and it Is said the
tracks made by the murderer lead di-

rectly from Mannlgs to Huntley's door.
This is startling news to the many

m this city who know Mrs. J. A. Mannig.
Her friends are certain that there is
nothing in the terriblo chargep laced
against her.

"Anyone who knows her knows that
he is innocent." cald Miss Mattie Mc-

Gregor, Mrs. Manning's sister, to a re-
porter who called hist niglit at the fam-
ily home at 720 West Fifth Btreet.

"The young- - man. arrested, Grov
Huntley, was my brother's dearest
friend. The vidence against him. so far
as we know, is that his shoe was the size
of the footprints found near the place
where Mr. Mannig1 was murdered.

He is but llttte more than a boy, and
lives with his mother only a short dis-

tance from my i!ster's home. There i

not the slightest truth in the charge that
he and my sister cared anything for each
other. Mr. and Mrs. Manning were
very much devoted to each other. Anj-on- e

who knew them while they lived
here knows that. So there cannot be
anything in that charge. Mr. Huntley
was simply a friend to both of them."

The Intelligence that Mrs. Manning
had been arrested was conveyed to 3Irs.
McGregor and Miss McGregor yesterday
afternoon by wire from Mr. McGregor.
He stated that there Is no doubt of hl3
daughter's innocence.

Mrs. Manning wil lhave her prelimin-
ary hearing In Guthrie next Tuesday
Her relatives are confident that tihe will
be acquitted at the preliminary.

Mrs. Manning will Teturn to Topeka
to live as soon as her Innocence la es-

tablished.

It was compced of man
high-plae- among the Whissof that pe
riod, woo usually met once a year at
dinner, at tee Thatched House or onie
other famous "West End tavern, to

the Revolution of 16SS. At
these dinners the guests wore the uni-
form of the club. At this moment I
cannot recall what the uniform was
tut any one who cares to turn up Ste-
phen's "Life of Home Tooke," or Mor-
gan's 'life of Dr. Price." can learn
about the Revolution Society and the
demonstrative fashion ir which

were celebrated. The
Revolution Society was a London organ
ization. hut the personally demonstra-
tive side of politics was not confined
to London. Manchester all through the
last century was a great provincial
stronghold of the high Tories, of the
upholders of the Royal Prerogative,
and. the Established Churcfii, ond all
its claims and pretensions. Nowhere
In England were the well-to-d- o peop
more noisy nnd zealous in thler political
demonstrations, and in no English city
was the dividing line between Church
and Dissent more fiercely maintained.
About 17S0 there was In Manchester a
group of Unitarians who were con-
stantly advocating the repeal of the
Test and Corporation Acts. In teason
and out of season these Dissenters press
ed their claims upon parliament. At
last they succeeded in getting the
"Whigs to move for the repeal of the
acts. The motion was defeated in the
House of Commons, and the Manches-
ter high Tories and Churchmen were
so elated at the failure of thla move-
ment for religious equality that they
had church and state buttons cast, and
constantly wore them to annoy their
dissenting adversaries.

These instances occurred some years
before the French Revolution. When
the revolution broke out, and English
people were divided for and against It,
the wearing of political emblems be-

came exceedingly common. Never suro
ly In English history were political sym-iKithl- es

more continuously and ostenta-
tiously displayed. Bujttons bearing

the words "King and Constitution"
iere manufactured by the ton, and n--"
the revolution proceeded, these buttons
were worn by all those who desired to.
dissociate themselves from the Re-
formers In England and the Jocoblni
in France. If a man did not wear

and Constitution" button In the
period between 1791 and 173S, he who
apt to be fc'hunncd by hl! loyal and
more cautious neighbors as a sympa-
thizer with what was then called edi-
tion In his own country and with tho
excesses of the Revolution in Franc.
In those days if a man did not wish
to be regarded with suspicion by his
neighbors and by tho locnl repreenta-tive- s

of tho government, he signed and
resigned the various declarations of loy-
alty to the constitution and to King
George III, enl constantly wore"King
and Confrtittition" buttons. In the
United States today men and women
war campaJgn buttons and pins. What
Eniglish women did during the period
from 17M. to 179S it la not easy to dis-
cover. But in thoe dayn women In
England wen? not supposed to take any
intere.ct In politics, and If thry wora
any badgei, the fact to unrecorded.

Rich and poor alike woro Constitu-
tion buttons. Some of the
