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WILL NOT JBUDGE

EEV. CALLAHAN "WILL PBOVE MORE

THAN DEMOCRATS THINE.

When It Comes to Making Demands at JEI

Keno They Will Discover That the
ReTerend Gentleman Will not Take

Back His Declaration That Drinking:

flies Cannot Vote for Him If He Can

Prevent It Tlier Will Also Discover

That the Tops are Golns to Have the
Governorship and Supremo Court.

Oklahoma City, O. T., Aug. 24. On
September 3 at El Reno the Democrat-ic- e

convention of the territory of Ok-

lahoma for the selection of a candidate
for delegate to congress will assemble.

On the day preceding certain Demo-

crats of the territory who are secretly
manipulating the party for their pri-

vate ends, will hold in secret and be-

hind double xioors and on muffled floors,
a conference with the Reverend J. Y.
Callahan, the Populist nominee for dele-

gate to congress.
From the most unbiased and less ex-

treme accounts, Rev. Callahan is a
man of more superficial dazzle than in-

herent worth. Those who have heard
him say he makes a "brilliant speech,
which carries away those people who
are an easy prey to the inflamlbility of
their own emotions. But added to Cal-

lahan's power of Bryanic oratory is a
marked characteristic of dogged ten-

acity, which has been trained in forc-
ing a point in the pulpit and In induc-
ing with everything "but force a sinner
Jnto the fold. Callahan while brilliant
and superficial In oratory is the posses-
sor of a stubbornness that in intensity
Is the next thing to Bourbon hate.

TO HOLD HOr UP.
It is well enough to have this under-

standing in regard to Rev. Callahan
before the forecast of the strange
things at El Reno is made, or the day
before that Democratic convention at
El Reno meets a few of the conniving
and dark lantern Demorats of 'the terri-
tory will take Callahan into a. room
and try to force the most humiliating
concessions from him.

They will propose to endorse him the
next day for delegate with the under-
standing that he is to he nominated by
petition as the Free Silver nominee, as
in Oklahoma fusion is prohibited, no
ma "being allowed to run on more than
one ticket. There will, then, under this
arrangement, disappear from politics- - in
Oklahoma the Democratic and the Pop-
ulist parties. "With this proposal which
is made to Callahan will be the further
tender of a contract which Callahan
must sigi there.

In that written contract will be re-

cited what each Democrat in the terri-Sor- y

must have; who shall be marshal,
who shall he secretary of the territory,
who shall be the judges and who shall
gret all the plums If Bryan should be
elecbed. To this contract Callahan
must pledge his support and assistance;
!he must promise by signature to fulfill,
If within his power, its provisions, or

. he Trill not be endorsed on the follow-
ing day. But Bryan must make other
promises and surrender his convictions.

The Democrats will demand of him
that he deny at once his old-tim- e belief
and advocacy of Prohibition; that he
deny that the declaration, in his Guth
rie speech, that he did not want a
iwhisky man 'in the territory to vote for
him. The Democrats will force Rev.
Callahan to deny this statement. It is
even said they inay make him pledge
hipiself to enter saloons with Democrats
and drink with them.

HOW HE WILL MEET IT.
But is may be that Callahan's ten-

acity will bo too much for the Demo-
crats; it may "be that he will tell them
flatly that: he does not want the saloon
men in the territory to vote for him
jual as he did In his speech of accept-
ance at Guthrie; he may tell them flat-
ly that does not want the support of
the men who become intoxicated or the
support of profane men, Just as he
ftvould tell his own congregation.

But even if the Democrats should re-
cede and allow Callahan to go abroad
through Oklahoma spurning the votes
of the man who touches liquor and
tobacco in any shape, Callahan Is pre-
pared to drive the Democrats hack still
further. He will have something to
say about that written contract himself
and the first thing he will declare will
!be that Leo Vincent of Guthrie must in
case of Bryan's election be governor.
This is the flrst absolute iron-cla- d pro-
viso. Vincent must be governor. The
hppointment of county commissioners
Is in the hands of the governor and that
is what Leo and the Populists nre go-
ing to have. Territorial Secretary
Lowe will he allowed to remain, where
lie is "by the Populists. This is one con-
cession to the Democrats.

When it comes to the judges the Pop-
ulists will demand a majority of the
supreme court with the chief justice.
They will tell the Democrats that their
Populist constituencies will never join
In a coalition if the men who sustained
the raise of the "board of equalization
are to go back into office in case Bryan
Is elected. The Populists say that the
supreme court must be cleaned out.
They claim that the railroad assess-
ments or something of the sort were
lowered in Logan county and that Dale
must go.

NOBLE PAT XAGLE FOOLED.
The "United States district attorney

may go to the Democrats, but with the
understanding- that a new Democrat
will appointed. The Populists will also
demand the "United States marshal. At
present they are deluding Pat Nagle
into the belief that he will he conti-
nue in office if Bryan is electrr. This
is impossible. It is said that the Popu-
lists of Oklahoma have heard from Sen-
ator Pefter and that the long-beard-

Kansan brands the "Street St. Antoine"
utterance of Nagle's as 'insulting, andwarning them that any deal including
Xagle will be repudiated by him and
that he will fight Xagle's confirmation
In the senate for anything, just as he
did before.

It is said that the reason for Pefler's
wrath is that he quit his fight on Nagle
In the senate before and made It possi-"bl- e

for Nagle to "be confirmed and In re-
turn Nagle came out and splashed mud
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all over the PopuTist party. Hence the
Populists will not listen to Nagle. Nagle
will not be allodwed in the secret or
conference at El Reno nor will he be al-

lowed to see the contract of be told
whaS transpires. This precaution is
taken because Nagie's deputies will all
he in the convention and they might
prevent the indorsement of Callahan.

The Democrats are to be given the
territorial secretary and the "United
States district attorney and a minority
of the supreme court Of couse the
Democrats will demur at this arrange-
ment but here again will come in Calla-
han's tenacity. Callahan, it is said, in
private conversation at his home in
Kingfisher county has repeatedly and
fiercely denounced the supreme court of
Oklahoma for its position in regard to
the territorial board of equilization. He
will not surrender his convictions when
he faces even the Oklahoma Democrats.

MANY ARE DISGUSTED.
The contest will be an interesting one.

The feeling is that if fusion Is made it
will be made at a sacrifice of the self-respe-ct

of every Democratic delegate in
the convention. The Democrats do not
know Callahan or his character. When
they have tried to get any more out of
him than the quota of offices above
enumerated they will discover just
how strong a man he is. Back of him
will be Vincent and hack of him every
Populist in the territory, including

Daniels of the Oklahoma legis-
lature and Sly Oberlander and all the
rest.

There is a strong element of Demo-
crats in Oklahoma who are standing
aloof in disgusst They cannot stoop to
endorse a Populism they have been
fighting for years and they do not hesi
tate to say so. It may be that they will
organize and overthrow the crowd that
is in the saddle just at this moment.
Here today it was learned that Leslie
Niblack of the Guthrie Leader, one of
the brightest young men in the terri-
tory if not in the entire west, had com
out! for fusion in his paper.

This is looked upon here as a dealy
poison to his future politics as associa-
tion with the Populists of Oklahoma
can only be accomplished by his sur-
rendering everything and his abject al-
legiance to "Vincent, who in case of
Bryan's election will be governor.

So far as known here Jo. "Wis by has
not spoken, hut it is thought that he
will. Some of the Oklahoma judges are
being fooled into the belief that they
are to be in the swim in case of fusion
just as Pat Nagle is being deceived.

The feeling here Is that fusion will be
accomplished at El Reno but if it is it
will he at the sacrifice of the Demo-
cratic party and its principles in Okla
homa territory- -

His wife is also
crui'te old and has been blind for about
two years. Her husbands tried to
drown himself In Skeleton creek two
years ago. The old man (had been af-

fected by the heat of the past ten days,
and was quite dispondent. His body
was recovered about 2 o'clock this morn
ing.

Upon arriving at the county jail they
attempted to pass through the office in-

to where the cells are, when Deputy
Bill Wade, who was asleep awoke and
threy down on tnem hEs six shooter; at
this they stopped and said they wanted
Stutson. They deputy to3d them they
were at liberty to go with him and
search the cells, but that Stutson was
not there. After searching the jail
they went to the house of Undersherift
Henry, wherte they were again disap-
pointed, and they quitely left town.

The sheriff has been suspecting some-
thing of the kind for some time and has
been keeping an extra force of depu-
ties on watch, and using every precau-
tion possible. He in some way re-
ceived word that the mob was coming
and took Stutson and McLochin both
out, and it is lucky for Stutson that he
did. It is reported by some that the
mob were friends of Stutson and wanted
to rdlease him, but the sheriff and depu-
ties do not think so, but brought him
to Guthrie to save him from both friends
and foea
