THE OLD BOYS IN BLUB.

Whatever political party may rise or
fall, or for whatever reasons a states-
men may change their views, until the
older half of the present generation
shall have responded to the last tatoo,

there will be found, annually encamped
a radiant front of patriots who can
never change, never forget; an army
of corps and divisions whose comrade-thi-p,

still inspired by the spirit of Lin-

coln, will stand firm as the everlasting
hills. For a just cause they fought,
for their country's honor many of them
died, nor time with its changes, nor
politics with its ever arising exigencies
can move them. Their patriotism re-

mains nndimmed, the steadfastness of
their faith is sublime.

Again this week the annual encamp-
ment of that veteran host, the Grand
Army of the Republic, will rendezvous
beneath the blue, cool skies of Min-
nesota, Its once serried, now deci-

mated, but still noble and undaunted
files, will muster and commune unaf-
fected by the political turmoil of the
hour, or the discouragement? of the
years. They all participated in the
doubts and all endured the hardships
of darker days than these, days of

tragedies, prison-pe- n horrors
and marches to death. All these, to the
gray-haire- d boys in blue, remain vi-

vid, and overshadowing,
in that they in preserving the nation
guaranteed a. peace which in being last-
ing, has brought happiness and for the
most of the time, prosperity to the mil-

lions.
The war closed more than thirty

years ago, but despite the lapse of time
and the swing of the reaper whose
name is Death, the Grand Army of the
Republic remains one of the most pow-

erful organizations of the country, pow-

erful numerically not only, but power-
ful for the best of patriotic citizenship.
At the last annual encampment the
total membership was reported at 357,-C3- 9.

But the ranks of the Old Boys in
Blue are surely and rapidly deciminafc-Ing- .

Probably there are not to exceed a
half million men who took any soldiery
part for the preservation of the Union,
who at any time carried a gun, manned
a ship or stood by the guns of a bat-
tery now living. But for'the fact that
a great majority of those who so en-

thusiastically responded to their coun-
try's call were then but mere boys in
years there would be but few left to
recount the experiences of the most
memorable war of centuries. The old
men, the men who were in their prime,
Who marched under Grant and Sher-
man and a host of other brave and
competent leaders, have followed those
leaders to rest in "fame's eternal camp-
ing ground." It 3s due them that we
preserve all fhat they saved to us as
a people.

The Eagle hopes that all of them may
live to attend other encampments of
the future, live to read of them, and to
glory in the spirit which inspires and
sustains them, and that their closing
days, as hey shall come to each, shall
be peaceful days and days of plenty.
These they deserve, these they are
entitled to at the hands of a grateful
republic of patriotic people.

LYING IN FACE OP FACTS.
One of the cartoons of the week rep-

resents the ghost of Ananias applying
at a political headquarters for employ-
ment as a campaign liar. The "boss"
tells him to clear out, as onlyexpert
liars are wanted. The truth is there
Is too much lying all around and such
lying as would put the bluudering An-ani-

to shame. One of the most reck-
less seems to be Altgeld of Illinois.
Many of his declaratious are astonish-
ing. He fools only the ignorant Tho
other day at Girard, in an attack on
protection, he declared that as for tho
MeKinley tariff, under Harrison, that
"it nearly doubled the already high
duties." This was the solemn avowal
of this Illinois governor. The very
title of the MeKinley bill was: "An
act to reduce revenues." The reve-
nues had been too great and it was
proposed by that bill to protect a large
number of American productions by a
higher tariff but to make free a num-
ber of staple articles like sugar, coffee
and tea. The treasury returns show
that the value of goods admitted free
In 1SS9, the year preceding the MeKin-
ley law, amounted to $25G,4S7,07S and
for the year ending June, 1S92, which
was the first full year of the MeKinley
law, that the free goods amounted to
$459,999,650, or almost double the
amount of free goods. So instead of
doubling the high duties It added full
$200 000,000 to the free list Altgeld
said further that the MeKinley high
duty almost stopped importations. The
official figures leave Mr. Altgeld In tho a
lie again. The increase of importa-
tions amounted to within a few dollars
of $100,000,000.

On Oct 6, 1S90, the MeKinley tariff,
described as "an act to reduce reve-
nue," was enacted. In the first full
year of its operation the revenue fell
to $425.SGS,2G0, being a reduction of
$3S,094,S20, but still leaving a comfort-
able surplus of more than $GG.000,000.

But in 1S94, the Wilson-Gorma- n tariff
being In force, and the Democratic
party in power, two tilings happened:
Tho revenue which was $461,716,561
during the last year of the MeKinley
tariff, fell to $372,802,499, and the ex-
penditures, which wcre$415,953,S06 for
the year ending June 30. 1S92. which
was the last of Harrison's administra-
tion, rose to $442,605,758 in 1S94, the
year In which Governor Altgeld de-
plores what ho falsely calls a Republi-
can deficit"

Of cour.-- it is to be expected that
more or less lying will be done in this
more than ordinarily exciting cam-
paign, but speakers and writers should
be careful not to lie in the face of facts.

THE CZAR'S DREAM. I
The sun of the Turk is setting. That

of the Russian is climbing southward.
When the shades of dissolution for
Turkey have fallen on southern Eu-
rope, and Asia the destiny of millions
Will be changed and the dream of Peter

the Great will have been realized in
the cross of Christ on the dome of St
Sophia. Even a, large number of the
inhabitants of Africa, followers of Mo-

hammed will be effected. The diplo-
mats of all Europe are anxiously not-
ing every move. England alone is un-

easy and her statesmen are evidently
wishing that there was a better under-
standing between the Lion and the
Bear. English writers both military
and civilian perceive that the semi-hosti- le

feeling that has prevailed in
England toward Russia, coupled with
the hitherto settled policy of the gov-
ernment creates a situation of infinite
difficulty which, unless abandoned,
may develop into a colossal struggle.
They are both powers with Asiatic pos-
sessions of prime magnitude. The ad-

vance of Russia in Central Asia her
possession of such important ponts as
Khiva, Tashkend, Bokhara and Merve

brings her within easy striking dis-
tance of Herat the gateway to the In-

dus, and makes her a menace to India.
It ia true that Afghanistan interposes
between the two powers; but Russian
influence is predominant in Central
Asia, and when she shall desire to aim
a blow at India it may be assumed that
she will have the alliance of Afghanis-
tan, and that the gates of Herat will be
opened to her without the necessity on
her part of striking a blow.

Besides, to the south of her Siberian
frontier lies the empire of Cffina; and
the consensus of European opinion is
that Russia either already has, or will
have, an agreement with China, by
which the Siberian railroad will pass
through Chinese territory and have a
terminus at a port on the Yellow Sea.
Here she will be in a position to thwart
or interfere with-Britis- h interests in
China, Japan and all Eastern Asia. On
the completion of the Siberian railroad
and in the possession of a port in east
ern waters, unobstructed by ice, she
will come upon the scene in full pan-
oply.

But Constantinople is destined to fall
sooner r into the hands of Rus-
sia. It is destiny, held by historians
to bo inevitable since Peter's time.
Constantinople, the beautiful, has been
Russia's one fixed, unalterable purpose.
It may be postponed; it may be dis-
guised; it may even at convenient mo-

ments bo denied; but there it is im-

movable as fate, waiting the auspicious
day when it can be accomplished.
Tliat purpose is the .possession of Con
stantinople, and the placing of the
crass of Christ on the dome of St
Sophia.

England alone now menaces with her
powerful navy, and because of the fear
that Russia would become a Mediter-
ranean power putting, in jeopardy Brit-
ish interests which are already threat-
ened in India by Russia. It is said
that Lord Salisbury would be glad, if
permitted by public opinion, to go into
a treaty with Russia whereby the city
of the Bosphorus would fall to the czar.
For England has no other interest in
maintaining the rotten Turkish empire
for whose sultan the hour has been
struck. But the English people have
been so imbued with suspicion of Rus-
sian designs, and with such fear of
Russian aggqressions, that he hesitates
to act- - Ug doubts whether so bold a
policy would be in accord with the sron-- 1

eral public sentiment But, as we have
said, there is an obvious and growing
sentiment in favor of a rapprochement t

between England and Russia. What
the outcome will be time will disclose.
But it is, doubtless, a safe conjecture,
that Russia will ultimately be the
proud possessor of Constantinople.

(Cries of that's right) Turn back-
ward, History, to your mile-post?- a hun-
dred years ago. Behold how far you
have traveled. Transportation by
coach. Communication
clothing, homespun; victuals, home-
grown. Back again, Historic Maids,

two thousand years to the Roman,
in sandals with blanket-tog- a like our
Indian's; with trade in stalls; and com-
merce merely peddling. Back again,
Maid, four thousand years to your first
product Adam, naked, his food plun-
der, his home, the end of each day's
journey. Nature had begun. The
long night had vanished and the sun
off its altitude sublime dashed the first
ray that marked commencing time.
('Cries of hit 'em again) What, I say,
Is wealth?

"Look, Maid History, at your earliest
son, the tiller. Here is the primitive
fanner. He toils, he sows, he plows,
he reaps, he produces. One grain of
corn he plants. Out on the brinkof
commerce he stands and no man, hig-
gler or batterer, is beyond him. The
farmer is the first, the last At one
end of commerce stands the money-
lender, in finger-ti- p reach of the devil;
at the other end the farmer face to face
with the banker, Nature. And into
Nature's bank the fanner puts his
single grain. And Nature pays him
within six months 300 grains of corn
for the one he has planted. That man tsay, has created wealth! The winter
comes down upon him and makes him
cold. His neighbor has raised flax.
He goes to that neiebbor and says I
will trade you ten ears of my com. for
ten bushels of your liax. And the
trade is made. And he takes the flax 1

to a man who can weave cloth and he
says: 'Weave me this into cloth that
T may be warm.' And the weaver an-

swers: llIov much will you give me?
And the farmer answers: 4I will give
you what you could raise in corn if
you were raising corn while you are
weaving my cloth.' And. it is agreed.
And after a time Fashion steps in and
says to the farmer: Put arms in this
blanket' And he finds another man
who can model your suit, but while I
am cutting it I will be able to raise no
flax, so you must give me as much flax
as I would raise if I were not cutting
your suit' Now, fellow citizens, what
is wealth? It is what the farmer mul-
tiplies from t!he ground. It is not what
the weaver or tho modeler transforms.
I say the farmer has increased the
grain three hundred fold. That is
wealth new wealth new new new.
Does the weaver make wealth? He
transforms the flax into cloth, but
while he is doing it he neglects his corn
and produces nothing. He simply
transforms. He has ceased to multi-
ply. He has becomo a transformer.
He has become a parasite. The whole
world is living off the farmer. Then,
again we might say the flax would be
no account if it were not turned Into
cloth. So then the weaver does be-

come something of a producer. I'll
take that back. The weaver ain't a
parasite! Well, then, I might say the
tailor or modeler of the cloth fixed the
blanket toga so the cloth hung on the
farmer's body by itself and he didn't
have to hold it about him with one !

hand, and consequently could use both
hands and produce more wealth. Well,
then, the tailor ain't a parasite. (Cries
of 'But you said he was!') I know I
did. But on second thought ('Hit the
parasites again.') He ain't a parasite.
You see well you know he trans-
formsnow that's not producing no,
but it helps the plain truth of it is,
ladies and gentlemen, is that this here
money question is too d big
for me. Elect me coroner and call it
square. A coroner has more to do
with dead than live subjects anyway."
(Tremendous applause and cries of
"Down with Wall street")

LOVE SECRETS.
The village postmistress has often

been represented as reading the postal
cards that came under observation in
an official way, thus keeping informed
as to the affairs of her neighbors. This
charge has been indignantly denied by
the representatives of the sex, but a
case now on trial in an Ohio court
would apparently indicate that female
curiosity does not stop at postal cards,
but even invade thesanctity of a sealed
envelope. The defendant is a pretty
young woman, who, during the illnless
of ner mother, was postmistress pro
torn, at North Bend, and the allegation
is that she opened and read "love let-
ters" passing between a certain
Thomas D. Balseley and Miss Emma
Wamsley. The accusation is vigor
ously denied, but a horrid postofflce in-

spector, by means of a decoy letter, has
proved conclusively that the corres-
pondence was tampered with, and tho
only qustion now is as to the identity
of the offender.

SOME STATE ELECTIOy 3.

Vermont held her state election yes-
terday and the result so far as heard de
from appears in our dispatches this
morning. Arkansas holds her eledoni

tomorrow. There Is only one other
state that will hold an election ante-
cedent to the November general elec-
tion. The results in these states be-

come of the greatest interest as point-
ers in showing what changes have
taken place. In the last Vermont elec-
tion for state oflicers the Republican
vote was 42,000, the Democratic vote
14,000, the Populist vote 740 and the
Prohibition vote 457. Rackensack
showed tip somewhat differently, the
Democratic vote being two years ago
74,000, the Republican vote 26,000 and
the Populist 25,000. The Maine state
election occurs on the 14th of this
month. Her last election showed Re-

publicans, 70,000; Democrats. 30,000..
Reed in his Old Orchard Beach speech
estimated that Maine would go Htrong-e-r

Republican this fall than two years
ago.

WATTERSON FOB PRESIDENT.

Notwithstanding Henri Watterson's
neat declination, the chances seem fa-
vorable for his nomination at Indian-
apolis today. In reply to a communi-
cation on the subject of his support of
a third ticket he replied that he would
not think of bolting the Indianapolis
ticket unless his name were, at the head
of it This prettiest declination on
record will hardly avail however.
Kentucky has become a doubtful state
and no man can come so near keeping
her In line as "Watterson. There is no
question but that he would make
trouble for the entire south, which
with Watterson in the field, would
probably no longer be considered solid
for Bryan and Watson or Bryan and
anybody else. The single standard
Democrats of the south, as do many
of the old time Jacksonian liners con-
tend that Watterson is the man. to
break the fusion lines by holding the
old party together.
