Judge Speer's Jurisdic-
tion takes effect It is probable that
road competing1 n3th the Seaboard Air
Lne will restore their rates outside of
Judge Speer's Jurisdiction and that the
rate ivar wiil remain suspended until
af Der the (hearing on Judge Speer's in-
junction,

Tbd Southern States Freight associa-
tion, when they gave notice on "Wednes-
day of the restoration of rates, confined
the notice to points within the jurisdic-
tion of Judg-- Speer. The action today
of the Seaboard, iwhich started tho
rate war, in restoring all rates on the
2St3i and not confining the restoration
to points witJiin. Judge Speer's jurisdic-
tion, of course, win render it unneces-
sary ior the competing roads to con-tln- u

etheir cut rates.
The roads of the Virginia Freight as-

sociation, whidh includes the Pennsyl-
vania and its coastwise steamer con-
nections and the Chesapeake and Ohio;
the Southern (States Freight associa-
tion, including the Southern and other
roa!ds, and the roads in the Mississippi
Valley and South-wester- association
have aSl reduced rates in consequence
Pf the war. The commissioners of tftese
associations were in "telegraphic com-
munication today and it is probable
that notice will be filed wirndrnwing all
cut rates on these lines. The general
belief here is that The action of the
Seaiboard ends the Tate war for the pres-
ent; that is, until Judge Speer's injunc-
tion is either dissolved or made perma-
nent. The Time for the hearing of the
Injunction has not yet been set.
