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A SHEPHERD BIRD.

The Yakamik Is ss Good sa a Deg foe
Caring for & Flook.

The natives of Venezueln and adjoin
'ing countries on the north side of the
‘river Amaszon often avail themaelves of
ithe services of & native crape to care fo1
their poultry, and also, iz the plaoe of
collies, or shepherd dogus, used by North
Americans pnd Europeans, to gusrd
and hard their domesticanimsls

This remarkable bisd, which the Im
dlans call yalamik and ornithalogists
Peophia crepitans is found tn & wild
state in {he great forests that He be
tween the morthern coasts of Sounth
America and the Amazon river, pan
dicularly in Venesuela and Pritish Gulk
ann. The birds never leure thedorests
unless shot or captured. They trave
nbout in flocks of from 100 to 200, in
search <f berries, fruits and I'n-!.'i’
upon whinh they subaist. Their uenal
gait Is & slow and stately march, but
they enliven themselves from time 1¢
time by leaping up into the airz, execon-
ing eccentric and fantastic waltses, and
#triking the most absusd and prepoe
terous usttitodes. If purvoed they en-
deaver {0 save themseives by running
for theie flight is se weale, aecording
{Bchombourgk, that when they attemp!
o fly over a body of water of any com
aiderabls width they are often obliged
to drop npon it and save themaslves by
mwimming. When alarmed they utéer
i1he peculisr cry which has obtained fox
them their name of trempeters. The
jsound is sometimes like that produced
by a person endesvoring to shous the
syllables *tow, tow, tow, tow, fow,
tow,” with his mouth shui, or the dale
'ful noise made Dy children on New
Year's with thelr trumpets. The yui
omiks vsually deposit their eggw in g
hollow in the ground, often at the fool
of a tree.

A nest generally contnine ten eggw,
¢! & palegreencolor. The young birde
follow their methers as soon as they
are hatched, but do notlone thelr pretty
downy cevering until several weeks old,
The yaleamiks are very resdily'tamed;
und prove valmable servante to the In-
dians, who domesticals them, and aq
they are conrsgeous and will protest any
fmals enirusted to their care st every
risk to themselves, even dogs ard
obiiged te ylelt to their authorityThey
may be Lrustad with the cars of a flock
of sheop or domesticated fowls, and
every movning will dvive the ducke end
poultry 1o their feeding ploees, and|
carefully ocoflecting any stragglersy
bring thern safely home a% aight,
yukamik soon learns‘to know and t4
obey the »oloe ofdts master, follow him,
when permittsfl, wherever he goes, and
nppears deolighted at recelving his oa-
reeses. It repines at his and
welecomes Nis veturn, and is extremely
jealous of any rival. Should sny
or cat approach, it files at it with uty
most fury, and, attecking it with whags
and beak, drives it away.

It presents iwelf regularly during
1eals, from which it chanes all domenti-
cated animals, and evea the negroesq
who waiten the table, if it isnotwell ac
quiinted with them: apd only asks for
® ehare of the catables after it  han
driven nway all who might aspise ton
favorable noties from the famMly. It
eppreciates favors in the same
tion as it is jealovs of sharing them
with others, and manifests joy and af«
fection vy the most extravagant eapers
and gesticulations, When the an«
fmalz of which it has charge areghntap
for the night, the rakamik roosts upon
some shed or iree near at hand to ba
ready to take its pince as kesper as soon
us thev are set ont in tha morning. One
qualkty that makes it vuluable is it
sense of location, which is perfect; how-
ever fur it may wander with the flocks
or herds it guards, it neser fails to fnd
its way home at night, driving before It
all the creatures intrusted to its care.
