In Defense of the State Nights and Ba.

New York, Sept. 22.—There has per-
haps never besn such a significant dem-
oastration for Willlam Jennings Bryan
in the east as that given tonight In
Brooklyn by the combined labor inter-
ests. ]t has been a mooled question
whether the labor people of eass
would respond 1o a calf for s muss meet-
ing In favor of Mr. Bryan, but there
wis no mistake about the demonstira-
tion at the Clermont rink. The capa-
city of the bullding was estimated at
£,000 and every avallable cormer was
filled with good-matured humanity, while
thousands bseiged the doors and we
refusead admission. It was a typicat la-
bor gathering, and even the women and

—Why the Clumor for it is Ealsed Now.

Cincinnat!, O, Sept. 1—A local pe-
per publishes a signed article from Sea-
ator John Sherman dated at Mansfisid,
Ohio, in which he replies to Bryan and
others who refer to the “crime of "™
Senator Sherman says that many pages
of the congressional record show indis-
putable proofs that the clause in the
act of 1573 stopping the coinage of
the sliver dollar was pot surrepUliousy
and clardestinely passed through con-
gresa, Senator Eherman reviews the
bisory of that egislation, showing that
there was an unusaally long agitation,
not only ln both branches of congress
but aiso in the committees of both
bouses and aiso in the treasury depart-
ment before the bill was prepared. The
SEenalor &ays:

“1 have never been able to see whal
motive could bave existed for secrecy
in this matter. On April 25, 1570, when
the 11l was sent to the commitice oo -
nance by the secretary of the treasury,
the slver dollar was worth SLO0GIZ Ia
the markets of the world. Germacy bhad
not yet aold her silver or adoptad a gold
standard. Thera was no indication
whatever of the fall of silver and nooe
could foresee that it was destined o
rap:dly decline in price No one ask=d
to bave the dollar coined and no coe
was opposed to s discomtirusnce.™

The senator refers !o the frequent
messages betwesn the treasury depart-
ment and the commitiee and the usu-
ally large number of copies of the
ports on the bill and the bill itssif that
were ordered printed for distribution,
The bill was studied by many men o
congress during tUse (hhee years or more
of its considerntion, and many of these
fimanclers were given hearings on the
bill before the committes. The secre-
tary of the treasury in his annual re-
ports of 1370-1%571 and 1572 calied the
sp=cial
bitl. In his report of 1472, the secretary
of the treasury sald:

“| sugrgest such alteration as will pro-
hihit the colnage of sllver doliars for
dirculation in this couairy,” dwelling
upon Nis reasons heretofore at length.

This bill came to congress Apcil I5,
1870, and became & law February 5,
1573, mearly three years after s lo-
troduction and during which time It
was constantly before the public. The
senator conchudes his article thus:

“There was not oanly nothing secret
or surreptitions in the passage of the
act of 1573, but every step accompany-
ing Its origin, consideration and pass-
age received us much publicity as could
be given to a bili.
