Washington, Oct. 16. Chairman But-

ler of the Populist national committee
returned from Chicago tfnis morning--

He expressed himself as satisfied with
thejesultof the .meeting of the Populist
executive committee and also with the
general outlook.
' "There are only four states, said he,
"in which fusion 5ias not been arranged

Georgia, Florida, North Carolina and
Tennessee. An adjustment will be
reached in Florida and Tmnessee with-

out a doubt. So far as Georgia is con-

cerned, tfhe state will go either for Bry-

an and "Watson, or Bryan and Sewall.
An adjustment in North Carolina is
difficult because the Itempcrats rejected
several very fair propositions which
were made. Regarding the middle
western states, Ohio can be classed 08
doubtful; Indiana, with the fusion

is safe for Bayan, and Illinois,
Michigan, .Minnesota and Iowa, are in
Xhe ibalance. I regard it as safe to as-

sume tKat the chances are even in those
states; that is, that two of the four-wa- ll

go for Bryan and silver. Kentuqky is
safe. West Virginia and Maryland are
doubtful, with the chances, I think,
strongly in favor of Bryan in the form-

er. In Maryland the result will depend
upon the Republican farmers. If there
is enough disaffection among them to
offset the gold Democratic defection in
Baltimore, Bryan will carry the state.
For the population, there is a greater
gold Democratic defection hi Baltimore,
I think, than in any city west of New-York.- "

Senator Butler at noon stated that he
had not received Mr. "Watson's letter of
acceptance, which the latter is quoted
tas saying he had mailed to the senator
on Wednesday. Mr. Butler declined to
dicuss the probable character of the let-

ter or to say whether he would give out
the letter when he received it, but his
friends say that it is probable that he
would not consider it in his province to
make ft public in case it should be re-

ceived by Jnm before it should be given
to the press. They argue that if it is
customary for the candidate to (make
public .such, documents and that there
is no question of etiquette invqlved.

ON T.HE WAY TO GEORGIA.
Senator Butler and the national com-

mittee are represented by a

"Georgia to confer with the vice presi-
dential candidate, and they will be join-
ed by other members of the general
committee In case there is any call for
their presence at the conference. Tho
purpose of tlie visit is understood to 'be
to prevail upon Mr. Watson to accept
with good grace the general cohimit-tee- 's

address Issued from Chica-g- as
the proper policy for the party, .to leave
the details of the party management to
the committee and to cease his public
criticisms of the committee's course.
Senator Butler does not admit there are
any differences between Watson and the
party managers. But it is no secret
that the committee Iras felt considera-
bly annoyed by Watson's attack ujpon
its fusion policy.

WANT WATSON JJBFT ON.
It is stated to "be a .mistake 'to con

elude, as appears to have been done in
certain quarters, that the visiting com-

mittee will make an effort to secure Mr.
"Watson's withdrawal from the contest
or that the national committee is de-
sirous of accomplishing this result. On
the contrary, it is their umest desire
to keep Mr. "Watson's name on the tick-
et, as being to ,the best interest of Mr.
Bryan and the Popoilist party. There
has tyeen some apprehension on the part
of some members, though apparently
it has not been shared on the part of
Chairman Butler, that Mr. "Watson
might carry his rseentment against tne
fusion po&ioy 10 the extent of declin
ing the nomination or of putting his ac
ceptance on the condition that fusion
should! be arranged eo as to include a
Watson representative and aipparently
this feeling etlll exists to a degree.

Senator Butler denies the story, which
originated in Chicago, that there had
been a personal difference between him-
self and Vice Chairman Washburn but
states that on the contrary the best pos-
sible feeling exists 'between them.

"WATSON'S LSTTER.
Atlanta, Ga., Oct. 16. Thomas B.

Watson, Populist candidate for vice
president, today wired the Atlanta
Journal as follows, regarding tha publi-
cation of his letter mailed to Chairman
Burler accepting the nomination. "Mr.

AN ICELAND FARM.
A Weataa'i Hotes on Oae of the Baat la

the Island.
In approaching- an Icelandic farm cer-

tain iormolities must be observed. Yo
should not descend i rom-th- e prny, even
though you Jtnow quite well that you
are to remain; nor should the packs bo
taken off. The proper thing is to wait
until your guide finds some cne in ty

and proffers a request for shel
ter. For a single, night this cannot ba
refused, though the farmer may, if he
chooses, decline to keep you for several
days. Permission having- been granted,
you can alight and enter the guestroom,
which is rarely absent, even in the poor-
est farms.

Opposite the church jrtand the housq
buildings. Facing the path are vq

small wotkJen gables, connected by
thick walls of turf and .stone. The cen-

tral one is the entrance to the main body
of the house, and tho.others serve as poe$
office, guestroom, wool and storeroom,
and for harness .and tools. We pass uni
der the low entrance, and through a
long, dark pausage with earth floors
and walls; on cither ide of this tun-

nel open storerooms for milk and pro-

visions and the eldhus, where cooking,
washing and churning are done. This
room is lighted only 'by a .hole in tho
joof, which serves as a chimney :for the
central fireplace. Quite at the end of
the passage the .badstofa, or general
living-roo- is asually found, where
.men, women and children sleep in open
bunks around the room- - But this fwrm
lias separate rooms for the men and
women servants, a small Jkitchen and
chambers overhead for the pastor and
.his family; end in nddition is a cozy lit-

tle room, halflibrary, half dining-roo-

for guests, where I saw a bookcase," well
filled with Icelandic aga, German and
Danish books and translations from
.standard English works.

Above all is the turfy roof, with its
tnany curvc6and"peaik6. little-window-

peep out from among the jrasses, and
often the earthen walls lope eo grad-

ually to the ground that it is hard to tell
where the house ends ond the tun, 01

home jgrass lands, begin. Indeed, one
iBtory is told of a travelerwho rede up od
.top of a house one dark night, and only
discovered his mistake by hv horses
putting a leg down one of the chimneys,
parnp these housea usually are, but th
temperature is equally like that of a
cave, and they are certainly well
adapted to reaiat the sudden, fierce
.Etorme which weep over the country.

This farm is an exceptionally fine one;
you will hardly find a acore like it in
Iceland. There was an air of life and
.bustle about the place, and' the farm
work went on with a swing and energy
not often seen in these leisurely Ice
landers. Xight and morning 120 sheen
trotted down from their rocky pastures
to be milked, and the making of skyr
went on diligently. Skyr is one of th
great staples of Icelandic food; it ii
made by heating the milk slowly, curd-

ling it' with rennet and drawirg off the
whey. When done it is stored uway ir
hogsheads for use during the year.

I had come in a busy time for the furm
people; not only was there the skyr and
butter making, but the wool liad to b
cleaned and sent on ponies to market,
Rnd then the haying began. This 1 a
long two months affair. From tha
grandfather to the babies, all were at
work; first, the tun ku mowed, then
the "out hay," or distant meadows, then
the walls, roofs every place that af-

forded a whispof hay; for on the scanty
grass crop the liveoof the flocks depend,
and they are the Icelander's chief de-

pendence. From the wool clothes for
the men and women are made, blankets,
harness, ropes, gloves, stockings and
heavy scarfs, while th surplus wool is
bartered for groceries and other neces-

saries.
The Icelandic pastor is really a farmer,

and must work hard on the land which
accompanies every church living, in or-

der to eke out his amall Btipend. Usu-

ally he has three churches in his charge
the head churoh and two "annexes ;"

and he holds one noonday service in
each once- in three weeks.

Everywhere in Iceland I was treatec
with tho greatest courtesy and kind-
ness, ond not once did I meet with dis-

honesty or overcharging of any ltind.
Sometimes one member of a peasant's
family would speak a 1 ittle Enl ish, a nd

almost every one understood Danish,
of which I hod a smattering. The curi-osit- y

of the people was sometime
but it was very natural. Man;

had never seen an Aroerioan wocca,
and all had much interest in America,
ond wished to know if I had met their
relatives in Manitoba and on the Pa-

cific coast.
I found that many Icelander return

to their old home: they uscstlly explain
this by: "The old folks needed me," nnd
often add: "And I did not like the cli-

mate." the grtct heat of our northern
summers being very trying to a people
accustomed to cool, dsmp summers end
comparatively mild winters.

The citizens of the place, "however, dur-
ing the night had erected a atand near
the depot, from which Mr. Bryan wa
to apeak.

DON'T WANT TO BE CHANGED.
Bangor, Mich., Oct. 16. At Holland,

when at S o'clock the nominee arrived,
there was a large crowd and it gave
demonstrative evedence of its approval
of the few words he could say in the
short stop. They cheered him repeat-
edly and assured him that he was all
right in a manner which must have con
vinced him that he was believed to be
so by thosa gathered about the stand
from which he spoke. He explained
to them that 'the Republican party did
not in its platform endorse the gold
standard, but said bimetallism was bet-
ter.

At S:30 o'clock Fennville was reach-
ed and not since the nominee left the
enthusiastic south has so much noise
been made by a crowd of similar pro-
portions. Apparently they were all of
one mind, for not a dissenting voice
was heard to his propositions, and when
