The pres-
ent operation wae formed October & and
photographed at the time, showing tu-
berculosis of the tibia, which, he sald,
tindoubtedly caused the ahscess. Hq
eounld glve no more definite opinion oa
1he cas=e because he knew of no more
particulars of the result.
