ervation: to authorize Flagstaff, Arizo-
na, to {asupe bonds for the construction of
a water systam; to authorize any mem-
ber of the legisiature of New Mexico 10
swenr in the presiding officer; to grant
to the widow of the late Brigadier Gen-
eral Jozeph B Carr a pension of $75 a
month and to increass the pension of the
wiudow of General John Houga to $50 per
menth.
