Washington, D. C, Dec. IS. The meet-
ing of the senate committee on foreign
relations today was important in two

It resulted in an agreement to
report the Cameron resolution for the
recognition of Cuban independence, and
It developed, through the statement of
Secretary Olney, the administration's
policy in regard .to the insurrection In
Cuba.

The secretary occupied the greater part
of the time of the meeting answering
questions and suggestions made by mem-
bers of the committee. He and Senator
Morgan engaged in general spirited col-
loquys.

Mr. Olney made two points against the
Cameron resolution, as follows:

First, the Cuban insurgents have estab
lished no government; second, that the
right to recognize a new state rests with
the president, independent of congres-
sional action.

He contended, in elaboration of the first
point, that the pretended government of
the Island is without a habitation.

"Suppose you recognize the independ-
ence of the island," he said; "what are
you going to do with it?"

"I, for one," said Senator Morgan,
while advocating this recognition, want
it understood that I am opposed to an-
nexation."

"How, then, would you maintain its
independence?" asked the secretary, him
self becoming i&terlocutor. "How wouldyou. for instance, prevent Spanish domi-
nation over the island?"

"I would," replied the Alamaba sena-
tor, "establish, if need be, a protectorate.
1 would follow much the same policy w
are pursuing with regard to Hawaii, and
I would send an army of occupation to
the island, if necessary, ae we did in the
case of Mexico."

The secretary made the impression up-
on ssme of the members of the commit-
tee, by the way he pursued this line of
Inquiry, that while he was disposed to
hold out strongly for the president's ve,

he was not nearly so strongly
opposed to Cuban independence as he
had been a year ago; and that he would
be entirely reconciled to it if satisfied as
to thefuture course to be pursued. He
did not dissent strongly from a point
made that his own report showed a

cause for action, and he admit-
ted that a state of affairs which permits
the killing of American citizens and the
destruction of American property was depbrable.

"They are, however," he added, "the
indents of war."

".Not of war properly conducted, but
of anarchy," was the response.

The secretary set at rest the story,
which has been very industriously cir- -.

elated, that Consul General Lee has pro
ded the state department with an elab-

orate report on the condition of affairs
in Cuba.

"It is not true." he said, "General Lee
has made no general written report at
a'l ae nas made reports on several
?? cai cases. Dut not on tne situation as
a whole."

While the committee will report the
resolution as agred upon Monday, it is
n-- t expected that the question will be
pressed until after the holidays.

EFPECT CONSIDERED
Passage of Isolation Cat the Begin-

ning or Perplexities.
"Washington, D. C. Dec. IS. The action

of the senate committee on foreign rela-
tions today in agreeing to report the
Cameron resolution recognizing the in-

dependence of the republic of Cuba, has
naturally led to inquiry as to how such
recognition, if completed, would affect
the position of the insurgents. Inquiry
of competent authorities goes to show
that such recognition, from a legal point
of view, would be of greater value to
them morally than in the addition of any
substantial and actual privileges to those
they now possess.

This moral force, probably, would mani
fest itself in enabling the new republic
to float a loan in the markets of the
world, and thus obtain the sinews of war
in abundance, for with the powerful back
ing given by this implied expression of
our faith in the ability of the insurgents
to achieve and maintain their independ-
ence there can be little doubt that the
capitalists would take up such an at-
tractive loan. Then, the Cubans would
be represented in Washington by a fully
accredited and legation, in place
of the unofficial representation they are
now obliged to be content with.

PRIVATEERS AND WARSHIPS.
If the Cubans could manage put

afloat a few warship?, or even priva-
teers, their flag would admit them to Unit
ed States ports under the protection of
the neutrality laws, though it is true
that our government, havjig in mind the
Geneva award, could not permit fitt-
ing out of privateers, originally, in our
own ports. However, the privateers could
bring their prizes into our ports and
would no longer be kept from the seas
by fear of denunciation as prizes. Furt-
hermore, as this recognition of independ
ence would involve the recognition of a
state of war, neither the Spanish govern-mentm-

the Cubans would be permitted
to equip warships or military expeditions
in the United States and this countrv
would observe strict neutrality towards
both parties, just as it did between Ja
pan and China in their late war.

CLAIM AND COUNTER-CLAI-

One ill effect upon the United States
itself, of the proposed action, would be
the total loss of all the claims for indem-
nity for American property destroyed
during the insurrection which may
lie against Spain, for our action would
relieve her at once of responsibility. As
the Spaniards themselves, however, the
prepared to prefer large claims against
the United States for the damage
wrought by filibustering expeditions,
this loss in a measure may be offset Ot
course, too, by recognizing Cie jurisdic-
tion of the Cubans over their land, we
would be able to hold them responsible
for further losses of this character. All
of these gains to the Cubans, after all,
are largely theoretical in value. What
the insurgents undoubtedly expect andardently wish for, in the opinion of the
state department peoole, is the precipi-
tation of a war between the United
States and Spafn, as the latter power
more than once has intimated that such
action on our part as the recognition of
the independence of the Cubans would
be an unfriendly act, and such authori-
ties as Wharton concede that it would be
a sufficient cause belli.

London, Dec 19. The morning papers
vkj' generally comment upon the grav-
ity of the situation between the United
States and Spain, brought about by the
action of the senate foreign relations
committee, in agreeing to report Senator
Cameron's resolution for the recognition
of the Cuban republic. They agree, for
ths most part, in expressing the belief
that President Cleveland will veto the
resolution if it is sent to him, but that
in the present temper of the American
people the resolution will be passed by
congress over the veto with the requisite
majority.

"In that case," says the Chronicle,
"the resolution will amount to a declar-
ation of war. Any great power would
declare war, but it is difficult to say
what Soain would do. It would be a
combat against overwhelming odds, j

which could only end in the one way.
But th Spanish are proud, and the
house of Bourbon fears, with good rea-
son, that the loss of Cuba would mean
the loss of the throne. Spain would proo-abl- y

appeal to the powers, who would
thereoy be placed in the most embaras-in- g

position most of them have been In
sjice the days of Pince Mattemlch's
diplomatic communication.

"If the powers assume a hostile atti-
tude, that would certainly have the effect
of clinching the American sentiment and
of sealing the fate of Cuba."

Looking to "the momentous possibil-it- v

of the popular will overriding Presi-
dent Cleveland and the cabinet," the
Chronicle thinks that "it is a bad out-

look for the relations of all nations with
the United States. The danger, however,
is far greater for America herself than
for any other nation. Eesides, the sen-

ate's action is a virtual repudiation of
the Monroe doctrine."

The Chronicle says finally:
"There is on ominous coincidence In the

fact that the senate's decision occurred
on the same date as President Cleve-
land's Venezuelan message.'

The Daily News thinks little but talk
will c"me out of the resolution. "The
jingoes," it says, "want to embarass
President Cleveland, who can afford to
oe embarassed."

The Standard says:
"Nothing could be more uncompromis-

ing than the terms of the resolution. The
shock to Spanish pride will be rather in-

creased than mitigated by the tender of
the president's friendly offices. Fortu-
nately, there is the constitutional time
barrier against violent measures, and
though it Is much to be hope, it may be
trusted, as in the Venezuelan scare, that
the calm judgment of the nation will
override jingoism. It is difficult to im-

agine how the president could be com-
pelled to make war against his wilL The
attempt would entail a very perplexing
issue in domestic relations.' '

Reviewing the situation, the Stand-
ard's article proceeds by saying:

"It would be almost a relief to Spain
to turn from the inglorious strugg!3, to
reprieve her disasters by some dramatic
stroke of venganee on the Americans.
Who shall say that Spain lacks the pow-
er to give effect to its resntment? In the
long run the United States can provide
any force needed, but it is the merest
truism to say that, at the moment,
America has no navy that could hold the
sea against the Spanish fleets."

SPANIARDS DESERTING.

United States reporting that the Cuban
agitation there is growing' and declaring
that certain American newspapers are
publishing false news in order to excite
public opinion. El Liberal urges the gov-
ernment to act energentieally and to
frankly make known the situation la
Cuba.

The Comtesse De Paris has sent 1,000
pesetas to the relief fund for wounded
Spaniards in Cuba and the Phillippines
and a letter eulogizing the soldiers. The
mother of the Comtesse De Paris, the
Duchess De Montpensier, was a Spanish

Madrid, Dec 19. Brazil has declared
to the Spanish government that she will
not recognize the Cuban Insurgents as
bellfgerents. , -

Italy has informed the Spanish envoy
at Rome, the Count De Benomar. that
she will prohibit the embarkation of
Italians for Cuba to aid the insurgents.

PORTO RICO REFORMS.
London, Dec. 19. The Madrid corres-

pondent of the Standard reports that he
hears that the government informed the
queen regent in council yesterday
(Thursday) that General Marin, governor
of Porto Rico, favors the prompt execu-
tion of the law passed by the cortes in
1895 to establish administrative reforms
in the West Indies. The correspondent
avers that even the Conservative feeling
in Spam is coming to the same decision,
owing to the unsatisfactory results,
both of Maceo's death and General Wey-ler- 's

plans.
TO PEAT THE TARIFF IN.

New Tork, Dec. IS. During the com-
ing week large quantities of provisions,
principally lard, hams and bacon, will
be snipped from this city to Cuba In or-
der to be entered before Jan. 1. On that
date General Weyler's order raising the
tariff on imports 5 per cent, goes into
effect. Thousand1! cf tierces o lard and
hairs and boxes of bacon are being hur-
ried off. This rush began immediately
pfter Weyler's order a month ago. Some
flour has also been shipped, but not any
great amount, owing to the discriminat-
ing duty.

ON PRIVATE BILLS

HOUSE A0TS MOSTLY Off PEKSI02T

AND EELIEP MEASURES.

Afteran Unpaid Balance Other Amus-
ing Incidents of the Say The Night
Session Honse Committee Business.

Washington, D. C., Dec IS. This was
private pension day in the house, but
most of the session was devoted to the
passage of the thirty-seve- n pension and
relief bills favorably acted upon by the
committee of the whole last Friday. The
bill to pay Flora A. Darling, the wife of
a Confederate general. $5,SS3 for Tennes-
see and Louisiana bank notes taken from
her in 1SS4 while under a flag of truce,
which was attacked by Mr. Dalsell last
Friday, was laid on the table.

Only five bills were favorably acted
upon today. One of them, a bill to refer
to the court of claims a claim of Thomas
B. Reed, a Pennsylvania solider during
the war, for an unpaid balance of salary,
created some merriment, owing to the
fart that his name was Identical with
that of the speaker of the house. The
other bills were to pay the officers and
crew of the United States gunboat KIneo
and Chocura $12,474 prize money; to pay
William B. Isaacs & Co., 516.9S7, the find-
ing of the court of claims; to pay George
McAIpin, the sutler of the Eleventh Penn
sylvania cavalry. J6.S05 illegally collect-
ed from him. and to repay Math las

of Spring Valley, Wis., $300 paid
by him for a substitute during the war,
Pederson not at that time being a citizen
of the United States.

RICHARDSON'S HEARING BAD.
At the opening of the session of the

house there was a pretty piece of by-
play, growing out of the presentation of
a resolution for some additional employes
of the house. The house was in a state
of confusion and Mr. Dingley. the leader
of the majority, was catechizing Mr.
Odell as to the necessity for the increase.
When they finished their dialogue. Mr.
Richardson (Dem. Tenn.,) complained
that he had not been able to hear what
had been said and he inquired sugges-
tively if the "distinguished leader of the
house" had officially announced that the
increase was necessary because of the
approaching extra session.

Mr. Dingley parried the thrust and re-
plied blandly that he was sorry the con-
fusion had rendered It impossible for the
gentleman from Tennessee to understand
what he had said. The resolution was
defeated.

In the course of the debate on the
claim bill Mr. Dingley made a few re-
marks protesting against opening the
door to old claims. This drew from Mr.
Mahon, chairman of the claims com-
mittee, an ardent defence of claims un-
paid by the government, devoting most
of his attention to the Justice of the
French spoliation and Pennsylvania bor-
der war claims. He insisted that the
claims should be met and decided on
their merits, and that it was dishonest
to plead the statute of limitations against
them.

At S o'clock the house took a recess
until S o'clock, the evening session beimr
devoted to the consideration of private
pension bills.

NIGHT SESSION.
At the night session of the house four-

teen private pension, bills were favorably
passed upon. Of these one grants a pen-
sion of J10O per month to the widow of
the late General W. A. Nichols. A large
part of the evening: was devoted to an
effort to defeat the consideration of a
bill giving a pensionable status to the
survivors of Gray's battalion of Arkan-
sas volunteers of the Mexican war. The
bill opposed by Chairman Pickler,
of the pension committee and others, on
the ground that it was a general rather
than a private, bill. It was, however,
voted upon and laid aside by the com-
mittee with a favorable recommendation.

PUBLIC BUILDING BILLS.
Washington, D. C, Dec. IS. The house

committee on public buildings voted to-

day to report and place on the house
calendar a large number of public build-
ings bills, which it had practically agreed
last session to report.
