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RECOGNIZED FOR LESS CATUSE.

“Following closely the action of Presi-
dent Monroe in 1818, congress has al-
ready declared In effect its opinon that
there can be no rational interference ex-
cept on the basis of independence., In

objected, as we have shown, thut the re-
volted states had no governmenis to be
recognized. Divisions and even ojvil
existed among the (nsurgsnts themsslves.
Among the Cubans no such difficulty i=
known to exist. In September, 1585, as
we know by official documents printed
on the spot, the insurgent government
was regularly organized; a constitution
adopted; a president elected; end, in due
course, the various branches of admin-
istration sef in motion. Since then, so
far as we are informed, thls government
has continued to perform its functions
undistorbed. On the military side, as we
officially know, they thave organized,
equaippsd and maintained In the fie!d suf-
ficlent forces to bafMe the exertions of
200,000 Spanish soldiers. On  the civil
side they have organized their system of
administration in every portion, for, as
we know officially., they ‘roam at will
over at least two-thirds of the inland
country.” Diplomatically, they have
maintained a regularly accredited repre-
sentative in the United States for the
past year, who have never ceased to ask
recognition and to offer ell possible n-
formation. There {8 no reason to supposa
that any portion of the Cuban people
wnould be dissatisfied by our recognizing
their representative in this country, or
that they disagree in the earnest wish for
that recognition.

“The same thing could hardly be sa'd
of sall the contries recognizel by Mon-
roe in 1822, Greece had no such stability
when it was recognized by Fngiand,
Russia and France; Belgium had noth-
ing of the sort when she was recognized
by all the powers In 1930. Of the states
recogmized by the tréaty of Berlin, 1878,
we need hardly to say more than that
they were the creatures of intervention.

BUT ONE THING TO DO,

“The only question that properly re
malns for congress to consider s the
mode which should be adopted for the
step which congress is pledgad next to
take.

“The government of the Tnited States
entertains nmone but the friendliest feal-
ings toward Spain. Its most anxious
wish is w0 avoid even the appearance of
an unfriendliness which is wholly foreign
to its thought. For more than a, hun-
dred yvears, amldst divergent or clashing
interests and under frequent and severe
strains, the two governrn:.ente have suc-
ceeded in avoiling colifsion and there 1=
no friendly office which Spain could ask,
which the United Stiates, with'n the
policy, would net ba ylad to exiend. In
limits of thelr sstabiiried principles and
the prosntinstance they are actuated by
an carnest wish *o avoeid the danger of
“The practice of Europe in regasd to
Intervention, as in the instances cited
has been almost invariably harsh and
appressive. The practice of the Unlted
States han been almost invariably mild
and forbearing. Amonz the precedents
whicrh have been so numerous!y oited,
there can be no doubt as to the choice,
The most moderate is the best. Among
these the attitude taken by President
Monroe in 1822 is the only ottitude which
can properly be regarded as obligatory
for a similar situation today. The course
pursued by the TUnited States in the
recognition of Colombia is the only
course which fcongress can consistently
adopt.*

“Whatever plan may be finally adopt-
ed for the retirement of United Siates
notes and treasury notes,” says the sec-
retary, “it will fall to afford complete
protection to the government against de-
mands for gold {n the future unless it In-
cludes a provision relleving the treasury-
from the obligation to redesm national
bank notes, except such a8 are worn, mu-
tilated, or defaced, and the notes of falled
banks, or require these institutions to
keep their 5 per cent redemption fund
in gold and to deposit gold coin for the
withdrawal of bonds when circulation s
to be surrendered or reduced.”

NATIONAL BANKING LAWS

Secretary Carlisle also renews his re-
commendation for such amendments to
the national banking lawe as wounld per-
mit the issue of circulating notes equal
In amount to the face value of the bonds
deposited and reduce the tax on notes
to one-fourth of 1 per ceni, per annum,
and that authority be ghven to estahlish
branch banks for the transaction of all
kinds of business now allowed, except
the Issue of circulating notes.

REVIEW OF LEGISLATION.

Continuing, ths secretary says:

“It is believed that & careful considera-
tlon of the existing situation and a con-
gervative reliance upon improved basi-
ness conditions In the future, fully justi-
fy the conclusion that the estimated de
ficiencles for the current year and for
the year 1888, will not be realized, un-
less our public expenditures shall be very
materially increased by acts of congress
and that, with proper economy In ad-
minigtratlon and such veductions in ap-
propriations as might be made wilhout
detriment 1o the public service, the re-
ceipts will be aqual to the disbursements
in 1888. But however this may be, the
condition of the treasury Iz such that na
revenue legislation is immediately neces-
EAry or can bacome necessary for a cone
siderable time, in order to enable the
EOovernment promptly to meat all itz ordl-
nary obligations. Although the receipis
from the ordinary sources of revenue dur
ing the last three fiscal years have been
les= than the expenditures, there have
been at all times sufficient availabls cash
in the treasury to maintain an efMcient
publie sarvice and dlzcharge the enrrent
obligations of the government, and no
pubile creditor has been deiayed in the
collection of his claims nor has the busl-
nezs of the country sver been disturbed
by a doubt goncerning the ability of the
eovernment 1o defray Iis ordinary ex-

penses,
ECONOMY NEEDED.

“What is most nceded at present ls
rot more taxes, but more economy in ap-
propriations and expenditures,

*“The great increase in the ordinary ex-
penditures of the government during the
last seven years has been without prece-
dent in our history, in time of peacsy. an:
prezentis a subject which imperativaly de-
mands the most serious conslderation of
Congress,

“In my opinion, we have reached &
situation which not only forbids the fa-
vorable consideration of measures calen-
lated to augment onr annopal outlay, but
which ohviously demands a thorough re.
vislon of. pur permanent appropriation
laws and the enforcement of strict scono-
my in future annual legislation upon this
subject,

“But, unless our annual receipts ara
increased. by improved business condi-
tlons, or aur annual expenditures are re-
duced, a tima will arrive when provision
must be made for additional revenue and
if the expenditures of the government
shall be Increassd by acts of congress
the necessity for such a measure will
arlse earlier than the present situation
séems to Indicate.”

PROTECTION AND REVENUE.
On the subject of protection in this
connnection, the secretary says, in part:

“80 long as the income of the govern-
ment from customs and Internal taxes
exceeds its expenditures, the fact that
protective duties were destructive of reve
nue, although clearly apparent to all who
observed the practical operation of the
system, did not attract the attention of
the public generally, but the situation
has besn materially changed slnce 1892,
and hereafter it will not be possible to
sacrifice revenue to protectlon without
seriously embarrassing the fiseal affaira
of the government., by depriving it of
an income sufficient to defray its ex-
pe nditures, If the usual proportion of
this income is hereafter to be derived
from taxes on imported goodas, the pro-
tective theory must be abandonesd as the
basis of our legislation upon the subject
and a well considered and consistent reve
nue aystem must be substituted in its
place; and In my opinion. this can he
done without material Injury to any trale
or industry now existing in thls country.
“The danger of a large forsign compe-
titlon in our home market and the allr
ed Injurious effects of such competition
upon the interesta of domestic labor,
have not only been greatly exaggerated
in the past, but are now less than at any
time heretofore, and must continue to
arow less hereafier.

“In view of the comparatively emall
and constantly decreasing part of
laboring population that could be
fected even by a repeal of all duties, a
movement for the imposition of higher
dutles on imported goods cannot be ra-
garded as justiflable upon any of tha
grounds usually urged In support of such
measures by the advocates of the pro-
tective theory.™
