Campos captain general of Cuba before
Genaral Weyler, thinks the Spanish gov-
eroment made a gre=at mistake In not
carrying out the colonial reforms voted
5y the cortes last year. He believes that
the contemplated concessions might have
deterred many autonomists and disaf-
fected persons in Cuba from openly join-
Ing the rebellion, and would have made
forelgn Intercourse impossible. He does
not expect much to result from General
Weyler's system of operations if Gener-
&l Gomez and the other Cuban chiefs
persevers in'thelr guerriila warfare and
the policy of holding out in order to ex-
haust the military and financial re-
cources of Spain and, at the same time,
to wear out the patience of the United
Blates.

He is said to persist in the opinlon that
the permanent pacification of Cuba can-
nat be obtalned by forde olsirms alone,
without concessions of autonomy. He
wiould heartily support any Spanish gov-
ernment in repelling forsign Intervention
or mediation. He refuses to be inter-

Princeton, Ind., Dec. 28.—A terrific ex-
plosion of fire damp occurred in the mine
