' Washington, Jan. 11. The formal
hearings "by thetvay3 and means com-

mittee or representatives of various in-

dustries who seel: to have the tariff rates
chanped were concluded today. The
committee has held sessions for this pur-
pose during the past several weeks, and
Jn that time a large number oZ persons
have appeared before it The Varied
character of the schedules today under
consideration brought a large assem-
blage to the rooms from all sections.
The largest delegation was that headed
by Davis of "West Virginia,
who asked for a higher duty on coal.
During the afternoon the dull current of
facts and statistics delivered by the
speakers was broken by 3Ir. Kraft of
New Jersey, who, by his manner of de-
livery, was vastly amusing to the com-
mittee and spectators.' He explained

Washington, Jan .11. The ways and
means committee considered the miscel-
laneous articles coming under the tariff
law, and the free list, as well, today.

William Golder of Chicago recom-
mended duties on moss peat, which is
now on the free lfst. Foreign dealers
had charged 530 a ton before Americans
entered the business, and it had, dropped
to J12, less 'than it could be produced for.
Four dollars a ton duty was asked for.
The chief cost was for labor, and suf-
ficient material could be found in Jack-
son county, Wisconsin, to supply the
United State.

Kennt' IJarnhart, a representative of
Marshall Field & Co., of Chicago, ad-
vocated moderation in the tariff and
specific duties, as an average of 50 per
cent ad valoiem duty yielded but 33
par cnt. The bulk of the importing
trade was in the hands of foreign man-
ufacturers tho were able to sell goods
her:; cheiprr lhan Marshall Field & Co.

the most disadvantageous to Ameiicans,
under the system of consignment In
many instances the firm found it cheap-
er to buy goods of consignees on this
side than to buy them abroad.

"That is proof positive of fraud," Mr.
Dingley iemarked.

Abraham Gruber of Xew York spoke
for duties on wearing apparel brought
into the United States by foreign tour-
ists. The present system worked to the
advantage of the rich, who were able to
travel abroad, Mr. Gruber continued.
He would tax all clothing worn by tour-
ists entering the United States.

"But it is necessary for persons to wear
clothing when they enter," said Chair-
man Dingley.

"Not if the fashions of our swell din-
ners in Xew York become prevalent,"
Mr. Gruber replied. He continued that
many rich people went abroad annually
to do their shopping, making money by
the evasion of duties.

Lucius Littauer of Xew York apked the
following rates on gloves: Schmascham
52 a dozen; lamb $3; kid $4. The average
labor cost on kid was in Europe $1.50 a
dozen. In he United States 53.50.

An importer of lamb gloves, Mr. W. J.
Curtis of Xew York, made a plea for a
system which would not discriminate
against the cheaper gloves. He claimed
that the rates asked by Mr. Littauer for
the manufacturers were much higher
than the McKinley rates. He was will-
ing to accept rates of 50 cents a dozen,
all grades, less than those asked by Mr.
Littauer. Specific duties would be satis-
factory to all.

Charles E. Smith, representing the
Xew York glove importers, presented a
Hchedule, which, he said, averaged 20 per
cent higher than the present rates. From
B00, 000 to 400,000 pairs of high grade
gloves were brought over by tourists an-
nually. All importers desired a specilic
rate, to save them trouble.

Representative Kiefer of Minnesota
presented a petition! from residents of
Minnesota asking that rates imposed on
potatoes and fetarch by the McKinley
law be

Hallenem of Xew York, representing
importers of shoe leather, said certain
Irinds of enameled and shoe leather could
not be made in this country, and that
the duty should be educed.

Henry Burke said that tanned and fin-
ished leather was fully protected but he
thought it would be well to change theduty to a specific one. A higher duty
should be placed on East India tannedgoat and sheepskins, advancing it from
10 per cent 15 per cent ad valorem.

Mr. Kraft of Xew York said he was
one of the two manufacturers of buck-Fki- n

piano forte action leather. He ask-
ed that the duty be restored to 35 per
cent.

Representative Morse of Massachusetts
introduced speakers who desired an in-
crease of the duty on jewelry, in which
entire towns in his state are interests!

Mr. Thresher of Addleboro presented aplea for a new classification of jewelry,
in order that it should not be placed ina lower scale. fMueh jewelry, he said, was
imported under the head of hat pin
cuff buttons, etc., paying 25 instead ofSper cent.

Representative Sparkman of Florida
fisked that the grape fruit be included in
the classification with oranges, lemons''etc.

A. Compere of Xew York, represent-
ing diamond workers, asked that roush
diamonds be admitted free and the duty
on finished diamonds be advanced from
10 to 15 per cent.

Colvin Tampkins of Xew York Citv
mllcwed and asked that gypsum rock be
placed on the free list. Unless it was
admitted free, he said, the eastern man-
ufacturers could not compete with those
of the west.

R. H. Gregory of Chicago, represent-
ing importers and manufacturers of
musical instruments, said that those ar-
ticles were now unclassified, which
worked a hardship to the trade. He did
not ask for a change of duty, but if it
were changed he thought it should be
made 35 per cent.

Davis of West Virginia
spoke upon the subject of coal. The
duty upon bituminous coal, he said, is
entirely too low, being 14 per cent, while
the average duty upon all articles in the
Wilson law is 41 per cent. The duty, he
said, is much less than at any previous
time and should be made at least 75 cents
per ton, this being about 23 per cent ad
valorem.

Colonel William Lamb of .Norfolk, Va.,
said that when 35 cents was taken from
the duty it became apparent that unless
reductions were made in charges of rail-
roads and operators for handling coal,
the miners would be placed on starva-
tion wages. The ralroads did not reduce
charges and went into bankruptcy.
Then the railroad receivers were com-
pelled to raise the price of freight and
the strike inrxthe Pocahontas mines was
the result. The old rate of 75 cents, he
said, should b"e restored.

W. C. Barry of!tRochester, X. Y., rep-
resenting the nurserymen of the United
Statesaid there had been no duty on
nurserxstpck,or years, to the crcat
detriment of Jhe native industry. A
duty of "fronVC5 to 40 per cent should be
imposed.

J. W-- " Harrison of California desired a
duty upon anthracite coal. He had Im-
ported coal from Wales and one shipload
from China. The foreign coal had a
serious effect upon the price of domestic
anthracite. A California man, he said,
brought the warning to Pennsylvania
miners. Ships outward bound returned
with a load of coal and it sold lower
than the native product. All kinds of
cpal, he thought, should pay a duty of
40 per cent.

Silas Wilson of Iowa, representing- a
nurserymen's association, asked a duty
upon nursery stock of 30 to 40 per cent.

S. W. Cox of Charlottesville, Pa., ask-
ed that a duty be imposed upon slate
pencils.

James Ross of Philadelphia desired an
increased duty on clay pipes.

Chairman Dingley announced before
adjournment that the formal hearings on
the tariff were now concluded.

Springfield, 111., Jan. 1L. The inaugura-
tion of Governor Tanner today developed
a sensation, at the close of the state
house ceremony, when the retiring gov-

ernor, John P. Altgeld, was not permit-
ted to deliver the farewell address which
has been one of the features of previous
inaugurations in Illinois. Governor Alt
geld had prepared Jiis speech, it had been
given a place on the printed program,
and much interest had centered in its
anticipated delivery. The snub was
made the more painful to the

and his friends from the fact that
Mrs. Altgeld occupied a seat beside him
on the stage and shared the confusion
resulting from the affair. Early in the
course of the exercises it was moved
that Mr. Altgeld be reguested to address
the joint assembly present at the inau-
guration. Speaker Curtis, of the lower
house, declared the motion out of order,
and subsequently refused to recognize
any Democratic member who attempted
to address the chair. The majority of
the members of the joint assembly and
the large audience did not appreciate the
significance of this course until a mo-
tion to adjourn carried and put an unex-
pected end to the ceremonies, without let-
ting the governor have an opportunity to
deliver the address which he carried
with him to the stage. Much indignation
was expressed at the snub and the Dem
ocratic members tonight are bitter in
their denunciation of what they term as
an "outrageous insult," while the Re-
publican leaders declare that the whole
affair was nothing more or less than the
oversight on the part of the speaker in
failing to call upon Mr. Altgeld for his
speech. Altgeld left the
state house immediately upon the con-
clusion of the inauguration ceremony
and returned to Chicago without permit-
ting himself to be interviewed upon the
affair. His friends were very indignant.

BRYAN'S OPINION OF IT.
Chicago, Jan. 11. William J. Bryan

arrived in Chicago early this morning on
a business trip. A representative of the
Associated Press tonight asked him if he
had read of the slight offered to Gov-
ernor Altgeld by the legislature. He re-
plied:

"I have just noticed in an evening pa-
per that the legislature refused to hear
the customary address from the retiring
governor. If it is true that the Repub-
licans did this in order to show their dis-
like for Governor Altgeld, it will prob-
ably result, as such insults always do, in
more harm to those who offer it than to
the people against whom it was directed.

The fact that Governor Altgeld ran
ahead of the national ticket in this state
is evidence that his defeat was not due
to personal hostility to him, and I hard-
ly think the people will approve of any
slight offered to him in his official posi- -
tion.

ELIMINATE PARTISANSHIP
Says Branil-Ne- Governor Stephens, and

Then Talks Free Sliver.
Jefferson City, Mo., Jan. 11. At high

noon today Governor Lon V. Stephens
was Inaugurated governor of Missouri in J

tne hail or the nouseof representatives in
joint session. There was an immense
crowd present and citizens from all parts
of the state were in attendance. Chief
Justice Barclay of tbe supreme court ad-
ministered the oath of office. After the
inauguration Governor Stephens deliver-
ed hte Inaugural address to the legisla-
ture, the salient points of which follow:

Governor Stephens declares that his
ambition is to make his administration a
distinctively business administration nd
calls upon the legislature to make the
present session a business one.

"Partisanship," he says, "should be
moderated, if not suppressed, and un-
seemly strife should be avoided."

Referring to the condition of state af-
fairs, he says:

The most rigid economy should be
practiced. It is my opinion that under
the prevailing gold standard and finan-
cial policies of the federal government,
general business conditions will no ma-
terially or permanently, improve, but, on
the contrary, we can reasonably antici-
pate a continuance of the experience
wh'ch has so distressed the country in re-
cent years.

"I see nothing in the immediate future
to warrant a substantial hope for better
times."

He recommends the establishment of a
banking bureau and the creation of the
otiice of a bank commissioner. The pow-
er of trust companies should be limited so
that they could not engage in the bank-
ing business. Laws to suppress trusts
should be enacted and laws to prevent
the coercion of employes should be pass-
ed, that voters may exercise the elective
franchise without hindrance.

While there have been some objec-
tions raised In Venezuela to the arrange-
ment for a settlement of the long- stand-
ing boundary dispute, It is understood
that these objections are not potent
enough to prevent ratification of the
agreement in the face of its strong in-
dorsement by President Crespo and the
members of his cabinet. The final set-
tlement of this dispute, which at one
time threatened to seriously interrupt
the amicable relations between the Unit-
ed States and Great Britain, will be hail-
ed "with satisfaction, both in this coun-
try and Great Britain.

The intervention of the United States
to adjust the dispute has had one result
not foreseen nor contemplated at the
time, viz: The drawing closer together
of the two great representatives of the
English speaking race. As a result or
the mutual understanding effected in
cottsequence of their negotiations over
Venezuela, the United States and Great
Britain at this time are probably more
iifariy in accord in their diplomatic re-
lations than ever before in our history,
and the result has been an agreement
on a great- - scheme of arbitration of alt
disputes between the two nations save
those in which national honor is involv-
ed. It Is probable also that closely fol-
lowing the consumption of the agree
ment as to the Venezuelan boundary
dispute there will be a resumption of the
diplomatic relations between Venezuela
and Great Britain, which have been sev-
ered for some years as the result of this
dispute, and that the United States will
be the intermediary in bringing- this
about. ,

The selection of King Oscar of Sweden
as the final arbitrator is regarded as a
fortunate one because of the high regard
in which he is held.

As a rule the details of treaties are
shrouded in the greatest mystery, but m
this case the Associated Press was able
to give such complete and exclusive in-

formation as to the exact details of
both of the agreements that the public
has been fully informed of them and it
is unnecessary to repeat them.

Aside from the consummation of the
agreements, it has been an interesting
feature tnat all the negotiations were
carried on 1n Washington, both the Ven-
ezuelan and general arbitration treaties
having been signed here. It has been
largely a work between Mr. OIney and
Sir Jui'an Pauncefote. although the lat-
ter at all times was in close communi-
cation with the British foreign office.
Sir Julian handled the consummation in
a way which would have "been impossi-
ble if he had not felt a deep interest in
the successful conclusion of the negotia-
tions. When they halted for a time and
seemed in danger of failure through a
misunderstanding of some detail the
ambassador went to London, where ex-
tended conferences were held with Lord
Salisbury, the result being that Sir Ju-
lian returned and continued negotia-
tions to the successful end now secured.

The consummation of the Venezuelan
and general arbitration agreement is
cortidered In official and diplomatic cir-
cles as a most eventful achievement.
The scr.pe of the general arbitration
treaty has been made very wide, the
purpose being to have it cover all the
subjects which usually arise to disturb
the relations between countries.

Persons intimately familiar with ev-
ery detail of the negotiations say that
the paities were inspired at all times
with the purpose of bringing the two
great ITnalish-speakin- g peoples together.
With that end in view there was an ab-
sence of sharp fencing incident to lesser
arccmplishments of diplomacy. The
thing to be done rather than the manner
of its performance was never lost sight
of. The joining hands of the two gTeat

MADE PUBLIC IN LONDON

Summary of the Terms of the Treaty of
General Arbitration,

London, Eng., Jan. 12. The Chronicle
says In an editorial:

"Wc announce this morning the event of
the nineteenth century," and followes this
with the preamble and the text of the 12

articles of the general arbitration treaty
signed yesterday at Washington between
the United States and Great Britain.

Article 1 of the treaty is merely a formal
statement that the contracting parties
agree to arbitrate, In accordance with the
treaty, all disputes falling to adjust them-

selves by diplomacy.
The second article of the treaty provides

that all the pecuniary claims or groups of
claims not exceeding an aggregate of 1M.-0-

sterling and which shall not involve a
determination of territorial claims shall be
decided by an arbitration tribunal tobe
constituted as provided in the third article.

The third article provides that each of
the high contracting parties shall nominate
as arbiter a jurist of national reputation,
and these two, within two months, ehall
select an umpire. If they fail In this the
umpire shall be appointed by agreement
between the members of the supreme court
of the United States and the Judicial com-

mittee of the privy council of Great Britain,
each nominating body acting by a majority.

If they fail to agree within three months
the umpire shall be selected in accordance
with article 10. namely, by the king of Swe-

den. The umpire shall preside over the
tribunal and the award of the majority
bhail be final.

Articie four provides that all pecuniary
claims exceedlnc 100.000 sterling, or dis-

putes involving treaty rights, but not ter-

ritorial claims, shall be decided by the tri-

bunal in accordance with artlclet 3.

Article 3 provides for the submission of
the foregoing to the tribunal, where awards
If unaniomus, shall De final, but if not unani
nous either of the contracting parties may
w:thin six months from the date of the
award demand a review thereof. The mat-

ter shall then be submitted to a tribunal of
five entirely fresh jurists, each side select-

ing two and the four thus chosen selecting
an umpire. In the event of a failure the
umpire shall be chosen in accordance with
article 3, or. falling that, by King Oscar of
Sweden. The award of a majority of the
tribual shall be ilnal.

Article 6 provides that territorial claims
shall be submitted to a tribunal of six, three
of whom, subjert to the provision of ar-

ticle S, shall b judjres of the supreme court
of the United States or Judges of the circuit
court, nominated by thft president of the
fnlted States, and the other tare, also l

subject to article 5. shall be judges of tbe j

British supreme court or members of the
judicial committee of tie privy council,
nominated by the quean, whose award, by
a majority of not less than Ave to one, shall
be final. In cas the award Is made by a
less majority It 5hall also be anal, unless
either power shall, within three months,
protest that the award was erroneous,
w hen it shall be invalid. There shall even
then be no recourse to hostile measures un-

til the mediation of oe or more friendly
powers baa bees fsvited by oss cr both
parties.
