struck Topeka Monday morningr with a
pocket full of petitions. He says that
on liis petitions he has the name of ev-

ery business house in "Wichita, liis can-
didacy was a surprise and is taken to
mean a great deal. It is probably the
gauntlet of defiance to the

faction in Populist circles.
It seems that Cone and LewcIHng are

trying to run things over Judge Sankey" s
wishes rough shod, and that Sankey has
determined to take a hand. Sankey in-

sists, it is said, that the chief of police
and police department shall not be mere-
ly an auxiliary of the sheriff's ofiice.
With this in view it is claimed that Sau-ke- y

sees himself entirely out of the game.
He has accordingly cut loose from Lew-ellin- gr

and Cone and will make a sepa-
rate fight for everything Leedy has to
B've.

I. P. Campbell is probably in. the race
for this reason. There are many objec-
tions to Lewelling, one of them being
that he already holds office.

INSISTS 0 KEING ARRESTED
Mlsa Ilcan of Hutchinson Determined to

be Vindicated.
Miss Beam of Hutchinson was placed

under $1,500 bonds by Commissioner
Shearman yesterday, and with her
friends, quite a number of them acom-panyi-

her down from Hutchinson, re
turned last evening.

Hutchinson is up in arms for Miss
Beam. She is an orphan girl who wan
brought up almost in the Hutchinson
postofilce. The present postmaster kept
her in his employ. Christmas week she
was so pushed with work she did not
make daily balances. About the first
of the year the inspector found $1,800
short in the money order and stamp ac-
counts. No one but the inspector, it
seems, suspected Miss Beam. But she
was suspected and let out of the post-offic- e,

the postmaster making the sum
good. The people of Hutchinson were
indignant and the newspapers up there
scored every one who tried to blacken
Miss Beam's character. Miss Beam was
at home expecting eery moment to be
arrested, but she was not In order to
bring the matter to an issue and vindi-
cate herself she insisted on being arrest-
ed, and was brought before Commission-
er Shearman. It is the wish of her
friends that the preliminary set for Jan-uary 29 be waived and a trial had at
once.

"Miss Beam is prominent In Hutchin-
son," said Mr. Easley, one of the Hutch-
inson party. "And with one or two ex-
ceptions the town people are going to
stand by her."

Woli Known Traveling 3In Who At-

day last week, is wel Iknown in Wichita.

The reason for his
attempt to take his own life still seems
to remain a mystery to the Topeka po-
lice, who have been investigating the
case. Even those who know him best
say that he is a very peculiar and se-

cretive man, and that there is always an
air of mystery about him. Family trou-
bles may have har something to do with
his rash act. He gave that impression
bv some utterances jus't
after he attempted to cut his throat. His
attending physician at Topeka says he
now sees no reason why McKee should
not pull through all right, although his
injuries are undoubtedly very serious.

Mr. Boggs was one of the most
piomlnent citizens of McPherson, and
was admired and respected as a Christ-
ian gentleman by every one that knew
him. He was an elder in the Christian
church and had been a member for
years.

When Garfield university was first es-

tablished in this city Mr. Boggs was
cnosan one of the board of trustees, of
whom there were eighteen. He served
in this capacity faithfully as long as tne
institution was in charge of the board.
The city of McPherson by his death
looses one of Its most staunch and faith-
ful citizens whose plnce cannot oon if
ever be occupied by another.

Mr. Kirkbride was with Mr. Boggs at
thti time he passed away, and he says
that the transition was peaceful and
quiet, and that the last evidence of con-
sciousness was iu the recognition oi hb
daughter who stood by liis bedside about
an hour before the final dissolution.

Mr. Boggs was injured tome time ago
by being pinned to the wall by a frac-
tious team of horses belonging to a far-
mer, who was unloading wheat at the
mill in McPherson. One of the single-tr- s

struck him in the groin and this
finally ended in an abcess which ulti-
mately caused his death, although he
went "to St. Louis where he could obtain
the very best care which could be given
him.

WORK IS FINISHED

EEPAIES AT OITY "WATEE WOBZS

ABE COMPLETED.

Water Can Be Supplied in Almost Any

Quantity and of the Barest Quality
Two Larce Pomps Are Xow In Use In-

stead of One Several Smaller Ones at
Band Beady to Use at a Moment's
fotico Something About the Water

Supply, Where It Comes From and the
Quantity Used Dally by Consumers.

For some little time past , quite an
amount or repairing has been going on
over at the city water works, and the
work has been practically completed.
Some of the pumps had become too small
for the works, and new ones were found
necessary, others needed repairing and
numberless small odd jobs were need-
ing attention, all of which has now been
dne.

The water works is one of the many
sights about the city which most people
never think of. AH the machinery is
kept in the cleanest state possible, and
the aollshed brass and iron shines like
the cannon at a government arsenal. A
trip to the water works is well worth the
trouble. The water which is furnished
t the consumers is as pure as any that
can be obtained anywhere.

New York uses "croton" water, so
called because of the wonderful croton
acqueduct through which it is carried
to the city. Chicago receives her water
supplv rom a crib situated five miles
out in the lake. In either of these cities,
famed for their good water, there is some
small amount of contamination from or-
ganic matter present to a greater or less
extent in all bodies of open water. The
little city of Newport, Ky is famed all
over th- - east for its excellent water
which Is numoed from the Ohio river
nine miles from the city, allowed to set-
tle in one reservoir, then let into another
and f'ltered as it passes through a wall
built especially for this purpose of sand,
grave! and charcoal and sent to the city
through a main nine feet underground,
arriving pure and cold at the faucet.

In Wichita the water passes through
miles of sand and gravel, and when it
appears at the faucet it has not seen
daylight since it disappeared among the
rooks of Colorado, was melted snow.

The following is an extract from a pa-
per read before the state board of health
at its last meeting by Dr. St. John of this
ciry, which explains many things. The
extract is as follows:

"It is unnecessary to say to any medi-
cal man that one of the worst sources of
contagion, especially of typhoid fever,
fe the use of contaminated water. The
president put me on at the last meeting
to read a paper before you this time. I
chc&e for a subject 'The Danger of Con-
tagion fiom Using water from the Shal-
low Wells in the Larger Cities of our
State.' I cannot write from a scientific
standpoint, but from the knowledge of
facts gained from practical experience,
and while secretary of our Wichita city
health board during the past five years.
Out' city w;ter is excellent; the plant is
lorated on an island in the Arkansas riv-
er about one and one-ha- lf miles from
the center of the city.

"Tne island contains about one hun-
dred acres and but three families live
ther. The company has put down one
hu.idred wells, the pipes averaging sev-
en inches in diameter. These are put
down forty feet below the river bed, and
we think in Wichita that no city in the
world has a better or purer water sup-
ply than this. But in our city, as in
other cities of the state, there is no sys-
tematic method of removing garbage
and refuse matters. While we have a
sewer system, all houses aie not con-
nected with it. While we have excellent
city water, many homes are not supplied
from this source, but from wells that ar
shallow; so then there are many shallow
wells in our city as in other cities of the
state. Although there may be an excel-
lent city water supply and sewer accom-
modations, yet where there are privy
vaults and cess-poo- ls surrounding shal-
low wells, the water certainly must be
Ci ntaminated. In our own city, Wichita,
the soil is loose and sandy; all our wells
are driven wells, and in such soil a well
from eight to twenty feet deep must ne
ci ntaminated more or less. Four years
ago. while a member of the board, the
question of shallow wells came before
the city ccuncil and an effort was made
by the city to have the council pass an
ordinance compelling the owners of prop-
erty to put the wells down to thirty-fiv- e

feet or deeper, or connect with the city
water mains for their water supply
ana connect with the sewer, but failed.

"During a mild epidemic of typhoid
fever some time ago an effort was made
by the board to ascertain the source of
contagion. The members of the board
and the various physicians of the city
invariably found that, in the families
where typhoid fever existed, they had
been uclng the water from shallow wells.
I tooK the trouble to get water from five
dfferont wells in depth from eight to
eighteen feet, put it in a clean bottle,
took it to the city council rooms that
the mayor and members of the council
might ascertain about the water. The
smell was sufficient for them.

"Fifteen years ago the water from the
various in the city, ranging in
depth from eight to twenty-fiv- e feet, was
sen: to Dr. Hames of Chicago, 111 , the
chemist, to be analyzed. His report was
that tha water in the wells less than
th:rty-fiv- e or forty feet in depth was un- -
fi for nurposes; but from forty
feet the water was fairly good.

"Professor Vaughn, profesosr of chem-
istry in the university of Michigan, and
als.f u member of the state board of
health in Michigan, in an article in the
Annats of Hygiene, makes this state-
ment: That in a cry in his state a part
t f the populat'on got their water supply
from an open lake and another portion
their wattr supply from shallow wells.
Tnos-- i who drank from the open lake
wer. not afflicted. Among those who
drank from shallow wells were two hun-
dred cafes of typhoid fever. Dr Vaughn
claiming that th germ diseases, what-
ever :ha' may be. which caused that
contagion, lived and grew in the cold wa-

ter of the shallow wells and not in the
warmer water of the open lake. It seems
t- - me that if we can Impress upon the
people of the lar.ger cities of the state
the danger of the use of the water from
shallow wells, and through the medium
of th councils of the cities urge upon
the preperty holders to put their wells
to such a depth as is pronounced safe by
:he chemist, or use city water, and urge

promp removal of garbage and con- -
necc w ith the sewer, when It is possible.

"We are do'ng something as a board
of htarh for the good of the stare, all
ch.mlsis claiming that m cities of this
size wells of depth beyond the dancer of
contamination of surface drainage."

Mr. Aley. of the water works, stated to
an Eagle rpirter yesterday that every
p ivate well in the city should not b
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less than thirty-fiv- e feet deep. "Those
on the West Side," he said, "are by far
the best situated, because the flow comes
from that direction and goes on toward
the southeast."

Tne water Is obtained by pumping up
through what is known as a Cook tube,
which has fine slits in it instead " of
screen. These slits are too fine to ad-m- i:

the sand, but the water flows in free-
ly. There are about 130 of these
to the depth of thirty-eig- ht feet, being
just .o the underlying strata of hard pan
Thus it can be seen that it comes from
the very bo.ttom.

The pumps and their capacity since
the recei.t changes which have been
made are as follows: One compound
dr.nhix Gordon with a capacity of 3.000.-00- 0

gallons In twenty-fo- ur hours; one
Gask'll pump, capacity 6,000,000 gallons;
two Smith Vail pumps with a combined
capacit of 3,000,000 gallons; one Deane
pump, capacity 1,000,000 gallons; two
Walker namps, combined capacity 3,000,-0- 0

gallons and with a total capacity of
15.0o0.000 galolns every twenty-fou- r

hours, or enough to fill a canal ten feet
de.p. twentv feet wide and nearly two
rn:Ies long, or just 10.934 feet in length.
This is a little water. The city usea
about 5,000,000 gallons each twenty-fo- ur

hours, and the rest is held in reserve.
The usual pressure Is GO pounds per
squ?ro inch, and within a minute after
fire pressure of 100 pounds is applied it
is piesent all over the city.

The chemist of Topeka says the follow-
ing of the Wichita water after an analy-
sis tco long and voluminous to print:

"This isa good, pure drinking water,
of good mineral and organic composi-
tion.. i would rank this water as pure
for drinking purposes.

Hare Some lllg Plans for the Develop-

ment of the Sunflower State . Among
Other Trojected Industries Is a Chain

of Creameries Wichita to Be Head-

quarter and Hare Larset Creamery.

A special bearing a party of prominent
general officials of the Atchison, Topeka
and Santa Fe railroad arrived in the
city yesterday afternoon. Whflp an
Eagle young man boarded the palace car
in which the party is traveling he found
all its members assembled in the ob-

servation end of the car engaged in con-

versation and smoking.
The party has been making quite an

extended tour of the Santa Fe lines, hav-
ing spent nearty two weeks on the road
tnis trip. They have divided their time
during the last few days between points
in the Panhandle in Texas and some of
the larger Oklahoma cities. They all
expresed themselves as astonkhed at
the great material development of Okla-
homa. They were particularly surprised
tp find the cotton industry in the territo-
ry such a flourishing" one, and all agreed
that it bid fair to some day become one
of the great industries of the "Land of
the Fair God." Paul Morton, the third
vice president of the road, heads the
party. He talked very entertainingly for
nearly half an hour with the reporter
regarding hM road's plans for the devel-
opment of thg Sunflower state. Among
other things he said:

"The Santa Fe road has yet to lose
faith in Kansas, and with one of your

e 80,000.000 bushel wheat crops,
which it seems you are likely to have
once more, and a good price for it, which
also seems probable, I believe the Sun-
flower state will fully regain whatever
prestige it may have been said to have
lost.

"I fully believe, however, that to retain
prosperity Kansans must have instiled
into their minds the importance of diver-
sified farming, and I believe that they
are seeing more of the advantages of
this plan every year. Many an enter-
prising, industrious farmer who has fail-
ed to make a success of wheat-raisin- g

would find grass culture, poultry raising
and the preparation of dairy products
a very profitable field in which his In-

dustry would find "its proper reward
Particularly has this been proven true
of the dairy industry. Take the couniry
along the drainage canal in northern

as an example. Its possibilities did
not begin to be realized until dairy farm
ing became a principal industry."

"The Atchison wants to spend a lot
of money in the development of Kansas
within the next few years. Plans re-
quiring a large expenditure of money in
your state are already .well matured and
they will soon be carried out unlets the
state legislature enacts legislation of
such a character as to scare us off. Of
course the road can do nothing without
the entire and hearty of the
various towns which we are trying to
help. The Santa Fe is perfectly willing
to adjust its freight rates where there
has been any unjust discrimination, so
as to bring about the proper develop-
ment of the industries of the anous
towns and we will endeavor to do to
whenever we can,"

In answer to a question us to whether
the Industrial, department of his road
had in contemplation any plans of partic
ular interest to Wichita and its tributa-
ry territory, Mr. Morton said:

"The new Santa Fe industrial commis-
sioner, James A. Iavls, is now in corre-
spondence with Chicago investors, wh?
are thinking of establishing a number jf
creameries in Kansas. He has had sev-
eral personal interviews with the mem-
bers of the company and has urged
Wichita as a good point for the head-
quarters of the company and the location
for the largest creamery.'

Mr. Morton said that he thought Im-
portant developments could be expected
within a few weeks.

The parti' left at 10:40 last night for
Kantas City, and after spending several
days there, they will return to Chicago,
their starting point. The personnel of
the party was as follows: Paul Mor-
ton, third vice president; W. B. Biddle,
freight traffic manager; W. T. White,
passenger traffic manager; T. C. Gay,
general freight agent; Eli Titus, live-
stock agent.
