CIVIL ACTIONS LIMITATION.
Substitute for house bill No. 1S5, re-

lating to contracts limiting the time for
commencement of civil actions, was re-
commended for passage by the house in
committee of the whole without debate.
It provides that civil actions, other than
ir me recovery or real property, can
only be brought within the following
periods, after the cause of action shall
have accrued, and not afterwards:

First. "Within five years an action up-
on any agreement, contract or promise
in writing.

Second. "Within three years an action
upop a contract, not in writing, express
or implied, an action upon a liability
created by statute, other than a forfeit-
ure or penalty.

Third. "Within two years, an action
for trespass upon real property, an ac-
tion for taking, detaining or injuring
personal property, including actions for
the specific recover' of personal prop-
erty, an action for injury to the rights
of another, not arising on contract, and
not hereinafter numerated, an action
for relief on the ground of fraud the
cause of action in such case shall not be
deemed to .have accrued until the dis-
covery of the fraud.

Fourth. "Within one year; an action for
libel, slander, assault, Lattery, malicious
prosecution, or false imprisonment, an
action upon a statute for penalty or for-
feiture, except where the statute impos-
ing it prescribes a diffrent limitation.

Fifth. An action upon the official
bond or undertaking of an executor, ad-
ministrator, guardian, sheriff, or any
other officer, or upon the bond or under-
taking given in attachment, injunction
arrest, or in any case whatever required
by statute, can only be brought within
five years after the cause of action shall
have accrued.

Sixth. An action for relief, not here-
inbefore provided for, can only be
brought within five years after the
cause of action shall have accrued.

Seventh. Any agreement for a differ-
ent time for the commencement of ac-
tions from the times in this act nrovid- -
ed, shall be null and void.

BILL FOR BIRD PROTECTION.
Substitute for house bills Nos. S4 and

269. relating to the protection of birds,
was reported favorably. In substance
the bill makes it unlawful for any per-
son or persons, at any time, except as
hereinafter provided, to hunt, catch, kill,
shoot, pursue, entrap or ensnare any
partridge, pinnated grouse or prairie
chicken, grouse, quail, pheasant, meadow--

lark, robin, thrush, red bird, mock-
ing bird, blue jay, turtle-dov- e or blue
bird. Provided, it shall not be unlawful
to shoot grouse or prairie chicken dur-
ing the months of September, October,
November and December of each year;,
and it shall not be unlawful to shoot
quail during the months of November
and December of each year, and provid-
ed further, that any person owning an
orchard or vineyard may at any time
he chooses shoot blue jays, orioles or
yeliowhammers.

It shall be unlawful for any person or
persons, company or corporation, at any
time, to buy, sell, barter, ship or offer
for sale, barter or shipment within the
state of Kansas, anv bird or birds nam-
ed in 1 of this act. The having
in possession by any parson, company
or corporation of any bird or birds
rimed in section 1 of this act, except a
per-o- n who has lawfully killed the same,
shall b deemed prima facie evidence of
a violation of this act

STOCKS AND BONDS

VOLUME AUD ACTIVITY INCREASED

JN THE SEABE MARKET.

Cretean Situation, as Interpreted and Re-

flected by the European Bonnes, Sends

Prices Down at a Lively Kate in the
Early Dealings Last Hour "Witnesses a
Smart Rally and General Net Gains In

the Cay's Transactions Ie.oT Com-

mittee Exerts Influence Between Whiles
Bonds Tall Off.

New York, Feb. 15. There was a larger
volume of trading on the stock exchange
today than for a good many days. The ac-

tivity was practically confined, too, to the
first few minutes after the opening, when
the whole list tended downv. ard, and to the
last hour, which saw a smart rally and gen-

eral net gains on the day's transactions.
The slump in prices at the opening was
wholly due to the Influence of the panicky
condition of mind reported on the contin-net- al

bourses and to the fall of consols and
other securities in London. American se-

curities were affected along with others,
and the option prices were on a level with
London quotations. The progress of hos-

tilities reported to have occurred between
Greece and Turkey indicated to the minds
of the traders that an embroilment of the
European powers was an inevitable con-
sequence, and they sold accordingly. The
bears were not slow to press the advantage
thus offered and they found still further
arguments for lower prices in the hearing
of the legislative inquiry into trusts. oLn-do- n

also sold at the opening. Although
this selling movement lasted only a few
minutes after the opening, the industrials
and the International stocks all registered
material declines while it lasted. Sugar
fell js per cent, Tobacco "U per cent, Chi-
cago Gas 1 per cent. General Electric 18
per cent. Leather preferred l"i per cent.
Rubber preferred 5i per cent and Amrican
Spirits ls per cent. The coalers were also
especially susceptible to the bear efforts,
owing to the condition in the iron and steel
trades. Colorado Fuel lost 2 per cent,
and Tennessee Coal and Iron 14 per cent.
Illinois Steel was a notable exception to
the depression in this group and maintain-
ed aggressive strength throughout, ulti-
mately closing with a gain of 2 per cent.
Of the railway list, the international stocks
were most notably affected by the early
decline, ranging as follows: Atchison pre-

ferred 14 per cent, St. Paul 's per cent;
Louisville and Nashville ' per cent, Kan
sas and Texas perf erred 18 per cent, Read-
ing 14 per cent; Northern Pacific prefer-
red 4 rer cent, and Southern preferred Vj

percent. The volume of sales fell off at
the lower level and a period of stagnation
and almost utter apathy ensued, quotations
only being registered at long intervals. It
was not until the closing hour that the
rally set in which proved more general and
animated than any movement of stocks for
many days, and which carried the average
price of securities to the highest of the day.
The rally was doubtless due, for the most
part, to the more favorable aspect of af-
fairs in Europe, as reflected from the vari-
ous bourses and from London. A convic-
tion seemed prevalent that the powers were
in substantial accord in their intention to
prevent the Greeks from attacking Crete.
London bought quite heavily and a general
tone of assurance and confidence pervaded
the market. The increase in the eastbound
shipments for the week also had a sus-
taining influence. The following were the
gains recorded on this rally: Sugar, 2

per cent; Tobacco. 24 per cent; with a
final reaction of 7s per cent; Chicago Gas,
14 per cent; General Electric, 1 per cent;
Leather preferred. 2'8 per cent; Rubber
preferred 14 per cent; Amrican Spirits pre-
ferred, ss per cent; Tennessee oCal and
Iron. Pi per cent; Atchison preferred ll4
per cent; St. Paul, 1 per cent; Louisville
and Nashville, 18 per cent; Kansas and
Texas preferred l1,. per cent; Reading, 1,
per cent; Northern Pacific preferred 14
per cent, and Southern preferred, 3 per
cent. Manhattan was a feature of the mar-
ket, showing a decline on liquidation, ow-
ing to the unfavorable statement, to SSi
per cent, the other aoove shares giving way
slightly. There was extensive covering to
augment the general rise, closing prices
being generally the highest.

The total sales of stocks today were 191,-6-

shares, including: American Tobacco,
10,500; Atchison, 4.CO0; American Sugar,

Burlington, 11,400; Chicago Gas. 3.000;
Louisville and Nashville, 4.700; Manhattan,
12.300; Northern Pacific preferred, 5,200:
Reading, S.4C0; St. Paul, 16,600: Silver cer
tificate. 10.000; Tennessee Coal and Iron,
11.300; Western Union, 6,300.

The bond market fell off in sympathy
with stocks and the subsequent recoveries
were for the most part trivial. The mar-
ket displayed a reactionary tendency, un-
der the same influence as stocks. The deal-
ings were mostly confinpd to the low-pric-

issues, with Atchison adjustment 4's
and Kansas and Texas seconds registering
the extreme losses of 1U per cent and 1T
per cent, respectively. The changes in the
less active mortgages were not material,
save in a efwinstances. with International
and Great Northern seconds conspicuous
by a rise of 3"i per cent The market dis-
played some irregularities in the late ses-
sion and Reading first incomes and Aatrhl-so- n

adjustment 4's rallied sharply. The
general tone, however, was heavy and the
closing weak. Sales S1.450.CO.

her proper place ia creation.
With all her faults they loved lurr

still, and, moved partly, no doubt, by
affection, they generously decided that
she did notbelosg to the world of "mut-
tons, beeves or goats," but was ia truth
a human boxng.

It must not be imnclned, however,
that this advanced theory wu forced
upon Christendom, says the London
Mail. The conccil of Macon was not
ecumenical, and so churchmen, were
sot constrained to accept its decision.
