Carson, Nev., Feb. 23. From hints
dropped by Fitzsimmons and his trainers
it is easy to sea that they have thorough-
ly made up their minds about Corbett.
Overflowing confidence in Bob's ability
to beat him under even conditions deluge
everything and everybody out at Cook's,
but they also believe on the 17th of
March the conditions will not be even.
They all consider that if Corbett keeps
up his present gait from now until the
fight he will be as stale as a third rater.
A dozen ideas of this kind fill the Au-
stralian's head all the time. Julian
feeds him on them morning, noon and
nigfht The little manager stated that the
assumption of superiority is natural and
can't be helped. Corbett says his brother-

-in-laws- are whistling to one another
to keep up their courage.

Fitzsimmons does not need very much
rounding off before the hard battle he
now has in prospect. His limbs are one
mass of muscle, just loose enough for
liveliness, and his arms are in perfect
chape. The hands that were so badly
disfigured last fall by collision with
Sharkey's skull now show no sterns of
weakness, though one knuckle is still
painful.

SENDS FOR HIS WIFE.
Then digressing, he talked about the

He scoffs at
Corbett's appeals for sympathy to the
American public, because of his nativity,
and declares that the Californian has
now no more right to claim that he is to
defend the American flag in the ring
than himself.

BOB'S CITIZENSHIP.
"I am an American citizen' said Fitz-

simmons yesterday. "I furthermore am
the American champion and the cham-
pion pugilist of the world. I'll confess
that Corbett held the championship af-
ter he defeated poor old John L. Sulli-
van, but then you must remember that
in order to avoid a meeting with me. he
surrendered the title and tendered it to
Peter Maher, who was then matched to
tight me.

' Corbett hoped that Maher would best
me, so that he could turn around and
say that I had succumbed to a second
rater, and would have to get a rep-
utation bsfore I could get a battle with
the alleged champion. But you will also
probably remember that I whipped Ma-

her practically with one punch.
"That transferred the title of cham-

pion of the world to me, didn't it? Now,
where does Mr. Corbett come in for his
old claim for thechampionship? He
signs all of his show bills, 'James J. Cor-

will be sufficient businajs. The arrange-
ments will not only 'oe complete in ev-

ery respect, but as far as rates are con-

IT IS CONSTANTLY INCREASING
Six Thousand New Members In tho Daugh-

ters of American Revolution.
Washington, Feb. 23. The Daughters

of the American Revolution were late in
opening today's proceedings. There was
considerable confusion in the audience
during 'the meeting and the presiding
officer Mrs Stevenson had much difficulty
in preserving order and quiet. The im-

portant business of the day t as the sub-

mission of annual reports and of the con-

clusions of the commrttte to recommend
officers for the ensuing year.

The work or organization was review-
ed by Jennie F. Hichborn of this city,
vice president general in charge of the
organization. She reported US organized
chapters added to the roll, making a to-

tal of 346. Four state regents and 120

chapter regents have been appointed and
confirmed, making a total of 46 state and
chapter regents. These include regents
at Honolulu, Hawaii, and Naples, Italy;
Idaho, Nevada and Alaska, it was an-

nounced, were still without state regents.
Action was urged to avoid the duplica-
tion of chapter names, which has caused
much confusion. Chapter records and
the issuing of charters were recommend-
ed to be placed under one officer to obvi-
ate duplication.

The recording secretary general, Char-
lotte E. Main of this city, reported a
membership of 18,000. a gain of 6,000, or
2,000 more than any previous year. Dur-
ing tho year 122 chapters have been
granted, 'Massachusetts leading with,
twenty-tw- o; New York, fourteen; Ohio,
ten; Illinois, seven; Connecticut, however
remains the banner state in numbers.
As to the consolidation with the Daugh-
ters of the Revolution, the report says
the union was hoped for in the near fu-

ture, and a basis of the union of the two
societies would be read before the close
of the week for the action of the congress
Elizabeth Bryant Johnson reported brief
ly in historical work of the society.
Treasurer General Belle M. Draper of
Washington, in her reports, showed total
assets of $25,416. Total receipts for the
year were $2S,S4S.

RENOMINATED BY ACCLAMATION

Judge Lone of nilchlsau Is Honored by the
Republican of That State.

Detroit, Mich., Fet. 23. Over 1,000 del-
egates were present when Chairman Fer
ry rappod the state Republican conven-
tion to order, called to nominate a jus
tice of the supreme court and two re-

gents of the university. The prospects
were for a short amicable convention.
It was certain that Justice Charles D.
Long would be for a ten
yeard term. The only apparent point of
difference was whether it would be good
policy to Levi L. Barbour,
gold Democrat, for regent of the univer-
sity, or to nominate a straight Republi-
can candidate.

After a congratulatory address and an
exhortation for reaffirming the St. Louis
platform, Chairman Ferry introduced
General A. A. Alger as temporary chair-
man. He urged Michigan Republicans
to set the pace and make a mark in this
election, for coming elections. Michigan,
said Mr. Alger, should show the nation
that she still stands where she stood last
fall, and let it he known that she is al-

ways patriotic, always honest and al-
ways bound to keep her promises.

The roll of congressional districts was
called for the selection of committees
on credentials, rules and resolutions and
the convention took a recess until one
o'clock.

After adoption of the report of the
committee on credentials this afternoon
the resolutions committee reported
briefly congratulating the country on
the victory of last November, reaffirm-
ing the last national platform and re-

asserting that triumph of Republican
principles will restore the country to that
condition of prosperity which it always
enjuyed under Republican supremacy.
The resolutions commend he present
starte administration. The resolutions
were adopted. Judge Lon?r of the su-
preme court was renominated by accla-
mation, as was also A. J. Cocker of
Adrian, for regent of the University of
Michigan.

The struggle of the day came on the
nomination of a regent for the state uni-
versity. There was an attempt to re-
nominate Regent Bartour, a gold Demo-
crat who followed the banner of McKin-le- v

in the recant campaign. It was ar-
gued that he had rendered distinguished
services to the university and should not
be turned down by a Republican conven-
tion. The proposition was vigorously

however. Several deiegatt-- as-
serted that the Republican party was in
no measure obligated to the Democrats
"who had risen above partisanship" in
th recent campaign. Five candidate
were placed in nomination, and when the
balloting began Mr. Barbour was in the
lead on the first two ballots, but on the
third Joseph R. McLaughlin received a
majority and was then declared the
iinajilmaua nomin.

STOCKS AND BONDS

DAT BEGINS WITH A DEOEEPIT GAIT

AMD ENDS WITH AN AWAKENING.

Unfavorable News From All Points Cramps
the Market and a Mlnlmam of Busi-

ness Is Transacted Tobacco and
Leather Fall Off oa Local Apprehen-

sions, Bat Later In the Day Come Up

Investigations of Trasta Has Its Effects
As Well as the Keport of lYejler's
Resignation,

New York, Feb. 23. The professional
traders spent today on the stock exchange
watching for rumors of events, however
trivial they might be, that could in any
degree affect the prices of securities. Bare-
ly 1GO.CO0 shares were dealt in, and of these
nearly half were of the industrials, Tobac-
co, Sugar and Leather. Each one of these
was influenced by a special cause, and each
had a marked effect on the general market
by reason of the small volume of trading.
Leather occupied a position of special prom
inence owing to the Interest felt in the
meeting of the directors and their prob-

able action on a dividend. Rumors were cir
culated that the forthcoming annual report
would show a most discouraging condition
of affairs to have existed in the preferred
stock of 2 per cent Tobacco also took part
in the declin, which followed the brief up-

ward movement at the opening in sympathy
with the prices of American securities in
tbe London market. The decline in Tobac-
co was accelerated by the fact that the
president of the company was to go on the
stand during the day to undergo examina-
tion at the hands of the legislative trust
Investigation committee.

SUGAR GOES DOWN.
Sugar alto declined in sympathy and also

on rumors of unfavorable legislation in
New Jersey against industrial corporations.
The movement of this group of stocks be-

came the decisive Influence in the market
and the downward movement received fur-

ther impetus from the persistent rumora
that Consul General Lee at Havana had
resigned. The authoritative denial by Gen-

eral Lee to the Aossoclated Press was a
factor m the rally later in the day. But
for the time, the decline in industrials prov-
ed an irresistable factor in depressing the
whole market. The selling movement was
not long continued, and received its check
from the announcement of the declaration
following quarterly dividend of 1 per cent
on Leather preferred. The upward ten- -
dency of prices thus inaugurated became
very prounounced as the day advanced and
was not interrupted until just at the close,
when profit taking caused a decline which
was only fractional except Leathsr pre-
ferred, which had recovered the early de
cline, but now sold off l'i per cent. To.
bacco led the rise with a gain of 2! per
cent, Sugar likewise advancing 14 per cent.
The anthracite coal stocks, after an early
decline in Delaware and Hudson and Lake
Erie, came in for for a share of the im-

provement. Tho final prices in the coalers
about equalled those of Saturday's closing.
Of the soft coal roads, Hocking Valley rose
2?i per cent on a rumor that a means had
been found to relieve the property of finan-
cial difficulties. Wheeling and Lako Erie
preferred also advanced a fraction.

EASTBOUND SHIPMENTS.
The railway list, notably the grangers,

was benefitted by the reported increase in
the tonnage of eastbound shipments. North-
west was not affected unfavorably by the
reported decrease of $351,233, in its gross
earnings. The encouraging prospects of
iion and steel trades were indicated by an
increase in the value of Illinois Steel 1
per cent, and In Minnesota, iron of 1 per
cent, other stocks of the same character
showing a fractional advance. New Haven
gained Hi per cent and Manhattan li per
cent, retaining all but a small fraction.

The volume of bonds tradings showed a
decided dimlnltution compared with recent
dealings, but tho strength continues un-
abated with decided gains in many issues.
Tho market displayed a broadening ten-
dency and investment buying Is evident in
the high-price- d securities, while, round
blocks of lower crade mortgages are being
taken for speculative account. The sales
nero Jl.235.000. Tho noteworthy gains were
Hocking Valley G's, 6 per cent; New Ha-
ven 4's, 1 per cent; Oregon Short Line 6's,
1 per cent; Oregon Short Line trust re-
ceipts, 1'n per cent, and Missouri. Kansas
and Texas first and Northwest sinking fund
6's. 1 per cent,

Tho government bond market was Irregu-
lar wth a generally easier tone on large
dealings, aggregating 5187,000.

New York, Feb. 23. The Evening Post's

London financial cablegram says:
Tho reported armestice in the east caus

ed a further sharp recovery today In the
leading stocks. Consols closed at 112i.
Home rails, foreigners and other securities
were sympathetically better, except Span-
ish securities, which have fallen 1 per cent.
Argentines were strong on the declin in the
gold premium. Americans were steady and
closed firm.

Quite a feature, however, is the flatness
in Kaffirs, tho causes being stale bull liqui-
dations, leading from the one failure today
and also the course of proceedings of the
South African Investigation committee, to-
gether with vague reports of bad news
from the Cape. What is quite evident is
that many mines are wanting fresh capi-
tal, which are the conditions It docs not
seem likely the public will supply.

The Paris bourse was firm early in the
day, but closed weaker on the break In
Spanish securities. The Berlin market was
firm.

Strange Story of tho Indlaa Troy, De
City.

At last tho ruihs of tho Indian Trojv
deeply buried, in tho debris of: ever 23
centuries, nro likely soon to see the
light. Patnliputra, tho Faiibothra ofi
the Greeks, the "city of sweet-scente- d

1'owers," so famous in ancient Indian
!fgend and romance, is perhaps most
widely known as the capital of Asoka
the greatest of Indian emperors and tha
roost lavish devotee the world has cvea
seen. He covered his mighty kingdom
from Afghanistan to tite Decan, front
Nepal to Gujerat, with countless Bud-
dhist monuments and buildings of vast
rizo. His stupendous stupas ormounda
of solid masonry to enshrino Buddha's
relics or to mark some sacred, spot are
found all over India and are almost lik'a
Egyptian, pyramids in size. His colos-
sal edict pillars, single shafts of ston
over 40 feet in length and beautifully
polished and sculptured, till excite tha
admiration and wonder of all who se
them.

How magnificent, then, must hava
been tha capital of this great Hindoo
king, who was the ally of the Greek
kings, Antiochus, of Syria; Ptolemy, of
Egypt; Antigonoa, of Macedon; llag-na-s,

of Cyrcne, and Alexander, oi
EplrusI It was already a splendid city(
In the fourth century B. C. in tho timo
of his grandfather, Chandragupta, tha
Greek aandrncotttis, aa tvo learn frosa
tho glowing descriptions of Mcgas
tliencs, the ambassador of the successor,
of Alexander the Great. At that time,
tho buildings were all of wood, like tha
palaces and temples of Burmah. In tho
present day. It is a matter of history,'
however, how Asoka. found this capital
of wood ejid left it stone. But before.
tho dawn of our era this great city hadf
decayed with the fall of Asoka's dyna
tics, nnd the smaller succeeding dynns--i
ties, and tho transfer of capital else--i
where. In 400 A. D. tho Chinese pil-
grim Fa Hi an reported that it lay de- -

ncrted and in ruins. Sinco the Mc--i

bammedan invasion In tho twelfth cen-
tury A. D. the very site of this city wa.n
forgotten. It was known to bo somo-whe- ro

near the modern town of Patna,
in Bengal, but most of tho expert antl
others who had deliberately fcearchedj
for it believed that it bad been entire-
ly waahed away by the Ganges. Then
it will bo remembered that Surgeon
Mnj. Waddell, who in 1893, made--a flying;
visit to Patna, found that tho leading
landmarks of Asoka'o capital still ex-

isted.
He found several sculptured stonesi

end images of the Asoka epoch lying
on tho surface or built into houses oc
walls, and these, togotber with tho
position of the old mounda, many, of
which still retain their ancient namci,
enabled hint to fix with certainty the
limits of Afoka's citadel, and also to
indicato roughly tho podblo ultra of
particular buildings for exploratory ex-

cavations, without which, of courts, no
detailed idcatlncationB could bo de--i
tlsivcly attained. Unfortunately, most'
of tho likely mounds now contain Mo--j
bammedan graves, for tho MohamnvM j

dan invadcrt were wont to trcbra Ui

highest mounda for truar residence and
burial grounds, and for centuries theyj
bavo used th ruinw as a quarry foil
ihair building material.

Still, a. beginning has mwbeen made
nnd already at Patna, where five year
ago no stones of the Asoka poriod wera
suspected to be, thero may. novs bo'
