vice of the members of the council. The
amendment was lost and Mr. Garrison's
bubstitute was adopted, with an amend-
ment authorizing the codifying- commit-
tee to select a clerk from the chief
clerk's force.

THE A. AND M. COLLEGE.
Mr. Kanner secured an amendment to

section 1C, appropriating $5,000 to com-

plete adidtions to the Agricultural and
Mechanical college buildings, the
amount to be paid from the territorial
public building fund.

Section 11 opened the usual biennial
raid, on the treasury in voting gratuities
to the employes, including everybody
from janitors to reading clerk. Mr.
Gould dramatically inquired: "If there
be any more employes let them make
their cause known."

HOUSE IN DETAIL.
The last day of the session was com-

menced by the adoption of council bill
No. 13S, giving the governor power to
contract for territorial printing.

Council bill No. 16S was recommended
by the committee on insurance. The
bill provides for insurance of school
houses on the mutual plan. The bill
passed.

The conference committee's amend-
ment to Ihe Rose banking bill was
adopted by the house.

House bill No. 215, appropriating $1,000

fdr and making permanent the agricul-
tural society, was of considerable inter-
est Besides the $1,000 from the terri-
torial treasury $50 was asked from the
treasury from each county. The bill
was defeated. It was claimed that the
attempt was simply to create a chance
for a few city farmers to go to the
conventions, as the real farmer hardly
ever attends these meetings.

House bill No. 217, relating to the for-
mation of hew townships, was passed.

House bHl No. 55, providing for unifor-
mity of law on negotiable Instruments,
raised an amusing discussion. By an ac-
cident is was slipped out that the lord
chief justice of England had spoken fa-
vorably of the bill, and this stirred up
the jingoism of the Populists. Mr. May
kicked against the bill on this ground.
Mr. Graves made a patriotic speech on
Americanism. TViJIis thought it was a
question of whether Oklahoma wanted
the same law on bonds and notes as New
lork state. The bill was structured by
the American Bar association and en-

dorsed by every state bar association, as
well as that of Oklahoma.

Council bill No. 151, giving power to
cities of the first class to use certain sa-
loon license for police court and fire de-

partment purposes, came up next. The
bill was killed.

House bill No. 260, providing for the
uniformity of recording claims against
the county, was passed.

WOOL MEN AT OUTS

GEO WEES AHD MANUFjLOTUEEBS

LA0K CONTIGUITY.

For Which Nobodj is Particularly to Blame
Nor, for That Matter, Tartlcnlarly
Uacdy With a Kercedy Palatable Alike
to Interests Necessarily Diverse Chair-
man Dingier a Mach-Soujfl- it Man bj
Both Parties Change I"rom Ad Valorem
to Specific Impracticable in Some Sched-

ules Itc clprocl ty.

Washington, March 12. The work of
the Republican members of the ways and
means committee on the wool schedule
has brought the wool growers and man-
ufacturers to Washington in full force.
They filled the lobby of the Cochran ho-

tel today, while the tariff makers were
in conference in their upstairs room, and
when the members emerged each one of
them was surrounded by a group of wool
men endeavoring to impress upon their
victim the urgent needs of their partic-

ular branch of the business. Chairman
Dingley was half an hour running the
gauntlet of the hotel door. He listens
with patience to every statement.

After twenty-fou- r nours of work on the
second half of the wool schedule, that
covering manufactures of wool, the du-

ties have been made practically a repe-
tition of the rates of the McKinley bill.
The McKinley rates on raw wool having
been it was considered the
only logical arrangement to adopt also
the compensatory duties on manufactures
of wool of the McKinley law, so this pol-
icy was followed.

AD VALOREM TROUBLE.
There was an attempt made to change

the ad valorem rates on woolen manu-
factures in the McKinley act to specific,
but such difficulties have been encoun-
tered that tiie undertaking has been aban
doned for the time being, at any rate,
and tonight the committee had practical-
ly decided to accept tne wool schedule of
the McKinley act. A committee of ex-
perts devoted some time to the work of
resolving the ad valorem factors of the
wool schedule to corresponding specific
rates, but the results of their labors prov-
ed so unsatisfactory to Chairman Ding-le- y

that the scheme was rejected. The
bill as it will be introduced into the house
will contain the McKinley wool schedule
without material changes, except the
chaonges in the classification of wools
v hich were made yesterday.

CHANGES IN CLASS.
The changes in classification were de-

cided upon by the committee on the sev-

eral varieties of wool Imported into the
United States in large quantities as car-
per wools, under the rates of Class 3 and
used for the manufacture of clothing.
These woo', which include China lambs,
Bagdad, Egyptian, Morocco, Casa Bran-ch- o

and fine skin wools, or butchers"
wo6Is, were therefore changed from
Class 2 to Class 1, and the necessary
changes on "the manufac ures of these
wools were made. It is thought by mem
bers of the committep most familiar with
tne wool industry that these changes, in
classification will prove very beneficial to
the wool growers of the United States.

Representatives of the manufacturing
irterests profess to be dissatisfied with
the of the McKinley rates on
wools, basing their complaints on the
ground that the prices of wools are much
lower than they were when the McKin-je- y

law was enacted, but members of the
committee think the point is not well
taken.

Cnairmau Dingley says that the bill
will be ready to be introduced in the
house on Monday. The administrative
features have not yet been drafted, nor
has the leciprocity scheme, although the
features cf it have been decided upon.
These may be presented as the commit-
tee amendments after the bill gets before
the house.

MORE AD VALOREM TROUBLE.
The earthenware schedule is not yet

perfected. The same difficulties have
been met with in adjusting the rates on
earthenware that were Involved in wool-
en goods the attempt to carry into effect
the Republican policy of replacing ad va-

lorem duties with specific It has been
found almost impossible to determine
upon standards by which specific rates
can be levied on china and pottery goods
the factors of decoration, weight and
procest-e- s of manufacture entering so
largely into the value of these goods that
it is quite probable that they will be
placed under the McKinley schedule with
some immaterial changes.

RECIPROCITY.
The reciprocity principle which will be

embodied in the bill will be that of lower
duties on certain classes of goods in re-

turn for concessions to certain lines of
American goods. The principal lines of
goods on which duties may be lowered
by reciprocity treaties will be sugar, silks
champagnes, gloves, mineral waters,
chlckles (much of which is imported for
chewing gum) and argil, or crude tartar,
which is one of the chief ingredients of
bnkng powders.

The president will be empowered by
the bill to enter into treaties in which the
duties will be materially lowered on im-

portation of these goods from countries
which make concessions to American
eattle and other products. There will be
no reciprocity which involves placing any
mportani Classes of imports on the free

I.s or aiy authority given the executive
to raise duties against imiorts from
countries which refuse to enter into reci-

procity treaties. - .

The reduction in the duty on sugar by
reciproeity will be one-eigh- of a cent
a pound, so that sugar coming from
countries which make reciprocity treaties
with the United States will be entered at
one and a half cents a pouhd. While
the reduction seems small, a difference
of two and a half cents a hundred
pounds is a material one to sugar

M-s- t of the goods given in the list
abfve come from Germany and Franc,
and it i the expectation of the commit-
tee that reciprocity on champagne, silks
and gljves "will prove an inducement to
these countries to abandon their policy
of discrimination against American- beef.

graphed a copy of these proposals to his
government

Germany Immed&tely telegraphed to

the powers that dhe would accept the
proposals down to the seventh and that
she would accept the seventh in princi-
ple, but she had not a battalion availa-
ble.

Austria wired the powers that she
would accept the whole of the propo-

sals of the admirals, but as Emperor
Francis Joseph was at Cape Martin,
she must have time to consult with his
majesty.

Italy telegraphed her acceptance of
all the proposals of the admirals, but it
was added that they must be submitted
to the cabinet council, which must be
done within three days.

Russia, Great Britain and France were
silent for a time, and then Grpat Brit-?i- n

proposed that gen d armerie be or-

ganized in Crete by utilizing the Greek
troops, not using the Greek flag and
not using the officers in this connec-

tion.
Russia eventually answered that as

the powers had presented their ultima-

tum to Greece, and as Greece had re-

plied by offering to withdraw the fleet,
the answer was conciliatory and partly
satisfactory. Therefore, Russia propos-

ed a urther collective note demanding
the withdrawal of the Greek troop3
from Crete.

During the pour parlers a general
agreement was suggested in that the
powers should each advance a certain
sum for the pay of the gen d' armerie
and for the expense of organizing the
autonomous government of Crete. This
was immediately objected to by Germa-r- y

on the ground that she was not wil-

ling to spend a pfennig for this pur-

pose.
France this afternoon proposed to the

British foreign office that the powers
proceed immediately to organize the
gen d' armerie, naming a governor of
Crete from Holland, Belgium or per-haD- S

from Switzerland. Several names
were suggested and considered.

Greit Britain points out, the semi-
official announcement concludes, that
the members of the previous Cretan
gen d' armerie ran away and mutinied
and that the Greek troops are the best
available for this purpose.

Consequently, these proposals will pro-

bably be a modus Vivendi by which the
situation will be solved, as there is no
doubt that the Greeks will accept it.

Paris, March 12. In spite of the op-

position, the municipal council has
adopted a socialist motion to send the
Greek government a message of encour-
agement.

THEEE MU1DEBEBS HAHDLED BY

George Matthews Pays the Penalty for
Mnrderinc Another Man's Wife's Bus.

La Plata. Md., March 12. George Mat-

thews, the murderer of James J. Irwin,
was hanged in the jail yard here at S:30

today.
James J. Irwin, a prosperous but rath-

er illiterate farmer, was found dead in
his bed on the night of August 2, 1S96,

his brains having been blown out with i
shotgun. Investigation disclosed guilty
intimacy between the man's wife and
George Matthews. Embedded in the
brain of the murdered man was a scrap
of newspaper which had been used as
wadding for the load and in Matthews
cabin was found the newspaper from
which it had been torn. His arrest and
that of Mrs. Irwin followed. A verdict
of murder in the first degree was secur-
ed against Matthews, la then made a
confession, implicating Mrs Irwin as
an accessory. Tne woman secured a
change of venue to Baltimore and when
she was put on trial Matthews refused
to testify against her. He being sentenc-
ed to death there was no way to punish
him for contempt and the woman's ac-
quittal followed. A vigilance committee
was organized in Charles county and she
was warned not to return to that locali
ty, which warning she has thus far
obeyed. Matthews was removed to
Baltimore for safe keeping. He main-
tained a stoical demeanor and stead-

fastly refused to further implicate the
woman.

BURNED HIS VICTIMS.
St John, N. B., March 12. John E.

Sullivan was hanged today at Dorches-
ter, N. B. His crime was the murder of
Mrs. Eliza Dutcher and her son, six
years old, at Meadowbrook on the night
of September 11, 1S9S. Mrs. Dutcher
kept a small tavern but the only inmates
of the place at the time were herself, her
little son and a daughter ten years old.
Sullivan entered the place for the pur-
pose of robbery. Mrs. Dutcher was
awakened by the noise and made an
outcry. The robber thereupon attacked
her and killed her with an axe, after
which he assaulted the children, killing
the boy and bad.ly injuring the girl. Sul-

livan next fired the house and fled. The
flames aroused the neighbors and one
was able to enter through a rear door
and rescue the little girl. The charred
remains of the other two were found in
the ruins. The rescued child remained
unconscious for several weeks but fin-
ally recovered. It was her evidence that
convicted Sullivan.

ELECTROCUTED IN SING SING.
Sing Sing, March 12. Arthur Mayhew

was electrocuted in the penitentiary
here at llrlff 'o'clock a. m. today.

As Mayhew was being strapped into
the death chair he ejaculated: "Jesus
Christ have mercy on me," and to the
attending priests said That he was an
innocent man'and did not commit the
Murder for which he was condemned.

Mayhew added that he murderers
were Frank Alfred and John Wayne. Al-

fred's name had not previously been
connected with the crime. He is believ-
ed to be a negro of Hempstead, L. I.

Dr. Irvin. fhe prison physician, and the
other doctors who witnessed the execu-
tion, pronounced Mayhew dead c i min-
ute and nineteen seconds after the first
current was turned on. The bod3' was
then removed from the death house to
the dissecting room, where the autopsy
was held.

NEGRO RAPIST HANGED.
Houma. La., March 12. Willis Ed-

munds, a young negro, was hanged here
today, for attempting to rape and mur-
der a young white girl last May. He
confessed.

WALLING REPRIEVED.
Frankfort. Ky., March 12. It is off-

icially announced that Governor Bradley
has refused Scott Jackson's appeal for
executive clemency and unofficially an
nounced that he has reprieved Alonz-- j

Walling to some unknown date. Wai-
ting's attorney, Colonel Washington, is
confident now that Walling will not be
executed with Jackson. The governor
began consideration of the appeal o'
Walling today before announcing his de-

cision in Jackson's case. Walling's
friends had hoped for commutation of
sentence to life imprisonment. They
then sought a respite for one day only,
if not possible to get a longer respite.
They believed that if Jackson were
hanged first he would confess so as to
help Walling out.

INDORSED "REFUSED."
Frankfort, Ky., March 12. Governor

Bradley at 6 o'clock this morning wrote
"refused" across the back of the peti-

tion and decree in the case of Jackson,
murderer of Pearl Bryan, over which he
has been poring for two days. There
are the best of reasons, except the gov-

ernor's own word, for believing that ho
is going to respite Walling for as much
as three or four days. He will not pass
on Waliing's case before morning.

WON'T HANG HTM INSANE.
St. Louis. March 12. Governor Steph-

ens has ordered that Charles Dreher,
conv.cted and sentenced to hang for the
murder of his sweetheart, be commmit-te- d

to the Fulton insane asylum until
such time as he shall become sane, if
ever. This is in accordance with the ac
tion of the sheriffs jurVf wmch founa
Dreher insane. .

JENNIE DOTY STILL LIVES.

Jennie Doty, the young woman of n,

Ohio, who shot herself in the
head with suicidal intent in her room

serving a sentence for murder in the
Pennsylvania penitentiary, William
Loughbridge, the man now on trial, and
Jke "Weber, known as "Dutch Jake,"
all of them expert cracksmen robbed the
bjnk at Savannah, as charged, and then
drove to this city that night, where a
quarrel arose over the division of the
booty which eventually led to the arrest
of the gang. Loughbridge's trial will
be concluded tomorrow.

THE FURNACE WAS LOADED.
Pittsburg, Pa.. March 12. Three mem-

bers of the commission appointed by the
government to Inspect the steel plants of
the country with a view of obtaining in-

formation regarding the Iron industries,
met with an accident at the Carbon
Steel company's plant yesterday after-
noon. The commission, together with
several members of the Carbon Steel
company, were inspecting the ateel plant,
and came to a furnace from which th
fires had been drawn so that the furnace
could cool. The party were standing at
the furnace when one member struck a
match and placed it inside the furnace
door so that they could see the InsLl?.
The furnace was filled with gas, and au
explosion followed. Three members of
the commission had their faces and
hands burned and their hair and mous-
taches singed. The necktie of one of the
men caught fire and the clothing of the
others caught fire in several places.

The injured men were removed to the
company's office and the company's doc-

tor sent for. He attended to the injuries
and last night the members of the com-

mission left for Bostom The names of
the injured men were not given out. One
of them is a captain in the United States
navy and another a lieutenant. A strong
effort was made to keep the accident a
secret, but it leaked out, however, but
too late to secure the names. '

MOTOR WORKS BURNED.
Indianapolis, Ind.. March 12. The Jen-ne- y

electric motor works at the Panhan-
dle crossing on the Belt Line railroad on

the eastern edge of this city, was entirely
destroyed by fire at 2 o'clock this morn-
ing. The company manufactured electric
motors. The loss is 535.000. including the
building, machinery and patterns. It is
thought the fire was started by charged
light wires.

FIRE IX CHICAGO.
Chicago. March 12. Fire broke out

this evening in the building occupied by
the John A. Tolman company, wholesale
grocers, at Michigan avenue and Lake
street, and, driven by a strong north-

west wind, spread to the upper stories
of the building of 10. 12. and 14 Lake
street, occupied by Chase & Sanborn's
coffee and spice house. The flames gain-

ed great headway throughout the entire
upper part of the Tolman building, and
spread to the lower flors. On the Mich-

igan avenue side the firemen were bad-
ly handicapped by the loss of the water
tower, which fell Into the flames on nt

cf some accident to the steering
apparatus. On the opposite side of the
avenjue the buildings occupied by Bell,
Grand & Co., and the Thompson & Tay-

lor Spice company caught fire several
times from flying sparks, but were not
seriously damaged. After three hours
hard work, the fire was under control.
The stock of the xoiman company,
which was valued at $400,000, will proba-
bly be a complete loss. Chase & San-

born's stock was valued at $175,000, but,
with the exception of the destruction of
a stock of tea on the top floor, their Ios3
will not be heavy. Both firms were ful-

ly insured.
