He
quoted a decision of th supreme court,
made in 106, in support of his conten-
tion, and a decision of the supreme court
of owa, which held no prohibition against
an ex post facto law to the effect that a
retrospective law was not necessarily an
ex post facto law. This law would be
retrospective, he said, in that it would
levy customs duties on merchandise
bought 'or shipped after tomorrow He
declared that it was a'liberal provision In
that it did not apply to goods now
afloat

HIS STRONGEST POINT.
Mr Grosvenor's strongest point was that

BAILEY CONCLUDES IT.

ent laws in action at the same time. The
proposition of the ways and means com-
mittee is that congress shall have the
power to compel the people of the United
States to live at the same time under
two diffrent and conflicting laws. Even
if, by some strange decision of a court,
congress could exercise that power, it
would not be wise to exercise It You
propose to put the people under laws that
are yet in the unfathomable wisdom of
the United States senate."

ON THE HOME STRETCH.
The debate having been ended, Mr.

Grosvenor proposed an amendment to

Mr. AJien (Dem., Miss.) stirred up a
contrcersy by his statement that the
bill placed binding twine op the free
l.st and cotton ties on the dutiable list.

TRUSTS THE SENATE.
Mr. Johnson (Rep., Ind.) declared that

the bill was not the result of careful,
painstaking deliberations of the house,
because there had been no time given to
go over it by sections and make amend
ments.

"If this bill was to become a law in the
precise terms in which It will pass the
house I would hesitate to give it my sup-
port," he said, "but, because I believe
the senate will make It a consistent pro
tection measure I propose to vote for it"

One of the features of the closing hour
of the debate was a brief speech by Mr.
White R(ep., S. C.) the only colored man
In the house, in commendation of the
bill.

Messrs. Smith (Dem., Ky.), Wilson
(Dem., S. C), Mahan. Clark (Dem, Mo.),
W. A .Stone (Rep.. Pa.) and Curtis (Rep.,
Ia.) made brief remarks.

M'MILLIN "DEFIES."
As the hour for voting arirved the ex-

citement Increased. Fifteen .minutes be-

fore 3o'clock Mr. McMillin of Tennnesee
was recognized for five minutes to close
the debate for his side. He briefly re-

viewed the "extraordinary" methods by
which the bill was being "brought to a
vote. He charged that amendments werq
cut off because the leaders of the ma-
jority feared they might ba crushed by
their own cohorts.

"I defy you now,' he said, "to give us
an opportunity to amend the sugar sche-
dule, which was framed to protect the
biggest trust in the country. And today
you crown the infamy of the bill by
making it retroactive."

Mr. McMillin concluded by having
read at the clerk's desk the words of
Speaker Reed, then on the opposition, on
the occasion of the passing of the Wil-

son bill.
"With those words," said he, "I let the

bill go forth to the Just execration of a
robbed and outraged people.V (Demo-

cratic applause.)
DINGLEY CLOSES.

Mr. Dingley then took the floor and
closed the debate m a speech.
In calm words he spoke of the extra-
ordinary circumstances which produced
the exigency which congress had been
called in extra session to meet. The
ways and means committee had labored
faithfully for months to adjust duties to
present conditions. There might be some
httled issatisfactlon with rates. He as-

sured his colleagues and the country that
he felt confident that .the bill would ac-

complish the purpose for which it was
framed.

THE HOUR OF THREE.
When the hammer fell, at exactly 3

o'clock, the Republlcanc gave thfir lead-

er a ringing round of applause, which
was taken up by the galleries. It contin-

ued for several minutes. The debate be-

ing at an end. the committee rose, and
the toil: and pending amendments were
reported to the house by Mr. Sherman.

Mr. ailey demanded a separate vote
on the amendment fixing tomorrow a the
date on which the bill shall go into ef-

fect. The other amendments were adopt-

ed in gross, with on.y formal opposition.
A roll call was demanded on he

amendment, ard it was adopted,
200 to 140. The combined opposition of
Democrats, Populists and free silverltes
voted against the amendment, except Mr.
Newlands, (Sllvente, New.) who oted
for it, and Messrs. Hartman (Silvente,
Mont.,) Jones (FusSonlst) Wash.) Martin
(Pop.. X. C.) Snafroth (Silverite. CoL)
Shuford. (Pop., X. C) and Stroud (Pop.,
X C) who did not vote.

MOTIOX TO
The bill was then ordered to be read,
fter which (Mr. Dockery (Dem.. Mo..)

offered the motion for the minority to
the bill with instructions. -

Mr. Dingley. however, Immediately
demanded the previous question an the
motion, which was ordered, and without
debate the vote was taken npoc it by
yeas and nays. The motion to
was losit, 14S to 196. The Republicans
voted solidly against the motion, and the
combined opposition, with the exception
of Mr. Xewlands, for it.

Mr. Hartman, Mr. Jones of Washing-
ton, Mr. Martin of Xorth Carolina, Mr.
Shafroth of Colorado, Mr. Shuford and
Mr. Stroud of Xorth Carolina, who did
not vote In the preceeding votes, were
recorded in favor of the motion.

SOLID REPULICAX RAXKS.
The roll call on the passage of the bill

was then taken, and followed with in-

terest. Xot a break occurred In the Re-
publican ranks. Five Democrats, Messrs.
Meyer, Broussard, and Davey of Louisi-
ana, and Kleberg and Slayden of Texas,
voted with the majority.

Mr. Howard of Alabama was the only
Populist whovoted for the bill, but 20
of the Populfsts1, fusionists and silver-it- es

declined to record themselves either
way. Before announcing the result of the
vote, the speaker directed his name to be
called.

"Mr. Reed," shouted the clerk.
"Aye," replied the speaker.
The Republicans applauded vigorously

and when the speaker announced the re
sult "Ayes 205; nays 122; absent and
not voting 21, and so the bill is passed,"
the Republicans arose en masse and
cheered. The galleries joined in the de-

monstration.
Immediately afterward, on Mr. Ding-ley- 's

motion, the house adjourned until
Saturday.

SEXATOK HOAR'S AMEND3IEXT

Preserving the Semite's Treaty-Maki-

Function is Adopted.
Washington, March 31. The senate to-

day began voting on the miscellaneous
amendments i.? the Anglo-Americ- ar-

bitration treatyy. The proceedings were
conducted in executive session, but it is
understood they were confined almost ex-
clusively tD the numerous votes taken.

Act'on upon the amendments offered by
Senator Hoar was the first taken and sev-
eral senators expressed the opinion that It
would render any further amendment
unnecessary. There were six roll calls
during the session.

The fi-- st roll call was upon Senator
Hoar's amendment. It was adopted by
an overwhwelming majority.

The final amendment was 54 to 13, but
there had beer, four changes In favor of
the amendment before this result was
reached, making seventeen votes origi-
nally cast in opposition. The text of this
amendment is substantially as follows:

"Any difference, which, In the judg-
ment of either power materially affects
its honor or its domestic or foreign pol ..y
shall not be referred to arbitration under
this treaty except by special agreement,
nor shall .thy question as to continuance
in force of any treaty which has previ-cusl- y

been made It is further explicitly
specified and agreed that any agreement
entered into by the contracting parties
under this treaty shall be signed by the
president of the United States, and re-

ceive the approval of the senate by a
bwo-rhlr- vote before it becomes bind
ing upon either Great Britain or the Uni-
ted States."

The provision In regard to the continu-
ance of existing treaties was Inserted
for the protection of the United States.
In connection with the Cldyton-Bulw- er

treaty.
The only other affirmative action was

the adoption, by a vote of 47 to 23, of the
series of amendments offered by Senator
Foraker. The amendments are to each
article providing for'a tribunal of arbltra
tion and declare that each case submitted
to arbitration must be tried by a sepa-
rate tribunal.

The arbitrators appointed on the part
of the United States are to be nominated
by the president and confiremed by the
senate.

The Chilton amendment, providing for
the submission of all agreements to the
senate, was laid on the table by an aye
and nay vote, because, as was urged,
the provision was included in the Hoar
amendment.

There were many senators, however,
who were of the opinion that the Chilton
amendment was preferable on the point
covered by it, because more explicit, and
the vote was comparatively close.

Senator Hoar stated his purpose to
make a point of order against the sub-
stitute when offered, and there is no
doubt it will be sustained.

When the senate adjourned at 4 o'clock
it was with the understanding that the
final vote on the amendments should be
taken at 4 o'clock tomorrow, amendments
to be presented tomorrow under the te

rule.
After this time no further amendments

will be in order under the agreement of
last week, but there is no date fixed for
ethe vote upon the treaty itself.

Senator Davis made an effort io se-
cure unanimous consent to take the vote
on either Friday of this week or Monday
of next week, but Senator Stewart made
objection.

WASHOUT FOLLOWS BLOCKADE.
Aberdeen, S. D.. March 31. The wash-

out has succeeded the snow blockade in
all this section. Fully one-thi- of the
surface of the ground seems to be under
water, and the end Is not yet. Eeastern
trains on the Milwaukee and North- -
western systems could not get within
fifty miles of this city last night and
two hours before its departing time the
regular Hastings and Dakota passenger
was abandoned. Twenty washouts are
reported on the Northwestern. The Mil-
waukee track south is submerged for a
long distance. Immense bodies of water
are tributary to streams on the Hast-
ings and Dakota east and the Harlem
line north of Andover and in many
places the tracks are covered two or
three feet deep. Interruption to traffic
will continue for a week or more. Rain
is now falling.

JIM RIVER OX THE BOOM.
Huron, S. D., March 31. The Jim riv-

er is over half a mile wide here and is
rising nearly an inch an hour. Ice be-
gan moving last night, gorging heavily,
and was broken wfth dynamite. The
cemetery bridge and one six miles be-
low have gone out. The high water
mark of 1S31 is likely to be passed. Re-
ports from the north say heavy rains
are falling and all streams are rising,
indicating that the worst of the flood hes
not yet been reached. It rained here all
the forenoon.

SNOW PLOWS SXOWED UP.
Cheyenne? Wyo., March 31. The bliz-sai- d

continued all night. The streets of
the city are piled full of snow. All Un
ion Pacific freight trains have been
abandoned and passenger trains are in
a bad pHgh:. The train which left
Denver at 6 o'clock last night became
stalled in big drifts half a mile east of
the Cheyenne depot The overland flyer
got stuck in the snow at Hillsdale, twen-
ty miles east of this city, and Xo. 2, the
caslbound flyer, was tied up at Red
Buttes. near Laramie, unable to climb
Sharman mountain. The westbound fly-
er from here was abandoned. The big
rotary plows worked all day yesterday
and up until midnight, but even these
were finally snowed up and unable to
keep the road open. It is growing cold-
er and unless the storm lets up the loss
of property' and sicck will be awful.

Lead, S. D., March 31. Two and a half

feet of snow has fallen all over the
Black Hills and more is coming. Trains
are all delayed. The storm Is the same
that raged last night in Wyoming. It
ia the worst in years.

Athens, March 31. Colonel Vassos,
commander of the Greek forces in Crete,
has telegraphed the following message
to King George:

"Contrary to their promises, the ad-

mirals have permitted bands of armed
Mussulmans at Oandamo to pillage and
burn houses outside the town, while
every act of defense on the part of the
Christians provokes bombardment by
the foreign farships. The admirals send
their governments false dispatches de-

claring that I am guilty of cruelties;
that I have massacred the prisoners
taken at Maiaxa, and that, despite my
solemn declaration to the contrary, I
intended to attack Canea. I shall ad
dress to the admirals an energetic pro-

test"
Canea, March 31. 8 p. m. Colonel

Vassos, In pursuance of the promise he
made in his heliograph message to King
George, has sent a strongly worded pro-

test to the admirals. He charges the
representatives of the powers with vio
lating the pledge that Mussulmans re-

leased at Candamo and disarmed should
not be allowed to attack the Christians
again. He condemns the shelling of
Cretans by the foreign fleets and ap-

peals to the people of Europe to end the
prefnt policy, which, he says, Is fraught
w'th untold horrors and threatens the
entire population of the Island with ex-

termination.
SHELLED BY THE POWERS.

Canea, March 31. The Christians have
(bombarded the blockhouse. above the
Izeddln fort, which, together with the for
eign Ironclads, replied with sheels. The
bombardment was continued until 11

o'clock at night, and was resumed this
morning.

Canea. March 31. The Insurgents, by
a bold stroke, occupied the hill on the
soutn side of Suda Bay Jast evening.
Tbpy were promptly shelled by the Brit-
ish. Austrian and Russian warships. At
daybreak today the firing was resumed,
and the Cretans were driven from their
positions. As soon as the firing ceased
they made another attempt to recover
tlie and the warships promptly
resumed the firing, which was very
heavy for several hours. During the
cannonade three Turks were killed and
five wounded.

The Russian consul at Retimo reports
that when he communicated to the
Cretans at Siphoulos the proclamation
of the admirals Inviting them to lay
down their arms, the Cretans replied
that the only boon they would accept
from the powers was political union with
Greece.

FLAG OF TRUCE FIRED ON".

Constantinople, March 31. The ambas-

sadors have called the aettentlon of th?
Turkish government to the action of the
Turkish soldiery at Canea In firing upon
a parry of Christians bearing a flag of
truce.

POWERS TALK TOO MUCH.
London, March 31. At a banquet giv-

en In his honor this evening at the Na-

tional Liberal club. Lord Klmberley,
leader of the Liberal party In the house
of lords, severely arraigned the powers
for their systematic proclamations In
dealing with the Greco-Creta- n affair. He
complained that every action was taken
too late to accomplish the end desired.

"The sultan," he said, "should be re-

quired to move his troops from the
Island of Crete instantcr, and if he re-

fuses, then the powers ought to remove
them.

"The feeling In this country is that the
whole might of Great Britain should be
used promptly and effectually for free-

dom and for peace "
WAR IS INEVITABLE.

London, March 31. A dispatch from
the correspondent of the Dally Chronicle
at Elassona, the headquat ters of the Tur-

kish army in Macedonia, says:
"My opinion Is unchanged. War is In-

evitable if the negotiations of tha powers
fail. Thirty thousands insurgents, arm-

ed to the teeth, are waiting at a certain
point on the frontier. A week from today
Is the anniversary of Greek independence
and it is difficult to believe it can pass
without the enthusiasm breaking its
bounds, though Prince Constantino's or-

ders are to exercise the utmost strictness
to prevent unauthorized action."

The correspondent of the Daily Chroni-
cle at Volo, Greece, telegraphs:

"A thousand reservists reached Volo to- -

day. This is extremely important and I
am confident that the National society is
beginning to move. A public meeting
'held here this afternoon ent a deputa-
tion to welcome Prince Con?tantlne and
tell him that the whole population hop5
ior an immediate advance. Th crown
prince thanked them for their loyalty
and devotlocv and said:

"I am confident that If the crjel neces-
sity of war should arise we shall be ready
to do our duty for our country. Let n
still hope, however that peace wlIT crown
cus just and patriotic ambitions; In the
meanwhile. let us feel perfect confldeace
in the dediox5 of the king and the to-

tal authorities, who. without uocbl. wifl
take every step necessary for the safety
anu nonor 01 me ounir.

The
Turkish guns In Fort Izzedln could take
only a small part in the firing, as most
of them were directed seaward, but a
Turk.&h frigate shelled the Insurgents
freely, though with little effect.

An hour later the foreign men-of-w-

signified their Intention to bombard.
The Dozlastlchy fired first, then her ma-

jesty's steamship Ardent and finally the
Austrian gunboat Togar. Each vessel
fired In its turn, aiming chiefly at the
Greek flag, which was hoisted above the
stonewall. The Ardent ceased iirjig at,J9:30 o'clock, but the Groziast.chy. rang
ing close in shore, by degrees pounded
down the wall, yard by yard, every shot
telling.

"In spite of the heavy cannonade the
Cretans held their ground stoutly, even
throwing out skirmishers to repel the
Turkish outposts, though thy 'were com-

pelled to abandon their own principal
positions behind the stone wall.

"At 9:45 a. m. her majesty's steamship
Camperdown, the outmost of the iron-
clads, began firing six-In- shells. The
Cretans thereupon retired sloghtly, but
continued a heavy Are until 10 'ckck,
when the Camperdown. at a range of
6.100 yards, fired her big guns.

"The effect was Instantaneous. Three
out of four of the shells burst directly in
the center of the insurgent position, and
the Cretans fled helter-skelte- r.

"The aim of the gunners was perfect,
while the formidable noise of the enor-
mous shells hulling through the aid wns
alone enough to frighten any enemy.
Things were now getting too tot to last
and the insurgent flag was speedily low-

ered. The Cretans In full retreat were
hastened by the fire of the Grosziattschy
and the Tiger, which poured In. with ex-

treme accuracy of tlm, a succession of
shells.

"At 10:15 o'clock the last sheW. fell.

Seeing thatlthe object of the bombard-

ment wa saccompllshed. the Russian nnd
Austrian warships steamed away for
blockade service. The Ardent returned
to Suda. The Turkish sold.ery ealWed

quietly from the forts, occucp.ed the po-

sition held by the Insurgents, hoisted the
Ottoman flag with manifestations of de-

light, and even advanced acros? the;
open with coolness, though exposed to
the continuous firing of the Insurgent
sharpshooters, who remameu in me ra-

vine up to the last moment.
At 11:30 a. m., the Turks were still

pouring a rattling rifle fire upon the re-

treating masses of the insurgents, who
replied with wonderful spirit. The splen-

did defense of the position excited th
admiration of all.

Until the Camperdown began to flr
heavy Shells the ln?urgente rather gained

than lot ground, in spite of the tremen-

dous fire of th Russ'ar. and Austrian
vessels. Altogether about one hundred

shells were fired"
