GREEKS' EPIRUS DEFEAT.

London, April 28—A dispatch 1o the
Dafly Mail from Patra®, dated Tuesday
evening, say2:

“The Greeks have suffered their first
Ereat reverse In Epirus and the eitpation
has changed with startling suddenness.
Wher I last telegraphed the Yurks were
in full and disorderly retreat toward Ja-
nina and the Gresks were joyously ad-
vancing. For some unaccountable reason
the absurdly inadequate foree of only
1,900 mer was detached from Phillippiada
to seize Pentepigadia. On entering Penia
pigadia some irregulars fired by misiake
upon the Gresks. During ths confusion
which followed 3,000 Turkish infantry ar-
rived fram Janica and instantly atiacked
the Greek2. A desperate and bloody hand
to hand encounter ensued. The Turks ul-
tered demonfacal yvelis and showed the
greatest ferocity, while the Greske, who
had been without food al’ night long arcd
were hopelessly outnumbersd, ware taken
at considerahle disadvantags. An hour
after thne fight began two companiss of
Turks oocupied a hill on the Greek flank
ard opened a deadly fire. The Gresks
broke in confosion and fiad In panic. With
the greatest difficulty their officers ral-
lled them and lad them back to the front,
where they renewed the battle sgainst
overwhelming odds. Major Commundaro
commarded them. All day he fought in
tha front line, Two horses wers zhot un-
der him. and he was twice wounded, bat
ha seemad to bear a charmed life. A
Greek Cieut=pant, an Italian volonteer and
five privatss rushed opon the Turks
Five of the sever dropped dead before
they got anywhers nsar the enem)y, and
the sixth was woundesd. Another private
when the Greseks fled, fought the Turks
from behind a rock for five hours, until
ne was killed. At T o'clock In the ever-
ing the Gresk ammunition falled. The
men ware faint fraom want of food, and
the retreat call- was sounded. - A second
Gireek force of infantry, cavalry ard fisid
artiilery, advancing by another road, ar-
rived an hour too late. This also retreat-
ed in great disorder. The Turks now
hald Pentepigadia, which might, howeves,
be attacked by art!llery. The Gresks are
greatly depressed and discouraged. The
rétreat is much discassad here, and no or=
can exp.ain it except upon the hypothesis
that there was a risk of the Turks disem-
barking a force at Prevesa, and so cui-
ting off our escapa. The Greeks have sa-
cured & reverse, but Greek honor is not
Jost.”

“PERFECT ORDER."”

PROVISIONS SCARCE.
