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CIRCUS WAS SOLD

MR. OAEL ALLEN BEING THE B,

PAYING $6000.

Big Crowd Assembled at the Court House

Yesterday to Witness the Sale County

Attorney Amldon Conducted the Sale

for Sirs. aicMahon The General Im-

pression is That Mr. Allen I'urchascd
the Property for Mrs. McMahon Walter
Xt Slain, of Circus Tame, au Interested
Spectator.

The estate of Joseph B. McMahon, de-

ceased, was sold at public auction yes-

terday morning to Mr. Carl Allen for
55,000.00, at the west door of the court
house by Mr. S. B. Amidon.

It was a heterogenous crowd which
assembled before County Attorney
Amidon. who had been delegated by
Mrs. McM3lion, administratrix of the
estate, to conduct the S3le. There were
possibly 200 men and boys who were on
the scene to see the outcome of the
auction. There were some well dressed
gentlemen with b.g diamonds in their
shirt fronts who stood about with con-

siderable interest depicted on their
faces. It was thought by the crowdvthat
they were the representatives of other
circuses and that they were on the
ground to bid on the property. But it
was the boys who displayed more inter-
est in the affair than any of the men.
From rhe conversation overheard, it
would seem that the boys had expected
the whole c.rcus to be brought to the
court house and exhibited.

One youngster nudged another and
said: "I guess the elephants will be
here pretty soon." The pther answer-
ed, "suppose so. Too bad that the band
won't be with the circus." Like conver-
sation between the boys was kept up
until Mr. Amidon appeared and read the

This was too much for the boys
and they gradually disappeared, their
plices being filled by men, whose curi-
osity was unduly developed.

Mr. Amidon, accompanied by Mrs.
McMahon, walked out of the probate
court room to the west door of the court
houe. Mrs. McMahon was provided
with a chair immediately behind Mr.
Amidon, the crowd being to the side?
and in front of him. Mr. Amidon pro-ced-

to read the notice of the sale and
tne order which had been issued by
Probate Judge Haymaker. He said the
ent.rc show would be offered for sale,
utn the exception of a private car and

one team of horses, which .were the per-
gonal property of Mrs. McMahon.

Alter reading the notices. Mr. Amidon
said: "What am I bid." Mr. AJlen said.
'$6,000 00." After the usual: "Do I

hear the 37,000," which was repeated
S2veral times, the property was knocked
down to Mr. Allen. As soon asthe sale
was concluded the crowd dispersed.
Farmer Doolittle created a laugh by
hallowing out in a loud voice: "Who
made that b'd." Mr. Allen was former-
ly tne treasurer of the McMahon circus
and was Mr. McMthon's confidential
man. The general supposition is that
he bought the property for Mrs. Mc-

He paid the cash for the property.

Walter L.. Main, of circus fame, was
the only circus man who was present at
the sale. He did not offer to bid, but it
was understood that he desired the ele-

phants. However, he only was an
spectator.

Just prior to offering the property for
sale in bulk, Mr. Amidon said that he
would sell any part of the property
should any desire to purchase. "When he
said this, Mr. Costello, who was former-
ly a partner of McMahon and who now
has a suit pending against the estate
for $5,100.00, said: "I desire to bid on
the elephants."

Mr. Amidon said: "How muoh do you
bid?" Mr. Costello answered: "Two
thousand five hundred dollars." When
Mr. Costello said this, Mr. Amidon
smiled a sarcastic smile, and said:
".Everybody knows that Mr. Costello
has no money." This seemed to rattle
Mr. Costello.

Continuing, Mr. Amidon said: "This
Is a cash sale; have you the money?"

The said: "I can get it"
"Well, go and get it, and I will cry
your bid. I will give you ten minutes."
Mr. Costello intimated that it would not
be time enousrh. "Well." sa.d Sam. "I
will delay the sale long enough for you
to go to any bank in the city and re-

turn. Do you want to go to the bank?"
Mr. Costello shook his head, patted

his hand against his side in nervous
agitation an.l said "nope."

This ended the business and the crowd
disappeared.

The sale was made by the order of the
probate judge. The court is not allowed
to tun the business of a circus or any
other line wherein the stock is perisha-
ble. The court would be compelled to
tell any perishable property, if they
were only offered one dollar. The sale
must occur within forty days after the
aeath of the owner. This is why the
43 le took place yesterday.

There has been a great many demands
made against the estate and filed" in the
court. Some of the bills, It Is said, have
been paid and that Mrs. McMahon hold"?
the receipts of the parties who are now
asking to be paid by the court for what
they have already been paid for.

A gentleman who has authority to
speak, said yesterday that Mrs. Mc-
Mahon had signified an Intention, and in

'some cases bad already paid some of
the bills which were owed by the estate.
He also said that some of the bills were
exorbitant and unjust, and would not
hkely be allowed by the court It was
his opinion that somebody was malici-
ously getting certain persons to present
bills which had already been settled.

The law specifies that the bill of
the undertaker shall be allowed first, the
physicians second and the mortgage
th.rd. As these bills are more than the
estate sold for, it would eem that there
is no money to pay the other bills. But
it seems to be the general Impression
and it is borne out by what Mrs. Mc-
Mahon said, that all just claims will be
paid.
