Manufactares.

In ealico printing one-teuth of a cent
& yard isa fair profit. In paper manu-
facture three to five per cent. upon the
product will yield ten per cent. upon the
capital ipvested. Tn sugar refining
one-sixteenth of a cent profit upon a
poned is more than satisfactory. In
making pianos the average wages of
the operatives are high, as compared to
cotton and shoes, and the capital in-
volved comparntively small, Wages in
the piano factories of New York and
Poston average nearly $20 a weel, tak-
ing the whole shop, but the profit upon
the product in good years runs as high
as 15 per cent.  In the manufacture of
locomotives the average wage is high,
no woman finding employment, while
in the manufacture of small nrms it is
correspondingly low, women being
largely emploved. Reviowing the
whole field, it will ba found that the
product of factories is constantly grow-
Inginvalue and wagesinereasing, ascom-
pared to the capital involved. Some
economists assert that capital’s share
of the profits is constantly decreasing,
while that of labor increases, but this
is atill a mooted point, The difference
between the cost of manufacture and
the retail selling price, or the
chare falling to the middleman or
man, varies according to the class

of product, the rule being that in|

staple goods it is small, and grow-
ing smsller every year, while with
fancy goods and what are known as
novelties it is large. Common heavy
cotton cloth. costing eight cemts to
make, sells at retail for about nine cents;
fancy calicoes mey eell at retail for
