SHARES rOLLOW AS LONG A8 LOI-DO- S

18 LEADING.

Later Failles Back Belew the Oassdag
Point, Cloaiag With the Early Gala aad
Some Besides Lost, as a General Bale-G-old

Actually Eagaged aad Kaners of
More for Shipment Have Maeh to do
With tlie Case Bonds Stiller, With For-
eign Baying Governments Reactionary

London Markets Continue Good.

New York, May 1L Today's market
for stocks continued to be strong and
prices advanced all around as long as
the London exchange was In session to
impart its buoyant influence to the lo-

cal market. The dealings showed some
animation and increase in the volume
and the rise in price was easy and unin-
terrupted. But the spirit of pessimism
was too strong to last very long after
the adjournment of the London ex-

change, even with London continuing to

buy quite heavily in this market after
the close of its exchange. The prices of
Americans in London have halted some-

what up to this time, In spite of the gen-

eral improvement in that market grow-
ing out of the subsidence of the alarm
oer the war in the east, because Lon-
don waited for New York to give the
cue for an advance. Today, however,
the general tone In LondoD was so strong
and tne improvement so general that 1:
extended to the Americans without
waiting for New York's initiative. The
cessation of" the day's trading in Lon-
don was followed by the announcement
here of a $500,000 gold shipment on
Thnrsday.and this was followed by a va- -
gue rumor that shipments for the week
would probably reach a "total of $7,000,-00- 0.

Although gold shipments have been
expected and confidently predicted for
this week, the bulls lost heart In face of
the actual announcement, and the whole
market sold off with no subsequent re-

currence of decisive strength. As a mat
ter of fact, exchange rates ceased per-
ceptibly with the offerings of bills
against the gold shipment, and the large
purchases of securities by London here,
estimated at 15,000 shares of stock and
large blocks of railway bonds. The im-

provement in the price of Kaffirs in Lon-
don today is another factor to be con
sidered in tne exchange situation, as the
heavy hquidation-- of Paris holdings of
these securities onjthe London market is
the reputed causejof the Paris demand
on London for gold, and, indirectly, of
the shipments of (gold from New York
to Paris. These elements in the situa-
tion make the volume of gold to be ship-
ped from here this week still more prob-
lematical, with a growing likelihood that
they will bo less, rather 'than more, than
was anticipated. But these considera-
tions did not allay the apprehensions of
the traders and they allowed prices to
decline. As a consequence, net changes
on the day are generally very narrow,
but as a general rule all of the early
gain is more than lost, with resulting net
losses of a fraction, the volume of deal-

ings greatly diminishing on the decline.
Chicago Gas, St Paul, Burlington, and
Western Union were the most active
stocks, in the order named. Burling-
ton's range was a point, with a net loss
of a narrow fraction, while St. Paul re-

tained a fraction of its early gain. Chi-

cago Gas advanced 1 S per cent and de-

clined a point. Western Union advanc--

j ed 1 8 per cent on coverings and gain
ed o- -s per cent net. Jiannatian aiso
was strong early and gained 2 per cent,
butafterward lost 1 8 per cent. The
net losses in the coalers were wider than
elsewhere, extending to a point in New
Jersey Central. Foreign buying was re-

sponsible for advances of 2 S per cent
in Norfolk and Western preferred, and
1 2 per cent do. common and Oregon
Navigation preferred. Sugar moved nar
rowly.

Th4
sales were $1,194,000.

Governments display a reactionary
tendency and sagged slightly on sales of
$39,000.

Kaffirs
closed, under the best, but Americans fin-
ished at the top, Norfolk and Western
being practically favored. The Japan-
ese 5 per cent sterling loan of 3,500,000
pounds is expected daily; the issue
price Is not known. The market feature
at the moment is easy money. A good
deal, however, depends on whether the
new Japanese loan means extensive
gold withdrawals. As to this nothing is
known. The Paris and Berlin markets
were firm.
