That the
price will hold up or go higher the indf-
are all favorable. The English
wheat erop does not give promise of a
fall averaze vield, and there are judi-
cations that the yield of France will be
a0 mueh reduesl that imports of about
S oin e bushels will be necessary to
make zood the deficlency. These fea-
fires of the foreign wheat sitnation are
American producers, who
probably taise more wheat this
sensan than they did Iast year.
