BELLAMY THROWS COLD WATER
Advises Folk to Let Deb' Sscial Democ-

racy Alonft.
New York, June 26. The Herald's cor-

respondent at Springfield. Mass., cays:
"Debs' plan is a stupendous undertak-

ing, and one; fraught with great danger,"
said lEdward Bellamy to me today, when
I called upon him at his pretty home in
Chicopee Falls.

Mr., Bellamy has been vredited in some
places as being a with Debs
in his project to colonize some state like
Washington or Utah, and there establish
the brotherhood of the com-

monwealth, with the idea of affording the
world a mammoth object lesson in com-

munism and socialism.
"Regarding the plan," said Mr. Bella-

my, "I know as much as any one who

has read the accounts of the convention
at Chicago, and no more. Not knowing
more. I can neither condemn nor indorse
H, but how is Mr. Debs to move 100.000

men? Who is to support them while they
are getting the settlement ready for the
start toward che system which is de-

sired?
"The railroads are not in favor of

changed conditions, and so no help can
be expected of therii in transports? the
men. Full fares will have to be paid,
and unless a man can draw a check for
five or six millions he can not very well
send a hundred thousand men to Utan or
Washington. The railroads are satisfied
with the present conditions, or prefer
them to conditions which would reduce
their gains and power.

"It is a stupendous undertaking. I am
Interested in it, just as every student of!
political economy and social problems
must be. but have not the slightest Idea
how Mr. Debs hopes to carry out his
plans.

"But really. I do not see the reason
why men who believe that the present
cider; of things is all wrong have any call
to get together in one community. It
seem? to me that they should remain at
home and spread the truth among their
friends and neighbors and convert: them.
Only In this way can the conditions now
existing be overthrown.

St. Louis, June 26.--. H. H. Clark,

president and one of the receivers of the

Union Pacific railway, who is convalesc-

ing from a serious illness at his resi-

dence here, was interviewed today on
affairs pertaining to the road under his
control. He had read the Associate
Press dispatch giving particulars of the
action of the senate commirtete on rail-

roads in "Washington, with reference to

the Union Pacific, and said, regarding
the resolution of Senator Harris of Kan-
sas, which was reported favorably:
,"I can only see in this the usual ob-

structive measure to any reasonable
and sensible business-lik- e plan of set-

tling the differences between the gov-

ernment and the Pacific roads.
"There will never be a better plan of

settling up the Pacific railway difference
with the government than that suggest-
ed in the plan of reorganization, now be-

fore congress. It is just, it is equitable,
and what is of greater consequence, it
would 'be a settlement that would settle.
The country is tired of , the controversy.
The people realize that the government
has an equity, but they admit that it
has been p3id, in a general way, in the
form of benefits, ten times the amount
of the equity. ,

That was the most equitable, the most
sensible and, I may say, the most gen-

erous proposition that was ever offered
the government for a settlement of the
Pacific railway problem, and it ought to
be gladly accepted by the government's
representatives. To obstruct it now, by
captious resolutions of senate commit-
tees and other measures which offer
nothing better, is little less than crimi-
nal."

VETKRANS PREFERENCE LAW
And Row It Does Not Seem to Ratify In

Boston.
Boston, June 26. Superintendent of

Streets Wells does not believe that the
veterans' preference law works to the
best advantage of the city of Boston so

far as his department is concerned..
Under him are a large number of old

soldiers, and since the' law of 1S98 scores
of veterans are sent to him on every re-

quisition made on the civil service com-

mission for laborers in the street depart-
ment. On one occasion recently In re-

sponse to a requisition of Mr. Wells. 100

veterans were sent to him, all of whom
were rejected because of advanced age,
wh'.ch rendered them incapable of per-
forming the services required.

The superintendent, too, objects to be-

ing held to a fixed standard of efficiency
if he is compelled to accept the services
of veterans unfitted by reason of age
to perform the duties required of them.

His reason for objecting to the veter-
ans is fully set forth in the appended
statement by him:

"The veterans' preference law passed
in 1S95 and in 1S96 is unjust
to the head of this department and un-

fair to the men. Under this act veter-

ans take the preference in appointment,
and in a draft for laborers or other em-

ployes the veterans on the list must
fast be appointed.

"As an example of this a requisition
was made on the civil service commis-

sion for fifty men for sewer work. A
list of over 100 veterans was the answer,
and these men must ail be employed be-

fore the regular list could be reached.
"The ages of these men ranged from

50 to G5 years. The entire list was re-

jected on the ground cf unfitness for the
service, and it was necessary to cur-ta- li

the work for the time being.
"The work of the street department

requires strong and vigorous men, and
it is unfair to hold the head of the de-

partment to a certan standaid of
and tie his hands as regards hi3

laoor fircc. Tn:s year in the depart-
ment are many men who have grown old

in the service of the city, and after
years of severe labor, if their record
is good, they should receive the lighter
placs3 --vaere the work is fitted to their
.., "

There would be no oojeetlon to giving
the veterans the preference so tnat j

they migh be selected, but it should not
be made compulsory.

"Further than this, the law provides
that no veteran shall be discharged, sus-

pended, reduced :n pay. or transferred
without a hearing before the mayor, no
matter wiiat tne cause or onense may
v,e antj before such suspension be made
pav js claimed under the law until such
jme a3 case has been heard and de- -

cided by the mayor.
