Made by Alitnnt aeoretarr Web. Davis
nml Affecting: ilonej Cases.

Washington, July S. Many pension
cases are affected by the following rul-
ings which have just been made 'by As-

sistant Secretary of the Interior Web-
ster Davis:

"In the cla:m of Francis Franck, of
Company H. Sixteenth Michigan infant
ry, the department holds that a claim-
ant who has attained the age of 65 years
shall be deemed entitled to atleast the
minimum rate of pension unless the evi-
dence dicloses an unusual vigor and abil-
ity for the performance of manual la-

bor in one of that age.
In the case of Edward Moore, of the

Fourteenth Independent "battery, Ohio
light artillery, this policy is laid down:

"When it shall be shown that the pen-
sioner's right to have the pension inure
wholly to his benefit, is being abridged
or forfeited 'by the malfeasance of the
guardian, and that the appointing court
will not administer relief, then the com-
missioners of pensions would be legally
authorized to refuse payment to the
guardian, and, if need 2e, to pay the
pensioner itself."

Assistant Secretary Howell has de-

cided not to intercede in the case of R.
M. Scruggs and E. G. Langhorn of St.
Louis, charged with smuggling dia-

monds. The cases are left in the hands
of the United States attorney of New
York for presentation to the grand jury,
which mets in September.

Open on the Kle
St. Panl Attain the Highest Mark of
the Present Movement.

New York, July S. Profit-takin- g was the
order cf the day in the stock market The
sending of the tariff bill to conference ends
the senate stage of the bill, the termina-
tion ofwhich has formed subject for specu-

lation in the recent market. The termina-
tion is regarded as a favorable influence on
values but, having been previously dis-

counted, realizing sales were to be looked
for, in the natural order of things. The
reaction did not develop immediately at the
opening, owing to sevevrad sustaining in-

fluences. The sugar refining industry's
special interest in the tariff bill made that
stock sensative to Washington reports as
to the chances of the sugar schedule in the
confeience. These reports varied all day,
as a matter of course, but carred Sugar up
at the opening. The grangers and inter-
national stocks also opened with an up-

ward tendency. The former group enjoy-e- l
aT impetus also from the announcement

by the refunding committee of the Chicago
and Northwestern that the directors of that
company had authorized a mortgage for
?lC5,t'O0,009, to run ninety years. A marked
improvement, about the same time in a
group of usually inactive securities, due to
marked operations by an interest which
has large holdings in each of the groups,
was a further influence towards an advance
as was the special strength shown In some
other individual stocks. Those combined
influences resulted in a rally after the first
decline that carried prices generally to the
highest of the day, and Bt. Paul to S4i per
cent, th- - h:ghest of the present movement.
The influences were only temporarily effec-
tive, however, in checking the reactionary
tendency cf the market, and In fact served
only to accentuate the desire to take profits.
Th-- ; realizing was tased on the passage or
the tariff bill ty the senate, and on the con-
tinued belief in the culmination of the long
turn the market has made on general con-
ditions of business. There were traders,
also, who exptsssed their disappointment
that the pres'dent's message recommending
a currency commission had been deferred,
and that authorization of the commission,
wltn the membership of the senate as at
presrnt, was i nlikely. Such traders gave
tVso as their receons for Belling stocks.
There was an ncifased activity In toe deal-
ings over ooth yesterday and the dav be-

fore, but iumhalf the dealings were absorb
cil by St Iaul. Sugar, and Burlington.
Chicago. Great "Ua3tern, Des Moines and
Fort Dodge, and rJinneapolis and St. Louls
were quite ccrsp'cuous, and strong as a
S?zvp. The Hrst gained 14 per cant, and
the second 2 points. East River Gas made
an apparently sensational jump in the clos-
ing dealings, to 79ri per cent, a net gain of
31 per cent, but it was a reflection of a
rise effected in outside transactions on the
curb. LaClede Gas gained ls per cent,
and the preferred and Starch second pre-
ferred a point each. Otherwise, losses of
a fraction were general all through the list,
reaching near a point in many prominent
stocks. Sugar lost l?g per cent, Burlington
1J4 per cent and Spirits preferred. Rubber
preferred and Western Union a point each.

The total sales of stocks today were 193,-S-

shares. Including: American Tobacco,
G.tyO: American Sugar, 32,200; Burlington
and Quincy, 15.SCO; Chicago Gaa trust re-

ceipts, 7.900; Louisville and Nashville.

This was the last Mrs. Bosler heard

of her husband.
She hns been anxiously waiting in the

Mrs. Boslers friends, however, are
sure that he has perished, as the boat he
went out in was an old flat bottomed
one, that could not last very long out
at sea.
