SECESH IN WASHINGTON

War Department 1b at Work on Some
War History,

Washington, July JO, The war de-

partment will shortly make public a
mass of correspondence of a personal
and confidential character, going to
show how strong secession sympathy
was n Washington in the early days of
the reBellion, and to what extent it aid-

ed the- - Confederacy. One of these let-

ters follows:
"Headquarters First Corps, Army of

the Potomac, Fairfax Court House, Oc-

tober 11,, 1S61. His Excellency President
Davis, Richmond. Va. Mr. President:
In compliance with your request I have
the honor to submit the following state-

ment of the services being gratuitously
rendered by Mr. E. Pliny Bryan, one of
the earl'est secessionists of the Mary-

land legislature. He served originally as
a volunteer private in the First Virginia
regiment for a long period, including the
battles in July, and until he heard of
the system of signals, when he offered
his services unreservedly to me. W th
General Beauregard's approval I in-

structed him fully and sent him across
the Potomac to live In Washington city,
and communicate with us by signals
from a window visible from Mason's
Hill. This bold plan was only frustrat-
ed by our evacuation of that pos'tion
while he was making his way through
Maryland to Washington. He has re-

turned safely, and is now only awaiting
the perfecting our plans "before going
back to Maryland to live, concealed on
the shore at some suitable point, and
communicate with us (both "by boat and
signals) informat'on .to. be furnished by
our friends in Washington. He is bold
and intelligent, and well worthy of any
recognition or reward you may deem
suitable. I respectfully request some-
thing that may at least entitle him to
our protection it arrested. Tn the same
connection I bear leave to mention also
o lady previously known to Mr. B.,
whom I design employing in Washing-
ton city in connection .with him, with
his full consent. She is most admirably
adapted mentally, socially and phys'cal-l- y

to her task, and has motives to serve
us which will carry her to any necessary
lengths. She claims to be married to an
officer in our army, by whom she has
two children whose legitimacy she wish-
es to establish, the father denying it and
being about to marry another woman.
His family is an 'nfluential one, and She
deaires to serve us to gain influence and
an official recognition to meet their at-

tacks upon her claims. Her present as-

sumed name is Mrs. Morris.
"Begging your approval of my em-

ployment of her in a way to jeopardize
nothing, and a favorable remembrance
of her services, should they prove of
value. I am, very respectfully, your
obed'ent servant.

"E. P ALEXANDER,
"Gaptain of Engineers."

The original copy of this letter, which
fs in the possession of the war depart-
ment, having been obtained at a com-

paratively recent date from some
Confederate archives, shows

that it was referred ny the secretary of
war to Jefterson Davis. The president
pf the Confederacy indorsed it ;n his
own hand as follows:

"Secretary of War: The first may be
provided for as an employe: the second
may fce sustained with money.

DEATH POINTED TO A IOBTUSB
Old Man Dies In New York and ReraaU

Hidden Thousands.
New York, July 10. The Coghills, fa-

ther and son, were pioneers In the toy
and fireworks trade. The elder Coghlll,
when the city of Brooklyn twenty years
ago passed an ordinance prohibiting the
use of fireworks, draped the front of his
shop in Fulton street in mourning on
every Fourth of July until the ordinance
was repealed. The elder man died, and
his son, Frank Cog&ill, succeded to his
business, and for years ran a little shop
at No. 42 Bowery.

The place was never much to look at.
The lower floor, crowded with goods,
was frowsy and dusty. The floor above
was also packed with stock for Coghlll
was a jobber while the third floor was
reserved as a living place for Coghlll,
his mother, eighty years old, and Miss
Cohen, his confidential clerk.

Coghill worked incessantly, tramping
tiie sireets with a Uitle satchel drum-
ming up fade. He talked continually of
the incrcatin, dgiffioulty of making A
living, and Ins old mother had difficulty
in getting the small allowances that
tnelr lean housekeeper demanded.

Mrs. Coghlll supposed they were very
poor, but Miss Cohen l&iew better.
Coghill trusted Miss Cohen. She alone
he allowed to know of the bills tucked
away in the little old safe. He even
went so far as to Intrust to her care a
small valisk packed wirh bank notes and
coin. i

Coghill, ho had been ailing for years,
had promised himself a vacation this
summer, but he kept putting It off and
stuck t etoophsh efaugsrbriWaMtaoin"
stuck to th- - shop until the doctor liter-
ally drove him up stairs to bed. Thla
was two or three days before he died.

Coghill was about to rise on the morn-
ing of June 10, when he suddenly grew
viorse. He cried out and Miss Cohen
came to his side in time to catch his
head in her arms. He died there in a
very few minutes.

With almost his last strength, after
he could no longer speak, he stretched a
lean fnger toward an old firecracker box
In a corner, filled" with rubbish, appar-
ently.

How she left the
train or what caused her death are 'he
questions now being investigated by Mr.

day stated that Mrs. Eliza Johnson had
been killed at some place In Nevada on
Monday last by falling from the train
and that her body had been sent to this
city or burial. Arrangements were
made for the funeral, but up to this time
the body has not arrived and her re!a- -

tives have no further details cf the ac-- I

cldent or inkling of the whereabouts of
the body. Mrs. Johnson lived with her
son. a minister, near Independence, a
suburb. She had a ife interest in certain
property but was nor considered very
w ealthy.
