Birmingham, Ala., July 20. A tele-

gram to the State Herald says a race
war is on at Riverton, Ala., a town of
60j inhabitants, and seriou results are
feared. A negro attempted a criminal
assault of Mrs. S. L. Vaughan, an es-

timable white lady, Monday afternoon,
out was beaten off and the neighbor-
hood aroused. A searching party is said
to have caught the fiend and lynched
him, Dut this they will not admit.

Af:er the lynching the whites became
incensed and threatened to exterminate
the negroes. Both sides are arming, and
one vh:te man has been seriously in-

jured.
Mrs. Vaughan is in a delicate condi-

tion, and her death is momentarily ex-

pected.
RAPIST-SHO- IN A TREETOP.

Goodvvater, Ala., July 20. Another
lynching was enacted in Alabama last
nignt. A mob of infuriated citizens of
CuOsa county shot to death James Dan-
iel, a burly negro who had attempted an
assault on Mrs. John Baker, the wife of
wnite farmer living near here, break-n-

into the their house at night and creep-
ing to Mrs. Baker's bedroom. Yester-
day the negro was treed in a forest in
Coosa county. From hi3 perch in the
branches the offender prayed to his pur
suers to spare him. but at a given sig-
nal, a volley was fired into the tree, a
j?zen of the bullets taking effect in the
negro's body, and he fell to the ground
ctone dead.

Atlanta. Gi., July 20. Dispatches re-

vived from Talbotton today confirm the
reported lynching near there last night
if Dr. Rider, who murdered Miss Sallie
Emma Ovon at Talbotton a year ago.
When the case against Rider was con-

sidered yesterday. Judge Hart, on the
ev dence that the leading counsel for
Rider ould not be present on account of
ti:kness, continued the case until the
t..m hi September. Rider was to have
oen returned to Muscolee jail, and was
taken to Waverly Hall, the nearest sta-'io- n

from Talbotton. for the purpose. A
few minutes after the deputies arrived
it the station a mob took the prisoner
from the officers and returned with him
to n point just across the county line
tnd there lynched h:m. His body was
found hanging from a limb, at an early
hour this morning.

Deputy Sheriff Murphy, who was in
charge of the prisoner, says that in
company of Boswell and Dr. Rider, rn?

reached "Waverlv Hall just before dark
in a carriage, and that the prisoner was
saited in the rear seat. He sat on thb
left of Rider, and Boswell on the seat
!:i front. Just after dark, Boswell. who
was looking out of the carriage window,
exelaimei: "Look out, there's a man
on a horse."

"There they come," he shouted, and :n
nn instant the two deputies were on
the ground and found themselves cov-

ered by pi:ols. The mob ordered them
to throw up their hands and deliver
their pistols This. Murphy says, he rt--f

to do at first, but his pistol was
snatched from his hands. Then he be-

gan to plead with the crowd for the
safety of his prisoner, but was imme-
diately ordered to shut up. Rider nnde
but little resistence to-t- mob. and
while they were dragging him from the
carriage, did not utter a word.

The prisoner was placed In another
carriage and driven back to Talbo:
..vjnty and hung to a tree just over
the line in Talbot county, near the house
of J. C. "Willis.

The mob. while returning with Rider
fivm Waverly Hall, was met by Sheriff
Richards and his posse, but owing to
the darkness, the sheriff could not dis-

tinguish the persons nor gain any clue
lo their identity.

Richards was informed by the men
who had Rider in charge that he was
too late, so pushed on to Waverly Hall,
only to find that he had been misled.

The action of the mob is ascribed to

th. indignation of the people at the case
being continued. It is also though: that
the friends of the prosecution had given
un all hope of ever bringing Rider to the
gallows, believing him guilty.

Guthrie, O.T., July 20. Sheriff Overton
of Greer county was in the city today
to get a requisition on the governor of
Texas for a man named Thomas, wanted
in Greer county for murder. About ihree
years ago Thomas killed a man In Greer
ciunty in cold blood, was cap:ured and
tiken to Mangum to jail. Tne county
was greatly excited over the murder and

tireats of lynching were made frequent-

ly. Thomas was taken to Texas for safe-

keeping, where he is now confined. When
his case came ud for trial the Texas of- -

flctrs refused to give the prisoner up,
claiming that Greer county was then un-
der jurisdiction of that state. Bills, how-
ever, for the prisoner's board have been
presented and been paid by Greer coun-
ty since being attached to Oklahoma, and
the Greer county sheriff is determined to
have his man. Acting Governor Jenkins
will issue a requisition on Texas, but
whether it will be honored by the gov
ernor of Texas remains to be seen.

SENATE IS SLOWER

NO VOTE YET ON THS TAEIFI
REPORT.

Vials of Opposition Wrath Poured Oat
Upon the liill, the Conference Report,
the Sugar Schedule, the Sugar Trnst and
Other Hated Objects Mr. Kerry Waots
an Answer That Just a 1'laln Senator
Can Understand Vest Roasts the AI.

leed "House Victory" as a sugar
Trnst's Pretences.

Washington, July 20. The tariff con-

ference report was presented to the sen-

ate today, but little progress was made
en It beyond the formal reading of a'bout
two-thir- of the report. There was no

indication of when the final vote would
be reached. During the day Mr. Till-

man (Dam., S. C.) openly threatened a
filibuster until next December if cotton
bagging and cotton ties were not re
stored to the free list, but the threat
was regarded as somewhat facetious.
The sugar amendments occasioned a
long debate, during which Mr. Allison
stated that the conference rates were
lower than those of the senate, and
largely a concession to the house. Sen-

ators Jones, Vest, Berry and "White

questioned this statement, urging that
the sugar trust secured larger "benefits

from the conference schedule than from
any previously offered. The lumber

amendment also brought out animated
cr.ticlsm from Senators Teller and v.

Early in the day, the senate
passed a joint resolution authorizing
and requesting the president to take all
necessary steps for the release of the
Competitor prisoners from prison at
Havana.

THE SENATE IN DETAIL.
Washington, July 20. The tariff strug-

gle was removed to the senate today but
there was little evidence of an exciting
contest when thy session opened. Sev-

eral of the senators who have been ab-

sent from the city were back again in
anticipations that every vote might be
needed. The gallery attendance was
greater than usual, although there was
no crowd. On the desk 'before Mr. Alli-

son, in charge of the tariff bill, was the
pondurous manuscript of the tariff con-

ference report.
Immediately after the prayer a mes-

sage from the announced the agreement
of that body to the conference report.

ROUTINE BUSINESS.
Considerable routine business was dis-

posed of before the tariff report was
called up.

A resolution roy Mr. Morgan was
agreed to. asking the president as to

what indemnity, if any, had been asked
of the Spanish government for the ar-

rest and subsequent expuls'on of Sam
uel T. Tolen, on American citizen, from
Cuba.

Mr. Allison then formally presented
the tariff conference report and asked
for its consideration but, at the instance
of Mr. Berry (Ark.), gave way for the
immediate passage of a resolution em-

powering the president to take steps for
the release of one Melton and other
Competitor prisoners. The resolution
passed without comment and by a nuan-imo-

vote. The vice president an-

nounced, in response to an inquiry by
Mr. Allen, that the pending Union Pa-

cific resolution was the unfinished busi
ness and would come up at 2 o'clock.

This dre.v from Mr. Morgan a state-

ment as to the purpose to have full dis-

cussion of the pnding question. It was
intended, he said, to discuss the tariff
report in all its political, financial and
historical bearings. Aside from this it
was proposed to secure consideration
for the Union Pacific resolution, either
by itself or during the tariff dec-ate- , ir
tnis became essential. It was not an
ardinary practice, but when men were
t.ed up and lashed over the back they
were not disposed to stand on tne
niceties of procedure. It was as im-

portant, he said, to save $50,000,000 by
the Union Pacific resolution as to pass
the tariff bill.

Mr. Allison suggested that there was
no disposition to cut out any reasonable
consideration of it.

THE CONFERENCE REPORT.
The conference report was then read

:n detail.
When the first claue was read, Mr.

Jones (Ark.) made an earnest protest
against proceeding on the technical re-

port without an intelligent explanation
of its meaning. There had been no op-

portunity for the Democratic conferees
to consider it in committee. It had been
rushed through the house in a single
dav, without time or preparation to dis
cuss it there. It was due to the Ameri-
can people, he declared, that some ex-

planation be given.
The reading of the lengthy conference

report then proceeded rapidly. There
were frequently inquiries by Mr. Jones
and brief explanations from Mr. Allison
but these did not cause material delay.
Seven pages of the printed report were
disposed of in the first half-hou- r.

THE SUGAR SCHEDULE.
The debates were fru-ties- s of result,

and the reading of the bill proceeded un-

til the amendments to the sugar sched-
ule were reached.

Mr. Vesf said this was the storm cen-

tre of the bill, and he asked Mr. Allison
if he approved the statement made by
the house conferees that the house dif-

ferential and the general features of the
houe schedule had been preserved.

Mr. Allison responded with an ex-

planatory statement, which was inter-
rupted "by frequent questions. He said
tne general effect of the amendment
was as stated by the house cdhferees.
The senate had provided 1.SS on refined
sugars, where the house gave 1.S75.
making the senate different al instead
of S. The house provision was now
restored. and that differential retained.

Mr. Berry interrupted to ask how
much less the sugar trust got from the
conference report than they did from
the senate amendment.

Mr. Allison answered that under the
schedule, as modified, taking the point
of 190. the differential was 321-- 2 rests.
Taking M degree sugar, the sugars
above No. 15 Dutch standard refined
would receive 1.31 cents per 10 psvnds
more than they would have received un-

der the house schedule and sotnethlmr
less than under the senate schedule.

Mr. Berry eompla'aed that this was
too technical What he hoped for. he
&iA, was a plain answer In Che pie's
EnsHsh language. Was it true that :he

house had gained a great victory, or
was that a fraud and pretense?

Mr. Allison said he did not know what
claims were "being made as to benefits
conferred, but the facts were that 95 de-
gree sugar will have about .1 8 cents
per 100 ounds more duty than thev
would have paid under the house bill,
and a corresponding less duty than they
would have paid under the senate b'll.
The senate conferees had sought to
give the largest measure of protection
to the best sugar industry and the re-

arrangement of rates had been made
with this end in view.

Mr. Berry asked for less technical in-

formation.
"I know of' no man who can give a

more intelligible answer to a plain ques-
tion than the senator from Iowa (Alli-
son) if he wants to," said Mr. Berry,
amid laughter, "and I know of no man
who can muddy the waters more than
he can if he wants to."

In view of the fact that Sugar stock
had advanced many points yesterday,
it had bee nsuspicioned that this sup
posed victory of the house was all a
stage play and false, and that, in fact,
the trust had secured greater benefits
than in any former schedules. Mr. Ber-
ry said he wanted to know if this was
right.

There was no response to the Inquiry,
and Mr. Vest continued the criticism, on
the schedule.

It was beyond question, he said, that
the conference amendment was in the
interest of the trust There had been
much beating of the drums over the
house victory, and the speaker of the
house was pictured as the Ajax of the
house. But, in fact, the house had suf
fered defea'i. The house conferees had
come out of the engagement not only
without thir arms, but without their
baggage, and what added to; the sting of
defeat was that they did not seem to
know that they were beaten.

Mr. Jones of Arkansas said he would
hereafter show that the differential be-

tween raw and refined sugar was not
only almost as much in the conference
report as in the senate schedule, but
that, in general, there had been an ab-

solute surrender by the house on vital
points.

Mr. White (Cal.) presented tables
showing that instead of the house hav-
ing gained a victory on the sugar sched-
ule, the reduction from the senate differ-
ential was trifling. They showed also,
he said, that on refined sugar made
from sugar testing less than S3 degrees,
the amount of protection given to the
trust, instead of being less, is greater
under the schedule agreed to In confer-
ence than under either the house bill
or the senate amendment.

"No wonder the market trembled and
brought forth Increased raies on sugar
stock," remarked Mr. White.

THE COTTON SCHEDULE.
The formal reading of the report then

proceeded. When the amendments re-

storing cotton bagging ard cotton ties
to the dutiable list were reached there
were Fharp protests from Senators But
ler, Tillman and Bacon. Mr. Tillman
expressed his indignation at the section-
alism which had inspired the conference
committee. He gave notice to southern
senators that if they would stand by
him, they could hold the senate in ses-

sion until next December rather than
to submit to this change.

Mr. Bacon characterized the restora-
tion of cotton ties and cotton bagging
to the dutiable list as indefensible fav-

oritism of the north against the south.
Replying to the suggestion of Mr.

Tillman, Mr. Butler said that he stood
ready to join in any movement to hold
the senate for a week or tv:o longer, to
prevent the consummation of this ini-

quity against the south.
"I will tell the senator." called back j

Mr. Tillman, "that I am negotiatin
with the 5enator from Pennsylvania
(Quay) for the speech which stopped the
last tariff debate, and I may be able to
start on that speech tomorrow morn-
ing."

Mr. Teller criticised the conference
committee for not carrying out the will
of the senate. It was the first time, he
said, that a committee had surrendered
the interests of the senate without ask-
ing for instructions. He had reason to
believe that members of the conference
committee supposed to represent the j

ENGLAND TO ENTER

PROSPECTS GOOD TOR AN INTER-

NATIONAL CONFERENCE,

aicKlnley's Bimetallic Commission
Isn't aiakinjr Very Much Fuss About It,
But Seems to be Arriving- Just the Same

Conference Likely to be Held in
Washington Next Fall London Stand-
ard Howls Like a I'opulist Over the Ad.
ministration's Tariff Probabilities and
Says Some Very Fanny Things.

London, July 20. The negotiations be-

tween the American bimetallic commis-
sion and the representatives of France
and Great Britain have now reached a
stage which renders it extremely proba-
ble that Great Britain will agree to par-
ticipate a conference to be held in
Washington next fall.

CURRENCY MESSAGE SOON.
Washington, July 20. The only ab-

sentees from the cabinet meeting today
were Sherman, who is not yet
well enough to go out, and Secretary Al-
ger, who Is in the west. No questions of
general interest were discussed. It has
been decided to send In the currency
message to congress as soon as the party
leaders in the senate consider the time
opportune.

--OTCLAHOMA'S TAX QUESTION

Whether the County Cnuitulsaloners are
RiCKr Th n the Whole Territory.

Guthrie. O. T., July 20. (Special.) A
curious complication now exists in regard
to the finances of the territory, and the
question is presented whether a plebian

of county commissioners has the
right to set at defiance the august
and power of the territory.

The question arises over the authority
of the territorial board of equalization
of county assessments. Two years ago
when the Democratic board raised the as-

sessment on an average of 45 per cent
a mighty howl went up from the corru-
gated Populistic throats and Governor
Renfrow was cursed from Dan to Beer-sheb- a.

The matter was brought into the
supreme court on the contention that
the power of the board was limited to
equalizing the assessment; that the to-

tal could not be raised. The court, how-
ever, decided otherwise, Tarsney, Scott,
and Dale concurring, with McAtee and
Bierer dissenting. When Barnes ad-

ministration waa inaugurated the same
'troublesome question came The Pop-

ulist legislature had made an attempr.
to tie the hands of the government, but
realizing the folly of the ndeavor they
wisely dropped the question, with the

realization that a mere county satrap
ought not to be given the power to clog
the wheels terrtorial government.
With the prospect of a territorial deficien-
cy. Governor Barnes did not hesitate to
fo'low the wise example of his predeces-
sor. The counties had returned valua-
tions that were notoriously low. Farm
lands for which the owi-- 3 would laugh
to receive .t offer of $20 per acre were
returned at 51.55 per acre; hor?es ranged
at $15. and $000 surreys went in the list
at an average of $10. With such return
the territory could not pjisibly live and
carry on the functions of government.
The only sulution was to compel an hon-
