MIS WEEK IS BEST

DUF OALLS IT THE BEST T02
FIVE TEAE3 PAST..

Even the Coal Strike is Not Able to Create
S Ripple In the Still Swelling Ware of
Prosperity-A- ll Lines of Trade Join tlie
Grand Volume of Business Significant
Mention of "Car Axle" What the Bonk
Clearings Mean Bradstreet's Rejoices
In the Farmer's Prosperity Week's
Trade Statistics.

New Yor, Aug. 20. R. G. Dun & Co.,
in their weekly review of trade, will say:

Not for five years have the telegraphic
reports of the various cities in all parts
of the country been so encouraging or
shown as uniform Improvement as this
week. The markets are called crazy by
some, but fairly represent the pejple,
whose confidence in the future is strong
and increasing. Nothing appears to
check it. Rumors of injury to crops, are
not sufficiently supported to have much'
influence. The one temporary hinder-anc- e

is the strike of bituminous coal
miners, which interferes yet a little with
industries, and seems likely to terminate
within a week. The demand for money
improves, taking from New Tork to the
interior about half a million more than
was received during the "week, and offer-
ings of commercial loans are much larg-
er, including considerable iron and steel
paper, and the course of foreign ex-
change is generally interpreted as an in-

dication that specie imports cannot be
delayed long.

The greatest gain has been for agri-
culture, and corn advanced a little an
price, but is moveing very slowly, so
that 'the last year's surplus may soon be
marketed, unless the new crop turns out
better than many Jiowexpect. Cotton
declined an eighth because of an estimate
promising the largest crop ever grown,
but the dry goods market is decidedly
improving, and some of the larger mills,

few weeks of suspension,
resumed work. Other farm products are
doing well also, but wheat has advanced
about 11 for the week on actual
transaction?, with heavy purchases for
export The official estimate of yield is
entirely disregarded, except as an ad-

mission that the crop will be larger than
last year, and it is commonly assumed
that the yield will be 550,000,000 bushels
or more, though recent reports of injury,
indicating the possibility of comewhat
smaller outcome, have helped the advance
in prices.

Western receipts for the week were
3,844,554 bushels, against 3.974,775 bushels
last year, and for three weeks, 11,340.267
bushels, against 10,697,137 bushels last
year, while Atlantic exports are about
double last year's, 3,105,287 bushels,
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ior ootn years, it is wen to notice tnat
corn exports continue more than double
last year's also, in three weeks 8,516,544
bushels, against 4,119,241 bushels last
year.

The iron and steel industry is pushing
forward in spite of the still unsettled
strike of bituminous coal miners, and the
enormous purchases of ore at Cleveland,
and also of billets at Pittsburg, show the
utmost confidence in the future. Many
additional establishments have begun
work during the past week, and while no
material change in price has occurred,
the reports indicate fewer concessions to
secure business and a much steadier
tone. The demand for finished products
has decidedly improved, especially in
plates, sheets and bars, and in railway
supplies, particularly in car axles. The
sales of ore at Cleveland have amounted
in two weeks to four or five hundred
thousand tons, and of billet sales report-
ed at Pittsburg have been in- three weeks
about three hundred thousand tons. Tin
is firmer, with fuU consumption, and
there is larger business in copper, several
million pounds having been taken for ex-

port raising the price of lake to 11 4

cents.
The old difficulty remains in the boot

and shoe industry, dealers being unwill-
ing to buy largely at the prices which
manuafcturers now ask, though during
the past week the only changehas been a
slight advance on calf boots. The mar-
ket for hides at Chicago is again much
stronger, prices having advanced with
very narrow transactions, and buyers are
holding off in the belief that prices have
reached the top.

In the woolen business, a constant in-

crease appears in the number of estab
lishments at work, and the demand for
,goods has much increased.

Failures for the week have been 223 in
the United tales, against 2S0 last year,
and CO in Canada, against 27 last year.

PROSPERITY OF THE FAHMER
nradstreet's Telegram Contino to Empha-

size This 1'hate of Trade.
New York, Aug. 20. Bradstneet's to--

morrow will say:
Special telegrams from trade centres

throughout the country emphasize the
growing prosperity of the farmer, due
to higher prices for almost all agricul-tur- ai

products still in his hands, and point
to a continuation of the demand which
has been conspicuous within the past few
weeks. The volume of trade continues
to increase, and prices are hardening.

No such volume of business, largely in
anticipition of requirements, has been
reported since 1S92. Larger transactions
have been in dry goods, clothing and
shoes, in the west, in wagons and farm
implements.

Another very favorab'-- bank clearings
report is found in the total, $1,140,000,000

this week which, while it is one per cent
less than last week, is 40 per cent larger
than in the third week of August of 1896;
16 per cent heavier tnan in 1S95; 40 per
per cent larger than in 1S94, and fully 55

per cent larger than in the like week of
1S93. when clearing totals were reduced
to very low figures- - Compared with the
like period of 1S92, a year of large vol-

ume of business, this week's locals show
a gain of 13 per cent; among eighty-si- x

cities reporting larger bank clearings,
only seventeen show decreases this week,
compared with the corresponding period
last year. Bank clearings at other cities
than New York are 17 per cent larger
this week than in the like week a year
ago. Tjut at New York the increase is 56
per cent.

Prices for staples continue the favor-
able movement of the past few weeks,
with advances for wheat flour, new perk,
butter, eggs, cheese, com and oats. Hides
are also firmer and higher. Ginghams
have advanced while the cotton mills
are starting up. and jobbers in woolen
goods are getting higher prices for
spring delivery. There have been a
large number of resumptions among iron
and e:eel concerns this week; Bessemer
pig is 25 cents higher, and the outlook is
for Improvement. Sugar, cotton, print
cloths, wool and petroleum are Ann and

unchanged, while coffe is lower than
last week.

Exports of wheat (flour included as
wheat) from both coasts of the United
States and Montreal this week are the
largest in any week eince September,
1893, amounting to 5,218,000 bushels this
week, as compared with 4,460,000 bushels
last week, 2,991,000 bushels in the week
a year ago, 2,389,000 bushels two years
ago, 3,182,000 bushels three years ago, and
as contrasted with 4,960,000 bushels in the
corresponding week of 1893.

Exports of Indian corn this week are
also exceptionally heavy, the largest since
me unra weeK in Apn , this year,
amounting to 3,929,000 bushels as com-
pared with 3,275,000 bushels last week,
2,769,000 bushels in the w eek a year ago,
1,195,000 bushel3 two years ago, 105,000
bushels three years ago, and as contrast-
ed with 9.S3.000 bushels in the like week
of 1893.

There are 221 business failures reported
throughout the United States this week,
against 214 last week, 264 a year ago, 192
two years ago, 251 three years ago, andas contrasted with 456 in the third week
of August, 1893.

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STOCKS AND BONDS

REALIZING 13 THE 0BDEE OF THE
LAY IN SHABES.

Selling It Largely by the Outside Public
Whoje Becent Purchases of Late IlaTe
Ben Made Much Of Offering Pretty
Well Absorbed, ItoweTer Whf at Mar-

kets Falls to Strike a Keponslre Chord
In the Street Grangers and Southwest.
emu Among the Shares Kecedlug Over
a Point.

New York, Aug. 20. The process of re-

alizing profits on the long coiraiued ad-

vance n the market was today reflected
in the heavy tone of the market and the
cessation of active outside buying. The
selling was much of it by commission
houses and is presumably of holdings
by the outside public who have grown
?earul of a decline. Although foreign
offerings on ths account were large and
although the day's sharp decline uneav-e:e- d

a larga number of stop-los- s orders
at times, 'the offerings were pretty well
absorbed. Orders were apparently wait-
ing movement, but the exchange market
reflected no immediate likelihood of im-

ports of gold. The curious contradiction
in sentiment which has existed for
months past between the London and
Xew York markets found a new phase
today. Higher prices for American se-

curities came here from London, indicat
ing a disregard of the reaction manifest-
ed in tr-- New York market. Purchases
in New York for London were made also
of nearly all the prominent International
stocks in spite of the falling course of
prices. Sales for the account were esti-

mated at 35,000 shares. The New York
market equally ignored the sentiment of
the London market and went on selling.
Receipts of American securities from for-

eign houses have been large recently by
incoming steamers from Europe and re-

cent orders to purchase placed in the Lon
don market by Xew York houses have
developed that the market is pretty well
stripped of American securities. Today's
movement looked like a desire of for-

eigners to replenish their supply of
American stocks.

The extreme decline today was consid-
erably over a point in a large number of
shares, including the grangers and lead- -

j ing southern and southwestern railways.
Leather preferred was strong, on the rise
in the price of product. Tobacco lost
about two points. Sugar moved over a
range of about two poin'ts in the market
to buy a scalp dawn so that the prices
met a resisting force before they had re-

ceded far.
Prices in the stock market did not re-

spond to the sensational rise in wheat,
as they sometimes do. As far as this rise
was due to buying for export, and the
continental buying, it was a favorable
influence on the stocks, as indicating in-

creased purchasing power in the hands
of farmers. But, so far as it was due to
fears of damage to the corp crop and to
lower estimates of the spring wheat crop
it affected the grain-carryin- g roads un-

favorably, as Indicating a probable de-

crease in the tonnage of the freight to
be transported. Reports of such condi-
tions were very prevaltnt in Wall street
all day, and the market responded quick-
ly, especially to grangers.

The continued firmness of sterling ex-

change rates was not an encouraging fea
turt In the market. London and the con
tinental money centers seem to be fenc-
ing to determine which shall meet the
first demand for gold on account of the
heavy crop, but its net change was
small. Western Union, Pacific Mall,
Manhattan, Rock Island and Brooklyn
Rapid Transit ' were comparatively
fcteady. Great Northern preferred de-

clined four points; Rio Grande two and a
half, and New York, Chicago and St. Lou
is a half point.

Foreigners are better,
a feature being the recovery In Brazil's
on Improved exchanges. Kaffirs were
hard at the close on reports from good
quarters that Kruger is regarding the
concessions more favorably."
