Secretary
Toler yesterday received a letter, dater
at Riverside, Hamilton, Montana, in
which he said he would positively be
here on certain terms, and the officers of
the fair have accepted them and have so
notified jtfr. Bryan.

3Ir. Bryan will deliver two addresses
on the one day he is here. One speech
will be made in the afternoon at the fair
grounds and the other will be made at
night in the Auditorium. Both lectures
will be under the control of the fair as-

sociation. "What the topic will be is left
to Mr. Bryan, and will probably be on
"Bimetallism."

The fair officials will begin to adver-
tise Mr. Bryan as an attraction this
week. Mr. Bryan is too well known as
an orator to need mention. He is now
in the west where he has been and is
now delivering speeches. He always
draws an Immense crowd, and "Wichita
will no doubt have thousands of people
here from all over tne southwest to bear
him.

DISTRICTS CAN PAX

Stryker Says Districts Can SonJ Paplls to
chool

A number of Inquiries have come in
regarding attendance of outside pupils in
district schools. State Superintendent
Striker sends this letter to Superintend-
ent Colville"

Section 59, page SI, of the school laws
of 1SS7, gives ample authority not only
to send pupils to other districts' and' pay
tuition by the district but also to pay
necessary cost of transportation. This
method is in successful operation in
Ohio, New York, Massachusetts, and
many other states. The cost of main-
taining a few good schools with long
terms and of transporting pupils, wher-
ever It has been tried, has been found
much less expensive than keeping up a
large number of small schools with short
terms, poor equipment .and poorly paid
teachers. Much better advantages for
pupils may thus be obtained, ar the
district organization be retalnei and
itate money be drawn the same as if
school were maintained at home. The
tendency In all lines of business is to
eliminate useless expense and, labor. The
echools should not "be an exception.

3IORE POP LEGISLATIVE MUDDLE

Stenographers Trying to Find Out Where
They are At.

Mr. "Wendell McLaughlin returned yes-

terday morning from Topeka. where he
attended the first regular meeting of the
Kansas State Reporters association.

Tiiis association was organized on
July 10, at Hutchinson, by several of
the leading court stenographers of the
state. After the usual steps to formu-

late a perfect organization the session
adjourned to meet at Topeka, August 20.

The necessity for the new society was
the absurd laws enacted by the last leg-

islature. Like everything else this
erudite body undertook, this enact-

ment was so confused and irregularly
managed, the court stenographers now
do not know under what law they are
working or for what salary.

For years their salary has been fixed

at SI per day, and 10 cents per folio. The
late legislature passed two acts govern-

ing this matter, cne an appropriation
bill, stipulating they shild received ?5

per day and saying nothing about trans-scrip- s.

The other was embodied in the
fee and salary bill which put the rate at
$730 per year and 5 cents per folio, just
about half of what they formerly re
ceived. The first act was to go into ef-

fect immediately upon publication, which
was in Jun, the other, the fee and sal-

ary bill, the first of January. Now,
this is a perplexing enigma which not
even a Pop member of that collection of
curiors could untangle. The session at
Topeka adopted resolutions urging a
test of the statute, appointed committees
and did such other routine works as
possible. Thirty-nin- e judicial districts
are represented in the new association,
and about twenty members were present
at this meeting.

TUNNY IF IT WAS TRUE
Dr, Pratt Said to Have Sent a Telegram to

tho Cubnu Squ.jd.
During the early spring Dr. M. A.

Pratt, vice presidential nominee In the
Populist middle-of-the-ro- ticket, be-
came greatly interested in the Cuban
question and secured many volunteers
for the Cuban belligerents. He received
upward of three hundred letters from
young men who desired to go; and liber-
ate Cuba. He also answered their let-

ters and sent their names on to Cuban
volunteer headquarters in St Louis.
There the officer in charge would make
arrangements for them to come to St.
Louis. "When a company was organized
they were sent to Key "West, Fla., where
they embarked for Cuba. Many of
these young men, after leaving, corres-
ponded with the doctor.

Yesterday a rumor was current to the
effect that the squad organized by Dr.
Pratt were on a steamer just ready for
embarkation. Before sailing they sight-
ed a steamer and waited for it to anchor.
They learned that the steamer had just
arrived from Cuba and brought the
news that tne Cubans had won three or
four decisive victories which virtually
settled the war.

"When the officer in charge of the Pratt
squad learned this he telegraphed to
Dr. Pratt as follows:

"Cubans won decisive battle. "War vir-
tually over. We await your orders."

The doctor, as the story goes, is said
to have sent this reply:

'Come to "Wichita and proceed to
Klondyke at once."

The doctor was seen yesterday, but
said he had not received or sent any tele-
grams, although he had been instru-
mental in getting a number of men to
go to Cuba. As the doctor denies the; re-
port it is feared that some wag has
tried to perpetrate a joke on the doctor.

HE IS BADLY HUBT

A. E. GBEEN OF COLLEGE HILL IS
THROWN PBOil A WAGON.

While Sitting Upon a Track In the Rear of
a Wagon, the Horse Ue comes Fright
ened at Some Kaclnjr Bicyclists and
Plunges Forward, Throwing Mr. Green
Heavily to the Pavement, Breaklnc His
Arm and Shoulder and Injuring Sis
Lip Is Bruised and Perhnps Internally
Injured Carried Home in A tr balance.

Last evening about 7:30, Mr. "William
Shick ,the broom manufacturer, accom-
panied by Mr. A. B. Green, was driving
east on Douglas avenue, when a nearly
fatal accident happened to Mr. Green.

Wnen they reached the store of City
Treasurer S. B. Kernan, at 1102 East
Douglas avenue, they stopped to talk
with a man. Mr. Shick was sitting on
the seat holding the lines and Mr.
Green was seated on; a trunk at the end
of the wagon. "While they were waiting
there two cyclists flew by, racing, and
as they sped by the wagon the horse
took fright and reared up and before he
could be pulled down had lunged for-

ward, tipping the trunk with Mr. Green
back against the endgate. Mr. Green
saw he was going to lose his balance
and attempted to thow his feet over the
wheel to jump out As he did so the
horse again pitched forward and Mr.
Green was thrown out of the wagon,
landing heavily on his left side. Stunned
and bleeding he was picked up and car-

ried to the porch of Kernan's store.
Five physicains were sent for before one
could be found in his office, and Mr.
Kernan's horse and buggy was sent for
tne family physician, Dr. S. A. Bass.

rThe patrol ambulance was also telephon
ed to come at once and upon its arrival
the injured man was tenderly picked up,
placed on the hospital stretcher and car-

ried to his home on Volutsia avenue.
Just ho wbadly he is hurt internally is
not yet known, "but his left lower fore-
arm is fractured and his hip and shoul-
der severely bruised. He is also suffer-
ing from shock, and! may develope inter-
nal difficulties. "When first picked up
he groaned, "Oh, my God; my shoulder
is crushed." Mr. Green is one of the
firm of Wright & Green, real estate
brokers of North Market street Dr.
Bass dressed his wounds and he is rest-
ing as easily as possible.

WHEAT AND FLOUK GO UP

Soft Wheat Sold for Ninety Cents on the
Local Marlcot Yesterday.

Wheat sold on the local market yester-
day for 90 cents a bushel. This was an
advance of 51-- 1 cents over Friday's
highest quotations. Hard wheat paced
along at a good clip and went up to
S7 2 cents. This was an advance of 7
cents. There were some fifteen loads
sold yesterday. Everybody is talking
dollar wheat, and those who have it are
holding it for that price. There is every
indication that it will go to that price.
Oats, out of sympathy, went up 2 cents,
selling for 22 cents a bushel. Corn was
weak and fell off 2 cents over Friday's
closing figures, selling for 22 cents. There
was scarcely any corn on the market
but there were more loads of oats on the
market yesterday than there has been
for the past thirty days. Twelve loads
being the number.

The rapid advance in wheat has caus-
ed the flour merchants to raise the price
of flour. Yesterday they put the price
up 20 cents a hundred on patent flour.
This makes a rise in flour of SO cents a
hundred within the past eight days.
First grade flour is now selling for?2.50
a hundred and it is expected that it will
be 52.60 on Monday morning.

ORIGIN OF "IN GOD WE TRUST"

Minister of the Gospel Is Responsible for
the Oris In or Ir.

Washington. Aug. 2L "A good many
questions are received at the treasury."
said Director Preston, of the mint today,
"in regard to the origin of 'In God We
Trust, which appears on nearly all our
coins. So far as the department records
show, the first suggestion for the recog-
nition of the Diety on the coins of the
United States was made by M. R. Wat- -
kinaon. of Ridleyville, Pa., who signed
himself 'Minister of the Gospel." in a
letter dated November 13, 1S6L He wrote
to Secretary Chase somewhat as follows:
'You are probably a Christian. What if
our republic were now shattered beyond
reconstruction? Would not the antiqu-

aries of succeeding centuries rightly rea-
son from our past that we were a heath-
en nation? What I propose is that in-

stead of the goddess of l'berty we shall
have next inside the thirteen stars a

the American flag, bearing in its field

stars equal to the numbers of the states
united: in the folds of the bars the words,
'God, Liberty, Law." This would make
a beautiful coin, to which no possible
citizen could object This would relieve
us from the ignominy of heathenism.
This would place us openly under the Di-

vine protection we have personally
claimed. From my heart I have felt our
national shame in disowning God as not
the least of our presentnational disas-

ters. To you first, I address a subject
that must fce agitated.

"Whether moved by this letter or not.
it is impossible to say, but it is a faot
that on the 20th of November, just a
week later, Mr. Chase sent to the direc-

tor of the mint at Philadelphia, in which
he mid: 'No nation, can be strong ex
oept in the strength of God. or safe ex-

cept in his defence. The trust of our
people in God should "be declared on our
national coins. You will cause a device
to be rrepared without unnecessary de-

lay, with a motto expressing in the few-

est and tersest words possible this na-

tional recognition. It was found how-

ever, that it did not rest within the pro-

vince of the director of the mint to at-

tach a new motto to the national coin.
Congress, by a law passed in 1S37, had
might be placed upon the coins of the
United States. The director of the mint
accordingly got up his design for sub-

mission to the secretary, and through
him to congress. The mottoes pre-
pared were these, 'Our Country: Our
God, and Our Trust,' These did not
wholly suit Secretary Chas. who com-

mented upon them as follows, in a letter
to the director of the mint: 'I approve
your mottoes, only suggesting, ....
that the first should begin with 'Our
God.' so as to read 'Our God and Our
Country, and that the motto on the
shield should be changed ro as to read
instead of 'God, Our Trust,' 'In, God We
Trust"

"An act wa3 passed April 22. 1S64,

changing the composition of the one-ce-nt

piece and authorizing the coinage of the
two-ce- nt piece, the devices of which
were to be fixed by the director of the
mint, with the approval of the secretary
of the treasury; and it is upon the twr-ce- nt

piece that the motto 'In God We
Trust' first appeared. By and act of
March 3, 1S65, it was provided that in
addition to the legend and device on the
gold and silver coins of the United Staes
it sLou'.d b' lawful for the director of the
mint, with the approval of the secretary
of the treasury, to place the motto 'In
God We Trust,' on such coins as shall
admit of the inscription thoreon. Under
the pet th Motto was placed upon the
$20, S10, and p'eces, end In the
latter part of 1S65 upon the 50 and nt

pieces. The dime does not now con-

tain the legend. By the coinage act of
1S37, it was provided that this motto
should be inscribed on such cIns as ad-

mit of it That is the existing law: Th
English sovereign contains the words
"Dei Gratia," of like importance.
