For cupidity and care of
detall it surpasses the gold brick swindle,
the game of the shipwrecker mariner
who has discovered buried gold on a des-
ert izsle or the discovery of the English
ar German barrister who knows of an
unclaimed estate of millions which can
be divided among the Brown, Jones or
Robinson familyp n America.

They are set of clever roguss who are
sngzaged In this magnlificent enterprise.
There is one party of confederates in the
Unitad States and another in Spain. The
band In the United States devote thelr
time to finding lkely birds to be plucked.
is there some prosperous Geérman who
came to America when an infant, and
has been so busy making money that he
he does not know what became of his
relatives who were left behind in the
Faderland? Is there some French emi-
gre now in easy clrcumstances who
would be certain to have relitives scat-
tered over Europe? Thesa are the meén
marked for prey. The only other requi-
sites are that the victlms should have
the ordinary Instincts of humanity, and
should peso tender hearted as to be dis-
armed of strict business prodence and
caught unawares. The letter wriler In
Spain, constitute the other band, will do
the rest.

These hundreds of men and women
have besn swindled. Each case resem-

lea the other, and the Herald, In oredr
to throw light on this new trap for the
unwary, will relate the details of one of
them.

RECEIVES A STRANGE LETTER.
One of the solid German-American citl-
zens of Baltimore, Md., s William Baum-
garten. When hias parents brought him
td America from Handover Germany, he
wa2s only nine years old, and they left
bzhind numerous cousins and uncles and
aunis who, probably in a few years were
scattered all over the face of the habit-
abla glaobs. Hia parents were poor, but
they gave thelr son a good education,

partment, was In the hands of the auth-
orities. The baggage was held to be sold
at a given time to pay the cosis of pros-
ecation.

If not he will leave a will, and
the carrying out of th= matter to hils
friend, the chaplain of the castle, who
was his confessor, and ‘o whom he awed
the privilege of being able to write this
letter.

This letter was long and rambling and
its allusions to ths dire straits of the
daughter were almost Incoheren: Her
nama was given as Emily. If Baum-
garten would consent to receive Emlly
at his house he would ses to it that when
the mnney was taken from the bank a
part of it wounid go to the daughter's
kind protector. Thus the letter con-
cluded: -

“As it Is prohibited to me to receive
any direct public correspondence, I ex-
pect you will send your leiter under two
envelopes, the one Insids t0 my name
and the one outside to the nameof the
gervant of my protector, the chaplian of
this castle, who !s our confiidential man,
I trust to your dlscretion the future of
my darling 8aughter, meantime I re-
main, yours falthfully,

“MATEO SANTOS."

The address given for letters to be ad-
dr#ssed to on the outside envelope was
“Mr. Ramon Borlano Guillem Sorolls,
Valencla, Spain.”

PRISONER IN VALENCIA CASTLE.

The remalnden of the January day was
filled with perplexity for Willlam Baum-
garten, He read the letter telling the
strange and romantic stzory of the pris-
oner In Valencla Castle many times
Each time he read he deeply pondered
