Guthrie. O. T., Sept 6. (Special.)
The remarkable wheat crop raised in Ok-

lahoma this year, and the prospective
large yield of cotton which has already
commenced to come into the market
have stimulated rhe curiosity of eastern
investors, and not a day passes but what
the auditor's office and local bankers re-

ceive letters inquiring as to the value of
Oklahoma securities. The fact that not-

withstanding the visible evidecnes of
Oklahoma's general prosperity her secur-
ities have not more appreciably advanc-
ed in price has excited considerable com-

ment and led the Eagle correspondent to
inquire of J. W. McNeal, president of the
Guthrie National bank, the reason of
he continued depression in the price of

municipal securities.
"There is no reason whatever," was his

reply, "based on wealth and resources,
for this is one country where the rich
and the poor may both grow richer, if in-

dustry, economy and good judgment are
exercised. But Oklahoma's various mu-
nicipal officers have not always been
careful to maintain a high standard of
honor in taking care of their indebted-
ness, neither have our courts at all times
been counted on the side of compelling
payments of municipal Indebtedness.
Municipal credit is a more sensitive mat-
ter than personal credit. The holders of
municipal obligations usually live out
side our boudarnies and a default in
meeting any obligations promptly when
due impairs the credit of every munici-
pality in the territory. Admitting that
a great many rascals have been appoint-
ed as well as elected to office in Oklaho-
ma and that these officers have made
contracts that were conceived in sin and
brought forth in iniquity, still they rep-
resented this people In these contracts
and were their agents authorized to
make contracts; and for the good name
of several of our counties and the finan-
cial standing of Oklahoma it would have
been cheaper and far better all around
for these counties to have met every ob-

ligation and avoided the disgrace of re-
pudiating any of their paper. Still, be-

cause some counties and school districts
have defaulted it is not sufficient ground
to eternally condemn Oklahoma securi-
ties. Let me see: The great state of In-
diana once repudiated, her state debt;
but that crime is now forgotten and for-
given; the great counties of Leavenworth
and Douglass in Kansas within my rec-
ollection repudiated their obligations
and forced a compromise. Still the whole
state is not to be eternally condemned
on account of the action of these coun-
ties.

"The export of farm products and live
stock for the year 1S97 will amount to
far more than every dollar of municipal
indebtedness owed in Oklahoma, Includ-
ing territorial, county, township, city and
school district indebtedness. What Ok-
lahoma needs to make our bonds and
warrants sought after is for the officers
who are responsible for the levy and col-

lection of revenues to make this cass of
Indebtedness a preferred debt that must
and will be paid 'spot the day it is due.
Five years of this kind of policy rigidly
enforeed, and there is enough local
money to take every dollar of warrants
issued at par and glad of the chance. If
our past reputation had been established
ou these lines, school bonds and county
s bearing 4 per cent interestek, eulohav
bonds bearing 4 per cent would be gladly
taken in the east at par.

"Another trouble is that many of our
municipalities are extravagant and make
expenses exceed their revenues. This
affects credit like it would with an indi-
vidual who spends more than he earns
hjs credit is soon badly impaired. Let
the motto be strict economy and prompt
payment of every obligation, and dis-
count on Oklahoma securities will be a
thing of the past."

IT IS YELLOW JACK

THAT DBEAD SOOUBGE APPEABS
ON THE GULF COAST.

Loalslana State Board of Health Holds as
Autopsy Upon a Little Boy Dead at
Ocean Springs of a Disease Which They
Thereupon Unqualifiedly Pronounce
Telleir Fever Sarronading Cities, Es-

pecially New Orleans, Immediately
Take btrlngent Measures to Prerent In-

vasionThe News in Other Cities.

New Orleans, La., Sep. C The Louis-
iana state board of health kept faith
with its sister bodies of the south and
the rest of the country this afternoon,
when it made official announcement, as
the result of a careful eutopsy, that
Raoul Gelpi, 13 years of age, died of
yellow fever. Gelpl was the son of
prominent people here and had been
spending some time at Ocean Springs,
where he was taken down with fever
and brought home here. Soon after ar-
riving, despite the best medicines
known, he died.

Dr. Theard, the physician in charge,
Immediately reported to the board or
health and expressed the opinion that
death was due to yello wfever. This af-
ternoon an autopsy proved that Dr.
Theard's idea of yellow fever was cor-
rect. Steps were promptly taken to pre-
vent a possible spread of the disease.
As the case was one of imputation the
doctors expressed confidence that thy
would be able to check the spread of the
disease.

The death of young Gelpl naturally
caused no little excitement in the city
among the lay public. Phvsic'on- -, how-
ever, expressed no apprehension nd
stated their belief that it was quite pos-
sible to arrest a: spread of the fever. The
board during the day had organized a
rigid quarantine against all points on
the gulf coast and had taten every pre-
caution to guard against the entry into
the city of any persons from Ocean
Springs, Biloxi or other points en the
sound which it was thought the fever
might reach.

During the day the bulletin boards' had
been thronged about, the board of health
officers besieged and the Wss'ern Union
wires freighted with messages to and
from the various coast resorcs. In the
meantime, however, reassuring tele
grams arrived from Ocean brings that
the Mississippi board of heilcn had tak-
en and would take every preiuti-j- pos-
sible to circumscribe the J'mns vi the
epidemic and prevent its communication
to- the outside world.

NO FEAR OF NEW ORLEANS.
"We have no fear," said Dr. Walnis-le- y,

acting president of the beard of
health, "that the fever will spread in
New Orleans. The board of health is
prepared to spend a million dollars to
stamp it out and we see no reason to
feel alarmed. People ought not jo gft
frightened. This one case was taken
charge of in time and fumigation has
baen applied as to warrant the hope tha
we should promptly and affectively
stamp o"t the disease. We have rrad.
arrangements to issue tonight a circular
to every practicing physician In New
Orleans, commanding them .o promptly
report to the board of health evey sus-
picious case of fever. We have made ar-
rangements to act promptly 'n every
case and if. unfortunately, cases ot ye'-lo- w

fever should be brought to our at-
tention we sahll without delay notify
the world through the Associated Press,
of the facts. There have been a: least
four cases in addition to the Gelpi one,
of people suffering from fever who hive
come to New Orleans from Ocean
Springs. Ten of the most prominent
physicians of New Orleans have ben
pressed into service, and we have given
the closest attention to each of these
cases. In every instance baeWo'ogieol
examinations showed the ex'stnce of
only malaria germs and no eviderce of
yellow fever microbes. I am. well witlln
the truth when I say the Gelpi case is
the only one of yellow fever in New
Orleans up to the present tim and I
am sure we have the city; fully coverei."

FOUR HUNDRED .

During the week ending August 21 re-

ports reached president Oliphant of the
board of health of the orevalnnce of
sickness at Ocean Springs, the nature of
which was in doubt. Dr. 0"'phart, with
member of the board of heilth, went
there and learned that there had bea.
up to the time same four hundred cas?.
Of these there had been only one cr two
deaths, but in two cases the symptoms
were so serious as to give rise to the be-

lief that the fever was of a violent t.Dr. Oliphant then brought t n
Czarnowski and Solomon, of the board
of experts, and Dr. Patton, secretary cf
the board of health, all experience! in
the treatment of yellow fever. They
vis!te4-som- e eleven patients, and after a
careful and thorough examination and
investigation unanimously reached the
conclusion that the fever was dengue.
The physicians agreed that none of the
cases up to then showed any symptoms
that would even lead to a suspicion cf
more serious disease.

FEVER OF A MILD TYPE.
All these physicians have had exper-

ience in yellow fever epidemics and ire
eminent in their profession, and their
unanimous conclusion seems to leave no
doubt that at the period spoken of, the
fever was a mild type. During last
week, however, yellow fever In vlru'ent
form appeared at Ocean Springs. Tne
quick death of Dr. Bemis 3roiil sus-
picion, and by Saturday the boards of
health of Mobile and New Origans were
in possession of information that justi-
fied the fear that yellow fever hal slip-
ped into Ocean Springs. Official repre-
sentatives of the boards of health of
Mississippi, Louisiana and Alabama, and
the representatives of the marsnj hos-
pital service, went at once Saturday f)
Ocean Springs. They were at on:e con-

vinced that their gloomy apprehensions
were not unfounded.

ALL DOUBT DISPELLED.
Careful autopsies were made, but aside

from Dr. Saunders of Mobile, the ex-

perts were disposed to await a further
and complete autopsy to remov all
doubt before making official am unc
ment to the world of the appeirmee cf
the scourge. Late last nlgnt r pa-

tient, a woman, died, and ints morning
an 3uiapsy was held, lis result was to
dispel all previous doubt-Actin- g

President Walmsiev of the
Louisiana board said this evening:

"There was never a doubt about the
first diagnosis. At that time, beyond
question, dengue fever only prevailed.
qji 0r six hundred cases the death rate

was only one-ha- lf of 1 per cent. In epi-

demics of yellow fever the death rate is
infinitely heavier. In the past few days,
however, yellow fever has got into Ocean
Springs. That is proven both by the
rapid death rate and the thorough diag-
noses which have been made by the phy-
sicians. No earlier anouncement could
be made, for the reason that prior to the
last few days there was no yellow fever
existent in Ocean Springs."

WHERE THE BLAME LIES.
Dr. Walmsiey was disposed to hold the

representatives of the marine hospital
servica and the Mississippi board to
some responsibility for the invasion. He
said that the fever had unquestionably
been communicated by the constant inter
course of Ocean Springs with Ship
Island, where there is a United States
government quarantine station. Ships
from all portions of the world touch
there. A large number from tropical
countries, where yellow fever is indig-
enous to the soil, report there weekly.

There has been steady and uninterrupt
and these cshrlduetaoinshrdluetaCoft li-

ed communication between the Island
and these coast towns, and Dr. Walmsley
has little or no doubt that this has been
the means of bringing into Ocean Springs
the deadly germs of yellow fever. If a
rigid quarantine had been maintained
between the island and the shore he be-

lieves that Ocean Springs would now
have little else to contend with than the
dengue fever.

WHEN THE NEWS CAME.
New Orleans, Sept. 6. President Olli-pha-

of the Louisiana board of health,
sent a telegram to that board here at 10

o'clock confirming the report that the
physicians at Ocean Springs had declar-
ed the prevailing sickness there undoubt-
edly yellow fever. The doctors of three
states came to this conclusion after hold-
ing an autopsy on the body of a person
who died yesterday.

Couriers at once went skirmishing
around the city for sufficient members to
make up a quorum of the state board of
health in order to declare quarantine
against Ocean Springs, which is about
100 miles from this city. It was known
that rigid precautions would be taken
absolutely to isolate the Springs, and it
was confidently hoped here by leading
physicians that the precautions would
be successful In keeping the disease from
spreading to this place. A case in point
is that of Biloxi several years ago, when
there was an epidemic of yellow fever.
Biloxi Is closer to New Orleans than
Ocean Springs but the medical men were
successful In confining the sickness to
that city.

There is little or no aiarm here, but
sojourners on the coast were returning
to the city. The result of the quarantine
it was stated, would probably he the tak-

ing off of the excursion and regular train
which run between Niw Orleans and
Ocean Springs and which touch at the
various resorts along the Mississippi
Sound.

The fever has been prevalent at Ocean
Springs for some time. Two weeks ago,
after a careful investigation, the Louisi-
ana authorities declared the disease to
be dengue, which It probably was at that
time, the disease being 'light and the
dea'th rat etrlfling. During the past week
however, the disease has become more
virulent and developed into yellow jack.

STRINGENT MEASURES.
New Orleans, Sept. C. The state board

of health has decided to enforce a strict
quarantine against Biloxi and Ocean
Springs, uarantine will also be enforced
against the other watering places on the
gulf coast until President OHiphant re-

turns and more light is obtained 'on the
situation. Guards are to be put on the
trains and at stations, all baggage Is to
be fumigated and every precaution is to
be taken to keep the disease out of the
city. The Louisville and Nasnville trains
have been ordered not to stop at either
Biloxi or Ocean Springs. The houses of
all people who have returned to New Or-

leans In the past two days are to be
thoroughly fumigated.

THE OFFICIAL FINDING.
Jackson. Miss., Sept. 6. Governor in

has just received the following
telegram from two members of the state
board of health who went to Ocean
Springs, Miss., yesterday to investigate
the yellow fever scare:

After a most thorough investigation
in every conceivable light it is the unan-
imous opinion of representatives of Lou-

isiana, Alabama and Mississippi state
boards of health and the Marine hospital
service that the fever now prevailing in
Ocean Springs is yellow fever.

RAOUL GELPI'S DEATH.
New Orleans, Sept. 6. Rauol Gelpi,

who had been spending the summer at
Ocean Springs, was brought to this city
Thursday morning and died this morn-
ing in this city. Dr. Walmsiey, acting
president of the board of health, after an
autopsy announced that Gelpi had died
of yellow fever. The board of health has
taken charge of the house, which will be
thoroughly fumigated and disinfected.
The deceased will be burled thloa even-
ing. No one will be allowed to attend
the funeral. Geipl was 13 years of age.
Dr. Walmsiey says this is the only case
in the city.

DEATH AT EDWARDS. MISS.
Jackson, Miss., Sept-- 6. A telegram

from Edwards, Miss , about thirty miles
wast of here, states that Hon. S. S. Cham
plon, a member of the state legislature
since 1590 and a prominent politician,
died there yesterday evening from what
was supposed to be yellow fever.

A family of nine persons named An-
derson living near Edwards had been
sojourning at Ocean Springs. After their
return seven of the family were taken
sick and Mr. Champion visited them.
Two or three days afterward Mr. Cham-
pion was taken sick. The attending phy-
sician pronounced the case one cf yel-

low fever.

Tnat portion of the es

relating to "Government by in-

junction was as follows:
"Tne corporations discovered yeare

ago that to control the construction of
the law was even more important than to
control the making of It. A? the federal
judges hold office for life, are independ-
ent of the people and surrounded by
monied Influence, the corporations have
constantly labored to secure the ap-

pointment to the federal bench of men
who they believed would be their friends,
that is.men, who, by nature, education
and environment, would be In sympathy
with them, and they now fly to these
courts like the ancient murderers fled
to cities of refuge. They do not buy the
courts, because it is not necessary.

CORPORATIONS ANNUAL LAWS.
Some years ago congress passed the

interstate commerce law for the pur-
pose of protecting the public against
overcharge and unjust dlscrlmlnaMons.
The corporations opposed this law and
have succeeded In jetttlng the federal
courts to destroy it by construction.

Again, congress passed an income tax
law to compel the concentrated wealth
of the land to bear Its share of the bur-
dens of the government. For a hundred
years such laws had been held to be con-

stitutional by the supreme court; but
this time the great corporations objected
and the supreme court at once came to
their rescue and held the law to be un-

constitutional. The favor of the oppo-

sition to the corporations has come to
be almost the sole test of the cons.Itu-tio.nalit- y

of the law.
ANTI-TRUS- T LAWS.

Congress has passed some anti-tru- st

laws for the protection of the public, but
they are simply sneered at by the fed-

eral courts, and today the formation of
trusts Is almost the only Industry that
prospers in this country.

"Nearly all efforts to curb corporations
or to bring great offenders to Justice
have been failures. In many cases the
law and courts seem to assume an apo-

logetic attitude when facing men
whose forms have been made rotund by

millions, while in many other
case3 both the law and tne courts be-

come terrible in their maje3ty when deal-

ing with men whose forms are bent,
whose clothes are poor and whose stom-
achs are mpty. The fact that the bony
and industrious hands of these men help-

ed to create the capital that Is now set-

ting its heel on their necks and crush-
ing their families doe3 mt help them.
COURTS USED BYT CORPORATIONS.

"Not content with the law as they
found It, the federal courts, in their ea-

gerness to serve the corporations, have
usurped the functions belonging to the
legislative and executive branches of the
government and have invented f now
form of tyranny called governmtfll by
injunction.

"During the entire century In which
this continent has developed, when our
railroads and our factories and our cit-

ies were built, no government by injunc-
tion was heard of, nor is It heard Qf In
any other country today. The law of
the land was ample for all purpose?. Life
and property were protectetd, order was
maintained, law was enforced and the
nation became the wonder of the earth.
And the law cf the land as it existed for
over a century Is ample for every pur-

pose today.
THE AGE OF PLUNDER.

"But when the great leaders of indus-
try began to pars away then there came
to the front a cas of manipulators who
knew nothing about the art of building,
but who had learned the art of legalized
robbery and these manipulators and
plunderers demanded a new form of gov-

ernment. The former leaders allowed
'he laborer a little of the bread he toil-

ed for, but the new manipulators want-
ed It ail.

"The laborers were entirely at the
mercy of the?e-- men. They first got hun-
gry and then restive a whip was need-
ed to restore contentment, and the fed-

eral courts promptly furnished it.
JUDGES MAKE LAWS.

"Government by Injunction operates
this way: When a Judge wants to do
something not authorized by law he
simply makes a law to rait himself. That
is. be sits down in his chambers and
issues a kind of ukae which he calls an
Injuncrion. against the people of an en-

tire community or of a whole state, for-

bidding whate-e- r he sees fi: te forbid,
and which fcse law do3 not forbid, aad
commanding whatever be sa3 fit to com-

mand, and which the law doe? not com-

mandfor when the Jaw forbid or coro-raas- ds

a tning, then no injunction Is nc-essar- y.

"Having thus Uroed his ukase, the
same judge has men arreted and mcw-tim- w

dragged fifty or a huadred ratles
away from their home to his eoert on
a oharge of violating the iajtmcM--

same men went before Judge Jenkins of
Milwaukee and got him to appoint three
of their friends receivers of the road,
and these receivers, instead of collecting
the money alleged to have been wrongfully

abstracted, proceeded to cut down
the wages of the operatives without any
notice to them, and for fear these oper-

atives might get restless thee receivers
went before tnis same Judge Jenktns. and
got him to issue an Injunction forbidding
the operatives from leaving the employ-

ment of the railroad. About the same
time a large number of employes on a
California railroad refused to go to work
because they were not paid, and a Judge
Boss, who was operating the road
through bis court, Issued an order com
manding them to go to work and threat-- 1

ening to send them to jail If they refused
Since that almost everything that a cor-

poration lawyer could think of has been
covered by these Injunctions.

IN WEST VmGlNLV.
Recently a Judge In Wes--t Virginia Is-

sued an Injunction forbidding the exer-

cise of free speech and actually forbid-
ding men from marching on the highway
no matter how peaceable they might be.
There are a few noble men on the fed-

eral bench who have refused to prosti-

tute their courts at the bidding of cor-

rupt greed, but they will in time have to
follow precedents set by the others.

It will 'be noticed tha-t these Injunctions
are simply a whip with which to lash
the back of labor. It Is also apparent
that If they succeed they must ultimate-
ly destroy the Interest in wnose behalf
they are now Issued and that they are
therefore short-sighte- For If the labor-
ers of this country are ever reduced to
the helpless conditions of the laboring
classes in some European countries a
condition In wh.ch they will hav no pur-

chasing power then the great American
market must disappear and our great
ra!iroad3 and industrial properties will

not be worth fifty cents on the 'dollar.
SUPERSEDES ALL LAWS.

Glancing at this proceeding we find
that it entirely supersedes government
by law and according to the forms of
law as guaranteed by the constitution,
and I: substitutes government according
to the whims, caprice or prejudice of an
individual, and Is therefore a clear usur-
pation f pwer and a crime.

Second When the law forbids or com-

mands something no Injunction is neces-
sary; when, therefore, an injunction for-

bids or cammonds something that is not
forbidden or commanded by law, it la
legislation pure and flmple and therefore
a usurpatlo nof power and a violation of
the constitution and a high crime with-

in the meaning of that instrument.
Third It is the function of the legis-

lature to define crime and to declare
what acts shall be punishable and also
to fix the punishment, and when there-
fore a judge undertakes to do theae
things he usurps the functions of the leg-

islature.
AIM. AGAINST LIBERTY.

Fourth The law has created special
tribunals ad spneclal machinery to en-

force the criminal law. and courts of
chancery have no power to abrogate tbia
co themselves and substitute contempt
proceedings for the forms prescribed by
law. In those case3 in which an injunc-
tion is made to cover what la already for-

bidden by law it is simply a device to rob
a man of a trial by a Jury, for when ho la
charged with violating the law he must
be tried by a Jury, according to the form?
of law, but when charged with vloktituz
an injunction he can be railroaded to
prison without any ceremony.
,F!fth All these proceeding ta the

federal courts are an attempt to do
things that belong exclusiTeJjr to Use po-

lice power of each locality. In the ad-

ministration of which theae courts an
not interfere without being guilty of
usurps tloas.
