The "Week Reviewed

New York, Sept 11. The general tone
of the market lor stocks was strong to-

day and there was no heavy pressure
of realizing sales. But there was more
or less weakness at different points
scattered throughout the list. The
Northern Pacific issues were heavy on

the continued bad showing of earnings,
the fourth week in August showing a de-

crease, and the most decrease in gross
earnings amounting to $12,194. This
showing is in marked contrast to the
average increases which are shown by
other roads almost without exception.
Some of the roads in the Southern
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and Ohio, Mississippi Valley, were under
more or less pressure of profit taking.
The coalers were also weak, the Read-
ing issues being under pressure to a
marked degree. The bulk of today's
trading was centered in the grangers
and Kansas anl Texas, and these were
strong the exception of Chicago
Great Western and Northwest, which
closed at a fractional decline after hav-
ing risen a point net. Kansas and Tex-
as preferred closed at a net advance of
1 2 per cent. All of these stocks clos-

ed fractionally below the best, but at a
net advance. The results in the list gen-

erally were mixed. Outside gas stocks,
especially Bay State Gas, were weak
an i local gas stocks were strong.
Elyn Union Gas gained nine points.
C JHaylidated Gas advanced at one time
3 points, but closed at a fractional de-

cline. Manhattan ranged freely over
two points and lost a fraction net. To-

ledo and Ohio Central rose 3 points and
Pullman points. A feature of the
day was the sharp recovery of silver of

to 23 d, in London, and 1 cent, to
55 cents in New York. This was due to
"the decision of the Bonk of England au-

thorities to hold one-fift- h of the bank's
reserve in silver.

THE WEEK REVIEWED.

The week in Wall street has witness-
ed the resumption in force of the bull
movement, the buying through

houses being again in full tide.
Evidences are abundant also of buying
on a large scale for individual and cor-
porate holdings of capital. There has
been abundant liquidation of other large
holdings whose owners seemed content
to take profits and whose belief is ex-

pressed that prices in leading stocks
have advanced as far as warranted. It
is some ground for the belief that large
blocks of new securities of reorganized
companies which had come into the
hands of large capitalists through their
memberships in underwriting syndicates
have passed to other hands, or are
being passed to other hands in the cur-
rent boom on Wall street. Offerings
have all been well absorbed, whatever
reaction was manifest being usually re-

covered "before the trading day was fin-

ished. The week's speculation showed
renewed activity in railroad securities,
while the industrial specialties were
less prominent. The manipulating
"ooosting" of an individual stock, which
was a feature all last week, has been J

absent this week, except on Tuesday,
the first trading day, when Northern
Pacific preferred was thus employed.
Developments of new factors of strength
in the general sltluation has done away

the necessity for this daily bracer,
or artificial stimulant to the market.
One of the most notable developments in
the general situation been the
growing interest in Americans on the
part of English and capital.
As the London market is nearly stripped
of American securities, much of this
buying has been in the York mar-
ket direct for the foreign account. The
supply of Americans In London has, In
fact, become so small that they are
easily affected by manipulation and the
course of their prices is no longer ac-

cepted as a reliable Indication in New
York. That the large sales of Ameri-
can securities by foreigners have been
.ncited by foreign financial authorities
and encouraged and aided by the large
banking and financial interests, with a
view to their effect In checking gold ex-

ports to this country, and keeping down
the money rate in London, is now fully
admitted. It is much doubted whether
the expedients adopted by the Bank of
England to check the outllow of gold by
csntracting loans and raising the dis-ou- nt

rate will be much longer success-fil- l.

while deposits expanded only $390,500,

showing that the money obtained by
loans does not constitute a bank credit
in the form of a deposit, as usual. In
clher words, if the statement is to be
relied on. the funds have gone to the
interior to move the crops. In New York
the commercial paper market has been
quite active and stock exchange require-

ments have made a continuous demand
for call money.

At this time last year call money be-

gan to go up as the banks withdrew
from the loan market, but there does not
seem to be the slightest probability that
the supply will not be sufficient for all
demands until the end of the year.

As the flow of money to the west has
not yet ceased, the chances are that
New York banks within the next few
days will report over half their reserves
in gold. The government is rapidly ap-

proaching thf same condition, owing to
revenue deficiency and increasing gold

supply. It is worth noting, however,
that the note circulation of the New
York banks is intreasing. for the first
time since election. Specie may be
forced into actual circulttion soon.
