To the Japanese MlnUter Concerning Pro.

San Francisco. Sept. 11. The steamer
Gaelic, which arrived today from Yoko-

hama and Hong Kong via Honolulu,
brought the following Hawaiian advites
under date of September 4:

The official correspondence between
the Japanese and Hawaiian govern-
ments upon the subject of the proposi-
tion to submit their differences to arbi-
tration was given out for publication by
the foreign office September 1. It con-

sists of the letter from Count Okuma to
Minister Cooper, already published in
the United States, and 'the following re-

ply of the latter official:
