NO MORE TEMPLE CUP.

Philadelphia, Nov. 12. The magnates
of the National Baseball league, at their
meeting today voted unanimously to
abolirh 'the Temple Cup series of post-Bsso- n'

games. The resolution adopted
prohibits Dhe playing of exhibition games
nt any time ibetween National league
clubs.

Mr. Freedman of New Tork offered the
only opposition 'to the abolishment of the
Temple Cup series, explaining that he
felt that his team would finish close to
the top next season, and that he wanted
the Temple Cup series to be continued.

At present Great Britain
enjoys the minimum rates but the same
are open to all countries, the United
States Included, and there Is nothing in
the la-- which contemplates giving
Great Britain the exclusive benefits of
thesj lower rates. It Is understood to
be the view of the Canadian officials
that the markets of the United States
and Canada are so closely connected
geographically that it is essential that
the countries look to each other, rather
than to markets thousands . of mlles
distant. This, it 4s said, implies no un-

due benefits or discriminations toward
the Unltel States or Greit Britain, but
merely a recognition of business condi-
tions.

IMPBRHXISM A BIG JOB.
London, Nov. 12. Sir Charles Dilke,

Radical member of parliament for the
Forest of Dean, addressing the Fabian
society in this city this evening, with
reference to the difficulties of wedding
the empire into a working whole, said:

"It must be remembered that granting
special advantages to the colonies would
benefit one-four- th of our trade, but be
detrimental to three-fourth- s. To give an
advantage to Canadian wheat would I

mean imposing a duty on American and
Argentine wheat; while favoring Austral
ian wool would be detrimental to the.
manufactures of Yorkshire. Moreover.
in neither case were we offered free
trade in return."

Sir Charles said that he still thought
tfhe problem of defense the most vital
one, and that it should stand first. Al-

luding to Sir Wilfred Laurier's presence
In Wasmgton, he reminded his hearers
that Lord Dufferin, governor-gener- al of
Canada, in 1S74, at that time opposed a
reciprocity treaty between Canada and
the United States on the ground tnat it
would be detrimental to the trade of the
empire.

SEALS AND FISHES.
Washington, Nov. 12. The third ses-

sion of the experts on seal life was held
at the state department today, all of the
representatives of the United States.
Canada and Great Britain being in at-
tendance exceptSjr Wilfred Laurier who
spent the morning in visiting the Cath-
olic university. Mr. Adams, first secre-
tary of the British embassy, took his
place as the diplomatic representative of
the Canadian government. The effort is
maintained to keep tlie proceedings strict
ly secret at this stage.

It is stated upon good authority that
the Canadians will ask a counter con-
cession from this county in the way of a
guarantee for the protection of the
northern fisheries, in return for any al-

teration of the sealing regulations to
which they may give their consent.
They take the position that tfhe fish
along the Canadian and the Newfound-
land coasts are as much the property of
Canada as are the seals on the Pribyloff
Islands the property of the United
States, and contend that they have as
much right to make demands for the
protection of the fish against American
fishermen as we have to ask the Cana-
dians to agree to further restrictions in
the matter of killing seals. Their spe-

cific complaint is that while Canadian
laws prohibit fishing except within cer-

tain seasons the American laws do not
impose corresponding conditions, and
that While the taking of fish can be
prohibited during the closed eeasons
within their territory it cannot be con-

trolled outside of these 'boundaries.
Many of the fish which properly belong
within Canadian waters are thus pick-
ed up out of season by American fisher-
men. Sir Wilfred Laurier will ask the
United States to agree to the protection
of these fish during the breeding. sea-

son, as an offset to any seal concessions
to which Canada may consent.

THE DAY'S CONFERENCE.
During todays' conference a number of

propositions were presented by the Amer-
ican representatives covering the num-

ber and 'habits of the seals, nd the ex-

tent to which the seal herd has been re-

duced during the five years in which the
Paris award has been In operation. In
turn, the British-Canadia- n representa-
tives presented counter-proposition- s, cov-

ering their views of the same subjects.
The propositions differed considerably,
but were not so wide apart as to lead to
the belief that they could not be recon-
ciled. It is expected that when the ses-

sion is resumed tomorrow, the experts
will be able to reach a common under-
standing. The propositions do not em-

body any diplomatic features, but are
solely scientific, as to the number, hab-

its and destruction of the seals. After
the experts have reconciled their propo-
sitions the diplomats will begin to con-

sider the large subject of providing an
adequate remedy agaflnst seal destruc-
tion.

ALASKAN SEA OTTERS.
Washington, Nov. 12. Captain C. L.

Hooper of the revenue cutter service,
commanding the Bering sea patrol fleet,
has made a report to the secretary of the
treasury on the subject of the sea otter
banks of Alaska. Captain Hooper re-

views the history of the otter from th;
earliest times, and arrives at the conclu-
sion that they not only have been greatly
reduced in numbers during the last ten
years, but that they have actually
changed their habits and are no longer
found, as formerly, on or near the shore.
He also states that the 1,165 natives on
the Aleutian Islands are almost wholly
dependent upon the otter for the neces
tics of life, and will b left destitute if
the animal is exterminated, as seems
imminent if no steps are taken for their
preservation. Captain Hooper is of the
opinion that the pjrlncipal parts of the
present bunting grounds are wholly wkh
in the territorial waters of the United
States, and that therefore the preserva-
tion of the otter would not necessitate
the of any other country.
Suitable regulations, properly enforced.
Captain Hooper says, would furnish am-

ple protection for the pea otter, as no
enough can be taken outside of the pre
scribed limits to encourage hunting. He
appends a set of regulations which he
suggests be adopted for the government
of otter hunting during the season of
1SSS. These regulations. If adopted, will
prevent foreign vessel of every descrip-

tion from hunting otter within the terri-

torial waters of the United States, and
also prohibit the use of nets for then
capture.

MAIN WITNESS GONE

G0DESE OF JUSTICE DELAYED IN A

MISS0UBI 00DBT.

Charles Collins, Who Shonld, by All areas
Appear Asralnst His Alleced Assailant.
Martin nsleyf Is MUsins When the
Case Is Called Judge Calls It an Out-

rage and Collins Will be Heavily Fined
When Pound Two Men Arrested for
KUllnc Van Busklrlc Alabama Rapist
Lynched Crime New.

St. Louis, Nov. 12. Martin Ensley of
Memphis was put on trial today before
Judge Harzel. at Clayton, the county
seat of St-- Louis county, on the charge
of assault with Intent to kill Charles D.
Collins at Meremec Highlands one night
last June. He is alio charged with' steal-
ing $6,000 from CoHins and tnat the rob-

bery was the motive for the assault.
Judge Thomas B. Harvey of St, Louis
appeared for Ensley, and O'Neill Ryan
will assist County Attorney Herndon in
prosecuting the case.

When the case was called this fore-

noon Mr. Collins was not on hand and
Judge Hirzel was furious. He issued a
bench warrant and subpoenas for Col-

lins' arrest and after adjourning court
until 2 o'clock this afternoon sent out
all "his deputies to find the plaintiff and
bring (him in.

Inquiry at the Franklin hotel revealed
that Mr. Collins, who toad been stopping
there, was not in and it was thought he
had left the city last night.

Judge Hirzel was very much incensed
because of the of the
prosecuting witness. He said:

"It is an outrage that this man should
not be 'here and I shall see to it that he
is brought here and made to testify. The
charge against Ensley will not be drop-
ped under any circumstances. If Col-

lins cannot be found today I shall con-

"When Collins is brought before me I

shall fine him heavily for contempt."
Nineteen witnesses have been sum-

moned for the state and just one lest
than that number for the defense.

This afternoon, when court
Sheriff Keith announced that Collins had
left the city and service on the attach-
ment was impossible.

"Collins left last eveninf, I have found
out," said the sheriff, "and Mrs. Collins
left hurriedly this morning. I could not
learn in which direction they went."

The case was continued until December
9, and an effort will be made in the
meantime to discover Collin's wrerea-bout- s.

Charles D. Collins is a Canadian bv
birth. In the early SO's he was head
clerk at the Kennard (house in Cleve-
land, Ohio when that hostelery was in
its prime. When Millionaire HoMen
built the 'Holienden in the Forest City,
Collins was made manager, with a part
interest, and thee he managed to save
some money. With this he bought 'the
Duncan 'house at Nashville. While in
phe sotitli Mr. Collins became acquainted
with Martin Enaley, son of the well
known ColoneJ Enoch Ensley, who was
regarded as one of the richest men in
that section. When Collins finally sold
the Nashville hotel he arked Ensley to
accompany him to St. Louis to try hia
luck at the fair grounds race track. To
this end he purchased a couple of 'horses
and was negotiating for others at the
time of the assault.

Collins and Ensley roomed at the Lin-de- ll

hotel. Monday night, June 15, tjie
latter proposed a trip on the electric cars
and the two, finally reached Meramec
Highlands. It was while they were in
the grounds surrounding Uie hotel t'hat
the asjjult wa" committed. Ensley, so
CDllins stated at the time, stepped be-

hind him and struck thim on the head
with a hammer. The Tennesseean de-

nied his guilt and claimed that two men
assaulted CoHins and that he was also
attacked and lied In fear of his life.

The affair caused a great sensation
here at the time because of the promi-
nence of the two men.

overnment has formed a stubborn att!
tude.
