WAS ELECTED TO DO IT

Senator Baker Talks Ploinly in Regard to
Sterne

Topeka, Kan., Nov. 27. The mall and
Breeze reporter Saturday called on Sen-
ator Baker at Leavenworth, just previ-
ous to his departure for Washington.

State Senator Stern of Topeka was sit-
ting in Senator Baker's office when the
newspaper man arrived, and his pres-

ence suggested the question: Will Sen-

ator Stern bo United States marsal for
Kansas?"

"He certainly will if I am able to
bring it about I propose to stand by
the recommendations which I have made
for federal places to the end. The peo-

ple elected me to attend to the patronage
of the position and I propose to attend to
it. Why not? I am the principal and
charged with the responsibility. 1 ac-

cept the responsibility. If mistakes are
made they can 'be charged to me. I do
not propose to delegate to any one else
the power to appoint. Whenever I de-

sire an agent to transact the powers con-

ferred upon me, I will hire him pay him
for it That answer that question fully
and squarely."

"What will congress do in the way of
financial legislation? I think there will
be an effort made by the next congress
to retire the greenbacks and enlarge the
national bank circulation tfhat is, en-

large the powers of the national banks.
However, I do not believe that such
measures will pass the senate as at pres-
ent constituted, as there are (forty-tw- o

Republicans and forty-seve-n opposition
senators. There will be a great deal of
talk and discussion, but I haye no idea
that any measures of this character will
pass. It is possible that financial legis-

lation of some other character may be at-

tempted, but if so it hasn't as yet devel-
oped. I do not care to state my personal
views on the subject at present.

"Cuba ? Yes, I might say a word about
Cuba. The senate at its last session
passed a resolution overwhelmingly ac
knowledging tflie beligerancy of Cuba,
and I presume the majority of the sena-
tors are of the same opinion now as they
were then. I do not know what recom-
mendation the president will make In
reference to this matter, but I should

J

j.icige that his message on the subject
will be not at all aggressive. I presume
that the Hawaiian treaty will be one of
the first subjects to engage the atten-
tion of congress. I have not fully made
up my mind just how I shall vote on

that question.
"Don't ask me how I like Washington

and how I like the senatorial job. It is a
subject I dislike to talk about :I think
I have told you all I care to tell, and If
you get the balance of your two columns
you will have to draw upon your Imagi-
nation. Tou have gotten more already
than the other reporters will get."

This Conclusion Is Beached in Vie it of the
Snltry Utterances of Many Leading
Senators Who Favor Action All the
Way From Belligerency to Warships
Kansas Senators Have Voted Cnba
Way Once Already and Will Do So

Again Grave Fears Expressed That
the House Will Never Gerro Vote

New York, Nov. 27. The World says:
Dispatches to the World from many

leading members of the United States
senate Indicate stormy times over Cuba
as soon as the senate meets, a week
from tomorrow. Nearly a score of sen-

ators are reputed to have written reso-iutio- ns

favoring either intervention by
the United States or Immediate recog-

nition of Cuban belligerency.
Senator William E. Mason of Illinois,

says:
"I am a Republican, and I believe In

carrying out the promises of my party.
We promised to interfere to stop the
war and give independence to Cuba.
Anything less than that is worse than
bad faith on our part I shall introduce
a resolution for interference if I get a
chance. I do not know what position the
president will take and cannot tell what
effect it would have on congress, as
there are still a good many postofflces
undisposed of. I predict that four-fi-f tins
of the gentlemen who are candidates for

to congress will vote for the
resolution which passed the senate if
they are permitted to vote at all on the
question."

Senator Roger Q. Mills of Texas', says:
"Congress owes it to civilization to

recognize the Independence of Cuba. We
have aided Spain in maintaining uncivil-
ized rule over Cuba for more than a
century; we have prevented other na-

tions from freeing Cuba, and the time
has come when we should Intervene in
.Cuba's behalf. But I believe there will
not be any decided action taken by con-

gress, 'because I anticipate that the pres-
ident will recommend a conservative
course. I favor immediate intervention.
In the event tlhat the president recom-
mends I do not know
what effect It will have upon the house,
with Speaker Reed in control, but I do
not think it will have much influence
withN-th- senate."

Senator Jacob H. Gallinger of New
Hampshire, says:

"I favor giving Cuba the rights of
belligerency, but will not introduce any
resolution. My impression is that the
senate will act on its own responsibil-
ity."

Senator Henry M. Teller of Colorado,
says:

"We in the senate have done all that
is necessary. We (have passed a resolu-
tion granting belligerent rights to the
Cubans. I do not say that we have done
all that Tve should do, but that was done
all that we can do. Our resolution pass-
ed at the last session is now before the
house, and I believe the house would
pass it by an overwhelming majority if
It got a chance to do so, but I do not sup-
pose they will get a chance to vote for
it.

"I believe the administration Is
against it now, but of course I do not
know what may be done (hereafter. I
think that if "the house would pass that
resolution granting the Cubans belliger- -
ent rights, the whole controversy would
soon be over.

"I consider our treatment of the Cu-

ban question cowardly and the meanest
thing we have done in yeava. That there
is a state of war in Cuba no one doubts
or denies. That entitles the Cubans to
the recognition of belligerency. It is not
a question of law, but of fact

"This is the cruellest and wickedest
war that has been waged anywhere in
the last hundred years. Talk about the
war in Turkey! There is no compari-
son. It is a more wicked war than the
one which stirred all Europe by its bar-
barities in 1S26 between the Greeks and
Turks.

"I should favor myself, first a recog-
nition of 'belligerency. I believe that
would accomplish everything that is
needed. I should have no (hesitation my-
self, however, in voting for acknowldg-in- g

the independence of Cuba."
Senator McEnery of Louisiana, says:
"I favor the speedy passage of the sen-

ate resolution recognizing the belliger-
ent rights of the Cubans.

"Unless the administration of affairs
in Cuba improves in the immediate fu-
ture, I will advocate direct intervention
on the part of the national government
in the interests of humanity anl also di-

rectly in the interest of the people of
the United States, whose social and po-

litical order have been disturbed (by the
frequent revolutions In Cuba,"

"Personally, 1 share the view held,
I believe, by 90 per cent of the people
of the United States, that our govern-
ment ought to put its strong arm in
support of the struggling Cuban patriots
and to suppress the inhumanities now
practiced. At every opportunity I have
voted for all measures looking to the
recognition of Cuban independence and
shall continue to do so.

"As conditions now exist there I
would send a United States man-of-w- ar

to the harbor of Havana to guarantee
the rights of American citizens and to
compel due respect for the American
flag on all occasions."

Paris, Nov. 27. The Duke of Orleans
has written a letter to a friend, Colonel
Perseval, in to the af-

fair, in which he says.
"I cannot restrain a cry of Indignation

when I catch the echo of fresh scandals
from the shame of which It has not been
possible to spare my country. Until
now the honor of the army has been In-

violable. Can I forget the height to

which it was brought by its kings and by
its soldiers who fought to com-

plete the grand work of French unity?
"Never have the hardships of exile

seemed so cruel as when I see myself
forced to remain a powerless spectator
of insults cast upon our glorious army.
Those who have not made an energetic
use of their power will bear a heavy re-

sponsibility in the eyes of the country
and in history.

"For my part, I venture to say that I
shall always find in the consciousness of
my duty and the power of monarchlal in
stitutions the necessary strength to fit-

tingly protect the honor of the soldiers of
France."

CALLS IT B EVOLUTIONARY

Prominent Balltray Official Deaonnces
Proposed Hallway Legislation

LouUville, Ky., Nov. 27. Milton H.
Smith, president of the Louisville and
Nashville railroad, today jrav'ft out an
intervlow to the Evening Post In which
he vehemently opp"oses the pending rail-

road legislation before congress. Before
leaving the city he was seen asked
to give to the public a statement of his
oplnon in legard to the proposed meas-
ures.

"As to scalping," said Mr. Smith,
"that Is largely a moral question, and an
immoral which the iavr, as it
stands, should suppress and the rail-
roads must suppress.

"As to the pooling provisions proposed,
they are not of sufficient importance to
require much attention from railroad
managers. Pooling will not be obliga-
tory, and pooling rates have to be ed

by the interstate commission.
The whole thing is delusive. I should
not to say the proposition is Intend-
ed to deceive the publio and the rail
roads as to the revolutionary character
of the proposed legislation.

"I used t(he word revolutionary ad
visedly, and the movement is one which
should arouse public attention and se-

cure not public approval, tout public con-

demnation.
"Much misinformation has "been cir--

culated concerning the effect of recent
judicial decisions concerning the inter-- !
state commerce commission. The public
has been informed officially that these
decisions have 'emasculated the commis-
sion;' that they have destroyed Its use-
fulness; that it has been deprived of
power conferred on It by congress to fix
rates and tlhat the power thus taken
away must be conferred by congress In
language not subject to mlsinterpreta- -

sion, but their every assertion is false
The commission has been deprived of no
power ever given It by congress; all the
usefulness it ever possessed, it pos-
sesses today; all that the courts have
done has been to check a tendency of
organized political agencies to extend
their power in new fields.

"It is not possible for one commission
to fix rates; to settle Hhe innumerable
controversarles dally arising between
lines, between shippers, between citlen.

To give It to a single com-
mission Is to endow it with an Influence
over the live?, the prosperity and the
future of the private citizens such as no
government here and few governments
abroad, hive ever tried to assume in
times of peace.
