CLARK LOYED HER

LETTERS EXPLAINING THE AT- -

TEMPTED MDEDEB.

JThopry Tliat 3IrF, Alice Underwood Was

Only Working Clark One or Ills Cash is

Sustained by Letter of Clark'n Written
J'rob.ibly llofore the Trouble Occurcd

aim. fcnllle Clark Tnrns the Letter
Over to :t Iteporter for the l.ile To

Ills Wife, Jlr and .Mrs. Uuderwood, llie

I'abllcaud llopo Churcli.

Yesterday afternoon Sirs. Sallie Clark,
ins "Wife okB. C. Clark who shot .Mrs.

Alice Underwood on last Tuesday aight,
received several letters from him. The
letters were found in Clark's coat. Mrs.
Clark toad some trouble in setting the
betters. She learned that Mr. Clark's
coat with some .letters in the pocket had
been found and that it was in the pos-

session of George Johnson, who lives in
the second block on North Mead avenue.
Mrs. Clark went to Johnson and arked
him for the personals but he refused 'to

cive them to her. She then went io

police headquarters and got a written
order on C. L.. Johnson for the letters.
Johnson even then did not seem in-

clined to give the letters up but finally
consented. Tnese epistles indicate that
thy had been written before Clark shot
Mrs. Underwood. Tae chirography and
tne orthography are such as to make
the letters hardly intelligible. Tney are
as follows, and confirm the Eagle's the-

ory of the trouble:
'TO THE PUBLIC.

"This is to lei the world know what I
have been. I have loved this woman for
three years. Sne caused me to leave
mv wife and go away witn her. She
broke me up in my life. I am heart
troubled. I spent my money on her for
tnree years. I bougnt all or ner oe.st
clothes five or six dresses. I gave her
a plain gold ring; that is the last 'thing
I gave her and she lied to me. She will
tell me no more lies. That is a sure
thing.

"Henry, I "have kept your wife ever
since you lived on Nort-- Market street
where I first commenced sweetheart
with her. She tried to get me to run
away wifob, her. It was one year before
I wouW agree to go. At last I made up
my mind to go. She had me to leave
my wife, sell my stock to go wuiSi her.
Tnen she tried to back out. She broke
me up for good and this will settle 'the
maimer. "We will "both go the way. I
don't care wfaat you do w(hen I am
gone. This is no new thing about this.
Sallie dias heard the truth.

"Sallie, your words Slave come to pass.
Tou said this, so don't grieve for it
is finished now. "We are both gone. Al-

ice (Mrs. Underwood) caused me to leave
you this way, so it is all over now.
Do the "best you can for I am gone for
good this time. Sallie, you give my
clothes to Charley Venters, my ring to
Ruben Floyd and what money you find
take it and so home to your folks; don't
stay in Wicihita. You haven't disgraded,
(probably meant for disgraced) Alice
Underwood caused this. Take me and
bury me the same day. This is all
Goodbye.

TO HENRY UNDERWOOD.

"Henry, your wife did not tell jxiu
that she let me have the keys so I
could come in 'her room every morning
when you would go out. I have done
tfrls for a. year and she would not tell
3.011 that she would let me know when
you was nway by raising the window
blinds, so that I would know wfhen you
was away. I did give her that spoon
pin that she wears for a ibreast pin and
all of her best clotfnes. She kept after
me to go away with her till I left my
wife. Now he is trying to give me the
worst of it. I told her if she did not
go that I would kill her, for I Siad a
gaod wife and a true wife. She Jiad me
get a big trunk to pack her clothes in.
She said all the time I am going as soon
as I come from foe east. "We will go
for I don't love Henry like I do you.
You sell your horses and pack my trunk
and some prayer meeting night we will
go. So she went back on me and I do
what I said. I told her if she fooled
ne I would kill her. So I had a good
wife, so I will make my words good to
her. I will sho.v her I do not lie to her.

Some Unpublished Facts About His Last Illness
and the Lesson They Convey to Hen

" and Women of the Pres-

ent Day.

It is not generally known that Gen-

eral "Washington was killed in a most
cruel and barbarous manner, fcut it is,

nevertheless, a fact.
At the time of Jiis death, Washing-to-

was in bis sixty-eight- h year, a ss-o-

robust man. On December 12, 1739, he
contracted a severe cold and pneumonia
threatened. Two doctors were sum-
moned, and, in accordance with the ab-

surd custom of thoe days, they pro-

ceeded to bleed their patient. Nearly a
quart of blood was (taken from his vein?,
until at last he begged them to let him
die in peace. He died that same day
not from disease, but actually from loss
of blood. He was killed "by ignorance!

In these days any doctor who treated
a patient as W&anington was treated,
would be indicted for manslaughter.

Perry. Ok., Dec. 12. Much excitement
exists in Payne county over the indict- - j

ment of county officers by the grand
jury. Judge Dale of the First Oklahoma i

Judicial District and Chief Justice of the
Oklahoma Supreme Court, opened court
there several days ago, and the grand
jury lias been investigating the acts of
the county officers, and yesterday the
probate judge of the county was indicted
for making false entries on his records,
and Judge Dale suspended him from of-- j
fice. Tne sheriff, J. M. Atherton, was
also indicted for misconduct. The people
of Payne county are making great com-
plaints about exorbitant tax levies.

Dave Sprague is well known in Wich-
ita and has some property here that was
once worth not less than 525,000, but that
was in boom times. He was arrested
here in 1S90 by Sheriff Cone on the
charge of stealing a horse at Hesston,
Kansas. Wallace Gleason, then sheriff
of McPherson county, came here for
Sprague and was warned by Mr. Cone
that the prisoner would get loose or
break jail if he was not handled rigor-
ously. And he did. He broke out of the
McPherson jail twice before trial and
while being taken to the penitentiary
after conviction he got away from the
officer and jumped off a passenger train,
at full speed.

The Mrs. Barrett mentioned is Dave
Sprague's mother. She lives north of
town. Who Brown is nobody knows.
There used to be several years ago a
man came to Wichita by the name of
Jim Oliver, but it is thought that he is
dead. The strange part of the letter is
the enclosure of the clipping from Perry.

It may foe a scheme to agitate and fur-
ther the effort to pardon Willie Sells, or
it may be that Dave Sprague himself,
being afraid his folks want to get hold of
his South Fifth avenue property, wants
to scare Mr. Carnahan out of any notion
of helping the,, scheme. How the letter
got into a Lawrence attorney's envelope
and came tobe dated January 4, is not
known. The special enclosed is probably
December 12th of '96.

Harry Stewart, of the Deam Abstract
company, says that they received letters
about Sprague's property a year ago and
he thinks the letter to Mr. Carnahan is
the work of some crazy person.

AY ANTED TO LT.VCH

Frank Bobbins Atlemptu Yeocnnce for Hla
Sinter.

Yesterday, five miles north of Wichita,
near Sullivan's dam, Frank Robbins, a
school boy of 14, with half a dozen of 'his
schoolmates about the same age, at-
tempted to lynch Ward Fisher with a
lariat Tope for slandering the character
of RoDbins' sister.
.Robbing rode up to the school house
at the noon hour and called Fisher to the
door. Robbins' friends pushed Fisher
into the yard, and seeing Robbins swing
the lasso, he ran. Robbins followed on
hi3 pony, throwing the rope at Fisher's
head.

Fisher's arm was caught in the loop
and he was dragged over the ground for
a hundred yards, tearing and bruising
his flesh till he seemed dead. The boys
at once took sides and twenty drew their
knives. School has been dismissed and
parents have taken up the matter.

This is not the only time this school
has been in trouble.
