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Vp to 7 o'clock this morning communi-

cation with the whole country was good.
Then the wires, burdened with several
times their weight in ice and snow, taut-
ened by the cold and lashed by the wind,
began to snap under the unusual tension.
By 8 o'clock nearly every circuit along
the Santa Fe and Union Pacific railroads
lor miles out was broken. Two hours

TERRIFIC STORM IN ST. LOUIS

Two Killed. Three Injured and
Ifenvy Juma;je Done.

St. Louis, Mo.,Jan. 25. A gale of wind
that reached the highest velocity of any
experienced here since the tornado of May
27, 189G, when the destruction of life and
property was so great, prevailed today.
Its highest velocity was sixty-si- x miles
nn hour and up to noon two death, one
fatal injury and several minor casualties
had been reported as well as considerable
destruction to property.

Shortly after 3 o'clock this morning a
terrific storm accompanied by a heavy
fall of hall and rain, struck the city and
prevailed for an hour or more.

The sky had cleared, but it soon became
cloudy again and the wind began to rise.
By 10:45, the wind was blowing at the rate
of sixty-si- x miles an hour, but fourteen
tniles less than the recorded velocity dru-tn- g

the tornado of '. It was a straight
blow from the southwest and tho resi-

dents of tho city, especially in the tornado
stricken section, were seized with conster-
nation.

Swinging signs and window panes were
blown down and broken; wore
demolished and fences leveled, telegraph
poles and wires broken and in some in-

stances roofs were taken off. A frame
building on Twelfth street was blown
down, but no one was hurt. The east wall
of the ruins of the Itavenswood distillery,
at Madison and Twenty-thir-d streets, was
blown over. At Nineteenth and Market
Btreels, tho roof of a two-stor- y building
was blown down. There were several
thrilling escapes, but so far as can be
learned no one was Injured there. Tho
roof of two one-sto- ry buildings S89 and
SU Locust street, occupied respectively
by J. B. Smart and Sons, tailors, and the
old Madison barber shop, was blown down
and clear across the street. The occu-
pants of the store made a mad rush to
escape and several were caught by flying
debris, though all escapod serious injury.
The guests of the St. Nicholas hotel im-

mediately adjoining rushed excitedly form
their apartments. The wind created much
alarm at the Four Courts, especially
amqng the jail prisoners. The big old
building swayed perceptibly and there
was a general exodus from the upper
floors.

Considerable dnmngeo buildings in St.
Louis was reported later. Mrs. Dod-
dridge, one of those injured, is the wife
of General Manager Doddridge, of the
Missouri Pacific railway. It was learned
tonight that she was not serlosly hurt.

There was
but this minute of struggle between his
conscience and what he believed to be
the interest of the army; this minute once
passed. It was already too late. He had
entangled himself, he was compromised.
And from that time on his responsibility
has kept on growing, he has taken on
himself the crimes of others, he is as
guilty as they, he is guiltier than they
for he had it in his power to do justice
and he has done nothing. Do you under-
stand it? For a year Generals de Bois-
deffre and Gonse have known that Drey-
fus is innocent and they have kept the
fearful thing to themselves. And tney
sleep, and have wives and children that
they love!

At Paris the truth went on its way, re-
sistless; and we know how the expected
storm burst forth. M. Mathieu Dreyfus
denounced Major Esterhasy as the real
author of the bordereau at the very mo-
ment when M. Scheurer-Kestn- was
about bringing before the minister of jus-
tice a demand for a revision of the case.
It Is now that Major Esterhasy appears.
Witnesses show him crazed at first, ready
for suicide or flight. Then, all at once, he
braiens it out, he amazes Paris by the
violence of his attitude. Help had come
to him. he had received an anonymous
letter warning him of the maneuvers of
bis adversaries; a mysterious lady had
even taken the trouble to bring him by
night a document stolen at the general
ctafr. which was to save him. Here I can
not help finding Lieutenant-Colon- du
Paty de Clam.

imagine tho revolution which must have
taken place In the soul of M. Scheurer-Kestne- r;

and I believe that he will end
by feeling one remorse that of not hav-

ing acted as a revolutionist on the day
of his question in tho tenate, by giving
forth all that he knew, to throw every-
thing to the ground. He has been the
grand old man of honesty, of a loyal life;
he believed that truth was sufficient unto
itself, especially when it appeared to

him shining in full daylight. It is the
same for Lieutenant Colonel Picquart,
who, from a feeling of high dignity, has

of war of naving covered this ellegality

under orders by committing in Its tarn
the judicial crime of acquitting knowingly
a guilty man.

My burning protest is but the cry of
my soul. Let them dare, therefore, to
bring me Into court, and let the trial
be held in open day. I wait. Receive, Mr.
President, the assurance of my profound
respect.

SOLDIERS' WIDOWS' PENSIONS
