There were perhaps 10 to 200 names
in this book of persons to whom he had
sold the stolen jewelry. These people
have been notified and much of the Bol-

land property is being returned from day
to day.

MYSTERIOUS "JOHN SMITH."
St. Liouls, Jan. 2). The young man lan-

guishing In jail under the name of "John
Smith," who was arretted last Tuesday
iOr holding up Judge Madiil, president of
the Union Trust building, at the point of
a pistol and demanding $5,000, was ar-

raigned in court today. Through his at-

torney, James McDonald, the prisoner
waived the preliminary examination and
was held, in default of $1,000 bail, for the
grand jury.

HE DIDN'T MEAN TO STEAL.
Minneapolis, Minn., Jan. 29. A. C. Hau-ga- n,

formerly city treasurer, was today
sentenced to four months imprisonment
in the county jail and to pay a line of
$1,000. In case the line is not paid the
sentence is to extend over another four
months. Mr. Haugan will go directly to
jail without appeal. His attorney pleaded
In his behalf that the loss of the city's
money was due to its wrotched financial
-- ystem and to Mr. Haugan's lack of rigid
business qualities, but not to any inten-uo- n

of dishonesty. The court evidently
took these matters into consideration in
Imposing such a light sentence.

SUICIDE. AFTER ALL.
Cincinnati, Jan. 29. Christian Kloin,

v,ho was found mortally wounded on
Thursday night on the street half a
quaro from his mill, died today. The

mystery concerning the manner of his
death has not yet been satisfactorily

although there is a .strong belief
that the dying man's repeated statement
that he was killed by robbers is the true
one. It is combatted by statements of wit-
nesses that they heard the shots and saw
Klein fall, but saw no onenear him.

CHRISMERRY SENTENCED.
Chicago, Jan. 22. Chris Merry, the ped-

dler recently convicted of beating and
choking to death his wife, Pauline Merry,
was sentenced in Judge Horton's court
oday to be hanged February IS. This
late is just three months after the mur-!- er

was committed, and is barely outside
the time limit allowed by statute to

murderers. Merry had apparent-
ly fully recovered his nerve, and when
Judge Horton pronounced sentence the
condemned man gave no sign of emotion
beyond a slight flush. Merry's attorneys
made the usual motions for a new trial
and arrest of sentence, which were over-

ruled, the court saying there were abso-
lutely rno grounds for them.

A SLEDGE-HAMME- R BLOW.
Houston.Tex., Jan. 29. Early this morn-

ing, while Mrs. Mary Beuchley and
daughter were. sleeping, the mother was
mjsteriouslyjnurdered. The daughter was
awakened by the mother slapping her In
the face. The mother said she had been
struck with a hammer and shot. She
Immediately became unconscious and died.
A sledge-hamm- blood-staine- d, lay in
the bedroom. The woman's cheek was
crushed in and there was a bullet hole in
her neck. The daughter said she .had not
heard the shot. The police think they
had been chloroformed. There is no clue.

FUED SETTLED IN OREGON. J

McMinnville. Ore., Jan. SI. Fred Clem-
ens and Paul Duclo were out hunting and
met by accident near the WHamette ri'er.
Duclow saw Clemens and changed his
rourse to meet him. When within ten
feet. Duclo told Clemens he intended to
kill him and brought his gun to his shoul-
der. Clemens warned him to lower his
w eapon and as the warning was not heed
ed. Clemens quickly raised his gun and
fired at Duclo's face and killed him in-

stantly. Duclo was found dead with the
-- ocked gun by his side. A coroner's jury
verdict was justifiable homicide. A feud
had existed between the men.

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passengers for Juneau, yea and Skaguay
on Thursday, January 20. She carried a
cargo of 70 Otons, together with ten horses
ad thirty-eig- dogs. This was to have
been her final AlaskDan trip, as she was
to return to the San Francisco and San
iego run and be replaced by the Queen.
At 5:03 o'clock on Sunday morning, when
480 miles from Victoria, in what is known
as Arthur Passage, the steamer suddenly
crashed upon tho reeL The first shock
was followed by several lesser ones as the
vessel's headway ground her further up-

on the rocks. Most of the passengers
were up awaiting the breakfast call, but
a scene of indescribable confusion fol-

lowed the rocking of the ship when her
engines wero reversd in an ffort to get her
off the rockc. When she finally settled
down, the officers and crew succeeded in
calming th panic-stricke- n passengers and
Captain Pierce at once ordered the boats
lowered and the pumps to be worked.

As soon as it was ascertained that the
vessel was taking in water, DCaptain
Pierce ordered the women and children in-

to the boats, and at 7:S3 a. m. the first
boat, in charge of Second Officer Mar-
shall, put off for the nearest land, Lewis
Island. Seven boats wero manned and the
passengers were all landed in two trips
without accident. The hand-bagga- and
that In the forward hold was then trans-
ferred and the dogs and horses saved.
Mattresses and blankets from the cabin
staterooms were also landed for the ac-

commodation of the shipwrecked passen-
gers. At 3 o'clock the Corona bad set-

tled so far that the fires under the main
boilers wero extinguished. An hour later
Captain Pierce ordered Purser Ballantine
to take1 the mail ashore, and at 11:45 the
captain ordered the- - rest of tho crew
ashore and fallowed himself.

Twent minutes later the steamer sank,
stern foremost, with her bow hanging to
the the rock upon which sho struck.
About 2:30 p. m. the tug Golden Gate, with
a barge in tow, passed and answered the
stignals of distress, but the sea being too
heavy to admit of her parting with her
tow. she proceeded and returned next
morning, when Captain Pierce dispatched
her to Mary Island with the news of the
wreck.

A severe storm which struck the camp
added to tho sufferings of the hapless
passengers huddled upon Lewis Island,
which continued until Tuesday morning.

On Wednesday night at S:ft5 the steamer
Tanubc was sighted and answered the
signal 'flared from the point, and Captain
Pierce boarded her in a canoe manned by
Slwashos from an adjacent Island. ' Upon
her return he conveyed the glad news that
the steamers Alkl and Elder were closo
behind the Danube and would relieve
them, tho Danube proceeding upon her
way with the news of the disaster. It
was supposed that one of the two vessels
would turn back to Fort Wrangel with
such passengers as desired to proceed
north, while tho other would bring the re-

mainder to Seattle.
Seattle, Wash., Jan. 23. Later reports

from the wreck of tho steamer Corona
indicate that the vessel is not so bndly
damaged as at first reported. After sho
struck she was six hours in filling, which
would indicate that the damage to her
bottom was not so great as had been
supposed. Her bow is on the rock, her
stern only being submerged. i

Victoria, B. C. Jan. 29. The steamer
Danube, which arrived here early this
morning from Alaska, brought news of
mishaps to three vessels in northern wa-

ters. In addition to the wreck of the
steamer Corona, already reported, she
brought confirmatory news of the report
that the steamer Coqultlan, of Vancouver,
had run on a rock south of Fort Wran-
gel. The Coqultlan was not floated until
a part of her cargo was jettisoned. She
remained on the rock about five hours.

When met by the Danube at Fort
Wrangel.- - the Coquitlan was taking fifteen
to twenty inches of water an hour. The
pump's were able to keep the water down
and the captain of the Coquitlan proposed
to ontinue his trip to the mouth of the
Stickeen river.

The third accident consisted in the sink
ing of the little ferryboat Alaska, which
runs from Fort Wrangel to the Stickeen
river. The Alaska settled down on some
rocks with the falling of the tide and
several holes were punched in her sides.
She was towed off but sunk in deep wa-

ter. No lives were lost.
The captain of the Danube furnishes

the following particulars of the wreck of
the Corona, while on her way to Skaguay
and Dye with 3SS passengers.

"Just at daylight on Sunday morning,
when entering the southern end of Ma-

lacca Passage she struck on a reef which
sidrtp the shore of Porchere Island and
which makes mariners keep well oyer to
Kennedy Isiand inside.

"The reef is a jagged one and one of
the sharp projecting focks pierced the
steamer's hull. The steamer was within
a stone's throw of Lewis Island, and her
passengers and crew were saved some of
the passengers taking their tents with
them. With these and sails from the
steamer, a city of canvas was soon built
up. When the Danube passed down the
Corona's passengers were comfortably
settled, although they were anxiously
awaiting the arrival of the steamer Al--

which would bring them south. The Co-

rona was two-thir- under water, and
part of her upper works were washed
away when the Danube leit. Captain
Myers thought that the storaw? or heavy
! soon break her up. At the
time &t the accident Captain Pierce was
on the bridge of the Corona. The worst
feature of the wreck of th Coroaa is the
losses suffered by passengers on their
way to the IClondike. Some of them had
their all Invested in their autfl's which
were to take them to where they hoped
