of2140 B. C,

AGES ERE MOSES LIVED

Was it the Origin of the Bib--
Ileal Narrative?

New York, Feb. 12,-- The Herald says:
"From the burled ruins of the ancient

City of Sippara, In Babylonia, comes an
inscribed clay tablet giving an entirely
new version of the story of the flood,
it Is believed to antedate all other ac-
counts by many centuries.

The text is written in the cuneiform
characters, and lb dated, according to the
Inscription, "tho twenty-eight- h day of
the month Sebat, In the year when King
Ammizaduga built the fortress of Amrai-zaduga-

at (he mouth of the Euphra-
tes." Professor Pere Scheil, tho famous
French Assyriologist, is the discoverer of
the tablet. His description, together with
a. translation of the Inscription, and also
the opinion of Dr. "William Hayes Ward,
the well known Biblical scholar, on the
discovery are given herewith.

Among the many ancient Biblical cities
tthose ruins dot the Babylonian plain

nd lie buried deeply in the sands of
Shat historic soil is one that for years
.as been looked upon by scientists as

lrobably holding within Its depths many
fcccrets of the past secrets of the dawn
mankind. It is the city of Sippara, of
tthose ruins nothing now remains but a
few crumbling walls in the last stages of
decay. In this city, so Berosus, the great
ancient historian, tells us, Noah previous
to the flood, buried the records of the
world's antediluvian history. Ages have
passed since then, but those records have
hot yet come to light.

Now, however, from the ruins of this
Very city comes a clay tablet telling a
J.ew story of tho flood itself a story which
in many respects corroborates the He-
brew account as contained in tho Bible,
yet gives a fuller and much more detailed
Version than tho modern world has ever
Lad. Tho tablet is twenty-tw- o centi-
metres inhelght by twenty In breadth.

to Its deciphered inscription, it
was written about the year 2140 B. C, or
shortly after the time Hebrew chronology
Eays the deluge occurred.

The tablet was originally almost square
".nd Inscribed on each side, with four
columns to a side. It has so crumbled
with age that only portions of the first,

c- ond. seventh and eighth columns are
left, but they are the most important
part of the whole inscription.

Professor Pere Schiel, the discoverer
and decipherer of the tablet, says:

"This fragment that is preserved to
us shows that the tablet had four col-

umns on each side, and in reading it one
must pass from column four on the one
ft3e to column five on the other, so that
th end is directly opposite the beginning.
This end Is the most important part of
the whole writing, and very fortunately
this part of the document has been pre-

served to us. Unlike the inscriptions on
most of the ancient tablets that from
time to tlmo have been unearthed, tho

on this one appears to have been
rnde with great care. It is for the most
part exceedingly well written, and the
'Igns. although a little worn, are still

ipherable.
"The writing Is in the cuneiform scrip

Professor Schiel's discovery is of the
utmost importance from tho fact that

imo years ago George Smith, the great
Knglish Assyriologist, discovered a tablet
' i the ruins of Nineveh giving a full
account of the deluge and dated GOO B. C.

fhis was the oldest account of the flood
that had ever been unearthed, but the
closing paragraph of tho tablet said that
it t as only a copy of a still older docu-

ment that had been lost centuries before.
er since then scientists and Biblical

scholars the world over havo been vainly
searching for these older tablets. Profcs-- v

- Schiel has now recovered one of them
and in it the original account of the great
npiit from hich the other versions are
t lpposed to havo been taken.

That is enough to make the discovery
one of great importance to Biblical sci-

ence."
THE STORY OF THE BRICKS.

Here Is the story of the deluge as the
tablets tell it The first column of the
new tablet Is In bad condition, but the
portion of it that la decipherable states
that a certain great action Is being per-

formed. There Is some question about
the human race, of its complaints, and
of Ramraan, the god of the tempests,
who Is about to produce a. deluge to pun-
ish mankind. The second column goes
on to tell of the maledictions of a deity
uttered against the sinful human race,
and says:

That he should kill; that he should de-

stroy
In the morning that he should rain down

the extermination
That during the night he should prolong
That he should rain down the inunda-

tion
The plain ho will make its ruin great: the

city
That which Ramman shall have accom-

plished in the city
He says he will overturn the land
He raises aery
The gode will not fear

Then follow some lines too mutilated to
read. The seventh column continues tho
story and says that a friendly god will
be on hand at tho destruction of the world,
"who will stretch out a helping hand to
men." Safety will be secured, for a pro-
longation of the seed of men, beasts and
all living things, by means of a ship. This
ship is to be built by a man (Noah), who,
with hi sfamily and the animals ho will
take with him into it. are to be the sole
survivors of thjj deluge that is to sweep
the earth. The writing says:
Ea spake the word, '
And said to me:
Why wilt thou make men to die
I will reach out my hand to men
The deluge of which thou speakest
Whatever it may be, I
I, shall I have produced in vain;
He shall be informed of it.
To the ond that he build
And he shall beget
And they may enter into the ship
That Pirnaptism (Noah) take the oar
That he may come
That he may take
That he

Then come moro mutilated lines. At
this point George Smith's tablet takes up
tho story' in the form of Noah's personal
recital of all the wonderful circumstances
of the flood after the great occurrence
was over and he and his family were sav-

ed. Coming from Nineveh, it Is a some-

what different version, but it carries the
ancient account right along. Noah says:

"Let mo reveal to thee the story of my
preservation

And the hidden thing of the gods let me
tell to thee.

The city of Surippak, which thou knowest
is placed on the Euphrates,

That city was very ancient when the
gods within it.

To make a deluge the great gods brought
their hearts,

Their father and their king; their
Counsellor the Warrior Bell; their
Throne bearer, the god Ada, and
Tho god Ea, the lord of the underworld.

I this destiny hearing as he said to mo
0 man of Surippak! son of Ubarratutu,
Destroy the house and build a ship
For I will destroy the seed and the life
Cause them to go up into the ship all seed

that hath life.

The War God goes in front and casts

down;
The angels of earth carry the destruction;
In their glory they swept through the

land.
The deluge of tho Rain God reaches to

heaven:
The darkened earth to waste is turned;
The surface of tho earth like fire they

sweep.
They destroyed all life from the face of

the arth.
To battle against men they brought the

deluge.
Brother saw not brother; men knew one

another;
Even in heaven the gods feared tho flood
And sought refuge. They ascended to the

heaven of Anu.
The gods like dogs in kennels lay in heaps
Then cried Istar like a mother
And tho great goddess does utter her

speech
"All things to clay aro turned,
And the evil which I proclaimed in the

presence of the gods.
As I announced in tho presence of the

gods, is that evil;
As I announced, to evil aro devoted all

my people
And though I the mother have begotten

my people.
Yet like the spawn of fishes they fill the

sea"
Then the gods wero weeping with her

concerning the spirts:
The gods on their thrones were seated

weeping;
Covered with their lips because of tho

coming evil.
Six days and nights
The wind, the deluge and the storm go on

sweeping away.
The seventh day when it approached the

rain subsided, and the great deluge
Which had assailed like a host
Was appeased.
The sea began to dry and the wind and

flood ended
I watched the sea making a tossing,
And tho whole of mankind had turned to

clay;
Like reeds the corpses floated.
I opened the window and the light struck

on my face.
I was sad at heart; I sat down; I wept;
Over my face flowed my tears.
I looked at the regions bounding the sea;
To tho twelve points no land was seen.
To tho country of Nizir floated the ship.
The mountain of Nizir stopped the ship

and to pass over it was not able.
Tho first day, the second, tho mountain

of Nizir tho same:
The third day and fourth day the moun-

tain of Nizir the same;
Tho fifth and sixth day the mountain of

Nizir the same;
On the seventh day in the course of it
I sent forth a dove.

London, Feb. 12. Anthony Hope has

City, Denver, Colorado Springs, the Yel-
lowstone Park and other cities. The re
port that the prince intends to consult
President McKlnley regarding the Congo
affairs is unfounded.

MENELIK'S VACATION.
Kink Menelik of Abysinnia Is preparing

for a journey to the European capitals,
and is collecting all the objects of special
artistic interest in Abyssinia. the most
valuable of which he will take as gifts to
the various rulers. His majesty Intends
to ge absent about eight months and the
government of Abyssinia during that
time will bo entrusted to the queen.

DYNAMITERS FEARED.
Quite a sensation has been created in

Dublin by the extraordinary precautions
adopted for the .safety of the castle. In
addition to the regular police force and
soldiers, a large guard fully armed and
relieved every two hours is placed on the
castle roof, over the chief secretary's li-

brary. Tho only surmise possible is that
an attempt to dynamite tho building is
contemplated.

WALES HAS HIS WAY.
The list of members of the'royal com-

mission to represent Great Britain at the
Pans exhibition of 1900 as published by
the London Gazette last week, was drawn
up by the Prince of Wales, the prince
having rejected the government list on
the ground that it was too cliquey and
too Tory-Unioni- st and demanding that if
he was to be president of the commission
he should select his own associates. The
government was aghast but acquiesced.

THE AMERICAN COUNTESSES.
Tho Riviera is a complete carnival. The

battle of flowers at Cannes on Thursday
brought out 25,000 people. There was a
large contingent of English, including
the Duke and Duchess of Connaught. Ten
tons of flowers were thrown. The Count
and Countess de Castellane participated
in the festivities. They will stop ten days
at tho Villa Luynes, and thence will en-

joy a two months' cruise on board the
Valhalla In the Mediterranean, during
which they will visit Tunis and Algiers.

The Duchess of Marlgorough has open-
ed a bazaar at Hull in aid of tho sailors'
charities, and she intends repeating the
Blenheim theatricals in London during
the season, when the Marlboroughs will
entertain lavishly .especially in the di-

rection of politics in which the duke Is
ambitious. The duchess Is credted with
a desire to revive the glories of the polit-
ical salons, such as existed during the
thirties.
